Wonder Words.
Wonder, Ore, Feb. 22, 1918 

Editor Brady Standard:
Crater Lake is one of the most 

beautiful spots in America. The gray 
lava rim is remarkably sculptured.

The pitch of these outer slopes en­
ables the scientist to tell with reas­
onable probability how high the vol­
cano originally was.

The water is wonderfully blue, a 
lovely turquoise along the edges, and 
in the deep parts, seen from above 
extremely dark. The contrast on a 
sunny day between the unreal, fairy 
like rim across the lake and the fan­
tastic sculptures at one’s feet, and in 
the lake between the myriad gradua­
tions from faintest turquoise to deep­
est Prussian blue, dwells long in the 
memory.

An unforgettable spectacle also are 
the twisted and contorted lava for­
mations o f the inner rim. A boat 
ride along the edge of the lake re­
veals in a thousand changes.

At one point near the shore, a mass 
o f curiously carved lava is called the 
Phantom Ship because, seen at a dis­
tance, it suggests a ship under full 
sail. The illusion at dusk or by moon 
light is striking.

In certain slants of light the Phan­
tom Ship suddenly disappears— a 
phantom indeed.

Another experience full o f interest 
is a visit to Wizard Island. One can 
climb its sides and descend into its 
little crater. The mysterious beauty 
of this remarkable lake is by no 
means the only charm- of the Crater 
Lake National Park. The surround­
ing cliffs present some of the most 
remarkable pictures of the entire 
western country.

These can best be studied from a 
boat on the lake, but a walk around 
the rim o f the lake is one of the most 
wonderful experiences possible.

Crater Lake was not discovered un­
til 1853. The party who discovered 
it did not realize that he was at Jts 
edge until the mule he was riding 
suddenly stopped.

It had no fish in it when discov­
ered, but in 1888 Will G. Steel 
brought troutlings, from a ranch 40 
miles away, but no fish were seen in 
the lake for more than a dozen years. 
Now it is full o f the finest rainbow 
trout on earth, some fully thirty in­
ches long. A small crustacean was 
found in the lake in great numbers, 
when it was first explored.

DEEPEST W ELL 
WORLD IN

IN THE
WEST VIRGINIA

The deepest well in the world al­
ready 7,363 feet deep, is now being 
drilled on the Goff farm, eight miles 
northeast o f Clarksburg, in northern 
West Virginia. Until January 24 in 
record of depth had been held by a 
boring at Czuchow, in Silesia, which 
had reached a depth of 7,349 feet, but 
on that day Dr. I. C. White, the State 
geologist of West Virginia, announc- 
de that the Hope Natural Gas com­
pany had driven the bit to a depth 
o f 7,350 feet one good American foot 
in excess of the German record. More­
over, the drilling is still in progress 
and as sufficient length of cable and 
adequate power and tools are at hand 
the prospects are good for driving 
still farther down into the crust of 
the earth and winning the pennant 
by a considerable margin.

Seven thousand three hundred and 
sixty-three feet is a very little less 
than one and a third miles. The depth 
of this well exceeds the height of 
Mount Washington (6,293 feet) and 
of Mount Mitchell (6,711 feet), the 
highest mountain in the eastern Unit­
ed States, and is greater than the dis­
tance to which many of the Rocky 
mountains loom above the level of 
the foothills or plateaus on which 
they stand. It is over half a mile 
deeper than the Grand Canyon of the 
Colorado in Arizona. In fact, the 
bottom of the Grand Canyon at the 
foot of the Bright Angel trail, which 
is approximately 2,400 feet above sea 
level, is about 1,300 feet higher above 
the sea than the surface of the ground 
at the Goff well. The well goes near­
ly half a mile farther down into the 
earth than the deepest mines in 
Michigan, Brazil, or Europe. Sev­
eral oil wells in California, in the 
southwest, in West Virginia, and in 
Pennsylvania have exceeded 4,000 
feet in depth, and one near McDon­
ald, Pa., about 14 miles west of Pitts­
burgh, reached a depth o f 7,248 feet

SIX-DAY SCHOOL TO BE
ABANDONED ACCOUNT OF 
COMPLAINT OF STATE DEIT.

NEW DRAFT MOVE­
MENT TO BEGIN 

NEXT SUNDAY
A new draft movement is to begin 

next Sunday, Marc!. 24th and con­
tinue until Friday. “he 29th. The lo­
cal board has been advised to this 
effect by Provost Marshal General 
Crowder. The new movement is for 
the purpose of filling the ranks of 
the national army, and 90,000 men 
are to be made available in this move­
ment. This will require hut three per 
cent of each county’s first draft quo­
ta. McCulloch county will, therefore, 
supply three men sometime next week 
the exact date of entrainment not 
having yet been decided. Also the 
men to compose the draft have not 
yet been selected. More than twice 
the required number have volunteer­
ed, and lots will have to be cast to 
decide which of the number shall be 
called upon to respond.

Following the 29th for a period of 
five days, colored men will also be 
called to service, three per cent of 
each county’s first draft quota being 
requested. These men will be select­
ed from among the number now reg­
istered.

The six-day school term is to be 
abandoned by order of the school 
board, following complaint made by 
the state department o f education 
In the letter of complaint, the state 
authorities took the position that the 
six-day school week was contrary to 
all traditions, and to the detriment of 
the pupils because of too close con­
finement to work. Also they feared 
the innovation would create discon­
tent and dissatisfaction among pat­
rons o f the school.

The local board wrote explaining 
that the six-day school not only met 
with the universal approval of pat­
rons, but that it would enable many 
school children to complete the school 
term, whereas under the prolonged 
term they would drop out of school 
to help in the fields. In other words, 
the action was taken as a patriotic 
measure.

However, as the state board had 
threatened to take away affiliation 
and credits, it was deemed best to 
comply with their request, and ac­
cordingly the Saturday school is to 
be discontinued at once.

TEACHING SOLDIERS TO SINO
doldlers at Fort Shaft#' Learn Words 

and Airs of Amonca’t War Songs 
From Movl# Screen.

There Is one officer on Oahu, save 
Vie Sunday Advertiser of Honolulu, ac­
cording to the Army and Navy Journal, 
who Is a firm believer In the value of 
long us a military asset to the soldier. 
Col. James A. Irons, commanding the 
Second United States Infantry, believes 
so thoroughly In the Importance of hav­
ing soldiers know the songs of the na­
tion—particularly the war songa—that 
he has provided a means of teaching 
the men of his regiment Just what the 
war songs of America are.

The method which Colonel Irons has 
started at Fort Shatter Is one which 
should he nsed throughout the army. 
It consists of having national and pa­
triotic airs played by the orchestra 
at the evening performances at the air­
drome—Fort Shnfter’s moving picture 
theater—while the words are thrown 
upon the screen where the men can 
read them. In this way the soldiers 
become acquainted with the words of 
the songs, and what Is equally Impor­
tant, they become accustomed to sing­
ing together.

Therefore, 
birds may be considered as one of the 
lilies. In the Farm and Fireside one 
reads:

“Birds are almost as bnsy as bees, 
and their work In Increasing crop 
yields Is highly important. One of the 
cheapest and most effective ways to 
fight Insect pests that annually take 
crop toll estimated at $.800,000,000 Is 
to aid In the preservation of bird life. 
Few people realize how many tnseqjs 
»re destroyed by birds. A teaspoonful 
if  chinch bugs has been taken from 
the crop of one quail, and an adult 
bird has been known to eat S.000 plant 
lice In twe hours. Such worms and 
bugs as Infest our gardens are favor­
ite food for blnehlrds, robins and many 
bther kinds of birds.

Bag* From Banana Trees.
Machinery has been taken to Hon­

olulu from the state of Washington 
by four men who are making an In­
vestigation of the use of the fiber of 
the banana trunk for bag making. Tbe 
investigation was brought about by an­
nouncements that the sugar planters 
of the Hawaiian islands, as well as 
those of other sugar-producing coun­
tries. are faced with uncertainty con­
cerning steady shipments from Cal­
cutta of bags to be used as containers 
for raw sugar. Ever since bags have 
been used by tbe Hawaiian sugar 
planters In exporting tbe raw product 
from the Islands to the mainland of 
the United States, the Hindu bags, 
which are made to contain 12S pounds 
each, have proved to be satisfactory.

MENT TO BEGIN 
NEXT SUNDAY

SIX-DAY SCHOOL TO BE
ABANDONED ACCOUNT OF 
COMPLAINT OF STATE DEPT.

The six-day school term is to be 
abandoned by order of the school 
board, following complaint made by 
the state department o f education 
In the letter of complaint, the state 
authorities took the position that the 
six-day school week was contrary to 
all traditions, and to the detriment of 
the pupils because of too close con­
finement to work. Also they feared 
the innovation would create discon­
tent and dissatisfaction among pat­
rons o f the school.

The local board wrote explaining 
that the six-day school not only met 
with the universal approval of pat­
rons, but that it would enable many 
school children to complete the school 
term, whereas under the prolonged 
term they would drop out o f school 
to help in the fields. In other words, 
the action was taken as a patriotic 
measure.

However, as the state board had 
threatened to take away affiliation 
and credits, it was deemed best to 
comply with their request, and ac­
cordingly the Saturday school is to 
be discontinued at once.

A new draft movement is to begin 
next Sunday, March 24th and con­
tinue until Friday, the 29th. The lo­
cal board has been advised to this 
effect by Provost Marshal General 
Crowder. The new movement is for 
the purpose of filling the ranks of 
the national army, and 90,000 men 
are to be made available in this move­
ment. This will require but three per 
cent of each county’s first draft quo­
ta. McCulloch county will, therefore, 
supply three men sometime next week 
the exact date of entrainment not 
having yet been decided. Also the 
men to compose the draft have not 
yet been selected. More than twice 
the required number have volunteer­
ed, and lots will have to be cast to 
decide which o f the number shall be 
called upon to respond.

Following the 29th for a period of 
five days, colored men will also be 
called to service, three per cent of 
each county’s first draft quota being 
requested. These men will be select­
ed from among the number now reg­
istered.

BIRDS AID IN WAGING WAR
Their Work In Increasing Crop Yields 

by Destroying Insect Peats De­
clared Highly Important.

Food ta needed for nur armlet. Birds 
help the farmers produce that food by 
destroying Insect pests. Therefore, 
birds may be considered at one of the 
lilies. In the Farm and Fireside one 
reads:

“Birds are almost as busy as bees, 
and their work In Increasing crop 
yields Is highly Important. One of the 
fbeapest and most effective ways to 
fight Insect pests that annually take 
crop toll estimated at $800.000.000 Is 
to aid In the preservation of bird life. 
Few people realize how many Inseqts 
ire destroyed by birds. A teaspoonful 
bf chinch hugs has been taken from 
the crop of one quail, and an adult 
bird has been known to eat 5.000 plant 
lice In two hours. Rnch worms and 
bugs as Infest our gardens are favor­
ite food for bluebirds, robins and many 
bther kinds of birds.

“It Is true that some Insect pests 
may be fought with chemicals. Owing 
to the great war, though, prices for 
many materials commonly useS In 
sprays, washes and poison mashes are 
pretty near prohibitive. But the birds 
work at before the war wages.

“ Birds also eat thousands of weed 
seeds. A single quail, when killed, was 
found to contain 10.000 pigweed seeds. 
With labor scarce and high, whatever 
will aid the farmer In his crop against 
weeds Is worth while.”

Bags From Banana Trees.
Machinery has been taken to Hon­

olulu from the state of Washington 
by four men who are making an In­
vestigation of the use of the fiber of 
the banana trunk for hag making. The 
Investigation was brought about by an­
nouncements that the sugar planters 
of the Hawaiian islands, as well as 
those of other sugar-producing coun­
tries, are faced with uncertainty con­
cerning steady shipments from Cal­
cutta of bags to be used as container« 
for raw sugar. Ever since bags have 
been used by the Hawaiian sugar 
planters In exporting the raw product 
from the Islands to the mainland of 
the United States, the Hindu bags, 
which are made to contain 125 pounds 
each, have proved to be satisfactory. 
War conditions have caused the plant­
ers to cast about for a substitute.

ANNUAL CLEAN-UP.

Says a dispatch in the state news 
papers from Ballinger:

“ The city commission of this city 
will encourage the planting o f war 
gardens by Axing a special water rate 
for irrigating gardens. The present 
rate is $1 for 5,000 gallons, and the 
city’s water plant is paying a big 
profit.”

Water is the most vital commodi­
ty in a community. A city blessed 
with an abundant supply has wealth 
beyond estimate. But unless that 
same city is in position to furnish 
the water to its citizens at a low 
rate, its weallh is mere dross. An 
abundance of water and a low water 
rate, its wealth is mere dross. An 
to community benefit. Ballinger is 
indeed fortunate if she has an abun­
dant supply and can supply her citi­
zens from that abundance at a low 
rate.

Brady cannot lay claim to being 
so fortunately situated—but at that, 
in comparison with her neighbor cit­
ies o f Brownwood, Santa Anna and 
Coleman, she is still in luck. These 
latter cities are at low ebb, so far as 
water supply is concerned, and their 
condition is sadly hampering the oil 
boom in their respective communities. 
The use of water at these places has 
been restricted to domestic purposes. 
Oil men are not willing to bring in 
big rigs and undertake to begin drill­
ing a well, which is synonymous with 
going to a great expense, and then 
have their operations halted or ham-1 
pered by lack o f water. Brownwood 
is endeavoring to overcome her dif­
ficulties. Her present dam is being 
raised three feet, and will, in all prob­
ability be supplemented by other 
dams.

As before stated, Brady is some­
what more fortunately situated. By 
means of the small dam built a year 
or two ago, the costly wastage of 
water has been stopped, and the wat­
er is being supplied the citizens with­
out any restrictions having been plac­
ed upon its use so far. This leaves 
but one thing to be desired, and that 
is a low water rate— and we confi­
dently believe this goal will, ere long, 
have been attained. $25,000 bonds 
for the improvement of the water­
works system have been voted and 
will become operative April 10th. 
With this sum. augmented by a fund 
secured by popular subscription, it is 
proposed to do exactly what is being 
done in Brownwood, to raise the old 
dam and to build other or another 
dam supplementing the first. Not 
that we are following in Brownwood’s 
footsteps, nor are we guided by her 
action— rather that process offers the 
only practical solution of the ques­
tion of an adequate water supply.

Once these dams are built, or these 
improvements are completed, it then 
becomes our privilege of waiting pa­
tiently until rains have been had suf­
ficient to fill these dams and provide 
the water supply. But let no one 
doubt for a moment but what event­
ually the rain will be had—history 
will repeat itself, and history records 
only one instance where seven lean 
years followed upon seven fat years 
—and that was ages ago.

With a water supply guaranteeing 
meeting any and all needs the lower­
ing o f the water rate is as sure as 
night follows day. Until then, we 
can only wait, and work while we 
wait.

10-mile dry zone and statutory prohi­
bition threaten the very existence of 
all substitutes for that rare article 
known as water. Even our neighbor 
city, San Angelo, after voting the 
wet ticket time after time, sees the 
handwriting on the wall and is pre­
paring to shut up shop on the wet 
goods merchandise, for San Angelo 
has an aviation landing place, and the 
attorney general has ruled that the 
ten-mile dry zone law applies equally 
to landing places and army camps.

All that remains now to make a 
finished job of the performance is to 
provide landing places at Menard and 
Fredericksburg—then, indeed, will the 
citizens of these two wet strongholds 
agree with Sherman that "war is 
bell.”

Hotel accommodations are so limit­
ed in San Saba that the oil boom for 
this county is hampered.

AN ORDINANCE

Making It A Penal Offense for Any 
Person to Permit Chickens or Other 
Domesticated Fowls to Depredate 
upon the Premises o f Another with­
out such Other’s Consent:
Be It Ordained, by the City Coun­

cil o f the Citv o f Brady, Texas;
Section 1. Any person who shall 

hereafter knowingly permit, allow or 
fail to prevent any chickens, turkeys, 
guineas, ducks or geese or other do­
mesticated birds or fowls owned by 
him or in his possession or under his 
control, to go upon or remain upon 
the lots, lands or premises, used or 
occupied by another person, within 
the incorporated limits o f the City of 
Brady, without the written consent 
of such other person, shall upon con­
viction, be fined in any sum not to 
exceed twenty-five dollars, and each 
day any person may so violate the 
provisions o f this section, it shall con­
stitute a separate offense.

Section 2. Whereas, the interest of 
the public demands the immediate 
passage o f this ordinance to the end 
that the destruction of gardens. Dow­
ers and damages to lawns by chickens 
or other domesticated fowls, be pre­
vented; Therefore an emergency ex­
ists, demanding the suspension o f the 
rules requiring ordinances to be read 
at three several meetings. Said rules 
are hereby suspended, and this ordi­
nance is placed upon its final read­
ings and passage, as provided for in 
case of such suspension of said rules, 
and the same shall be affective and 
in full force from and after its pas­
sage and approval.

Approved this the 19th day of 
March, A. D., 1918.

Jimmie and a German Boy Clash—
Must Do Three Thing* to Save 

Country.

It was a warm evening, so Unde 
Dan went out to a lawn seat under the 
spreading branches of the great tree 
that suggested the farm's name of Oak 
Hill. Billie and Jimmie had been lay­
ing for him, ao Uncle Dan waa cap­
tured by the boys on short order.

Carl said 
that German schools were miles ahead 
o f onr schools and that no one could 
come up to the educated German. Well.

Jimmie said If their education taught 
them to torpedo l.usltanlns. sink hos­
pital ships, murder hundreds of wom­
en and children, make alaves of 
the Belgians, poison wella, destroy fruit 
trees and commit all sorts of crimes, 
then we did not want that kind of 
education here. What do you think 
about It Uncle Pan? I told Jimmie 
you spent a lot of time In Europe and 
knew nil about schools, ao give ns your 
opinion."

“ Well," replied Uncle Dan. deliber­
ately. “ the German schools are very 
thorough: they furntsh exceedingly val­
uable and practical Instruction. The 
Industrial training given there Is prob­
ably the best to be found. The schools 
as a whole, however. In my opinion, 
appeal to the head only, and never to 
the heart The aim and trend is to 
make the Individual blindly submis­
sive to the Prussian plan of world do- j 
minion; they teach that It Is the des­
tiny of Oermsny to rule the world, and 
that to the glory and advance of Ger­
many. In this plan, all things must give 
way; that the kaiser as head of the 
state, can do no wrong If he carries 
forward the plan of world control. 
Some of the greatest teachers and 
preachers even defend and Justify her 
heartless crushing of Belgians and the 
many other atrocious crimes she has 
committed in this war. Thank God. 
onr American education reaches both 
the head and the heart. It Is an edu­
cation with a soul, and we must main­
tain the high ideals we have fixed. In 
a word. In Oermany, the people are 
taught that they exist for the govern­
ment. while here the government ex-* 
lsts to serve the people."

“ Just wait a mlnnte." Interrupted 
Billie. Say that over again slowly, so 
I can write It down."

Uncle Dan. smilingly, complied.
Billie exclaimed: “ Now. we will hand 

that nut out for Carl to cruck. 
Cart, you know," continued Billie, 
“has a very smart father who keeps 
him posted on the German arguments. 
Carl said onr government was only 
an experiment anyway; that It would 
not last twenty years, and that It 
might burst up any old time. Jimmie 
asked him If Germany was so mighty 
good, why they did not go back there 
to live.”

“ Our government will go on forever, 
won’t It, Uncle Dan?”

“ Now,” said Uncle Dan. “yon are 
raising a big question, and one that 
has troubled me for years. Our gov­
ernment Is still In the experimental 
stage: In fact. It is the greatest ex­
periment ever undertaken, and If pop­
ular government Is to be successful, s 
few things must be done, otherwise, to 
paraphrase the great Lincoln, the gov­
ernment of the people, by the people 
and for the people, will perish. It la 
my firm conviction." said Uncle Dan, 
In a very Impressive manner, “ that If 
our country Is to go on, as we hope 
and pray, we must very quickly do 
at least three things, and I will name 
them in the order of Importance as it 
appears to me:

“First, adopt compulsory universal 
military training of all young men 
physically fit before they reach the 
age of twenty years.

“Next require that every foreigner 
who comes here to live must, within a 
reasonable time, any a year, declare 
his Intention of becoming an American 
citizen and tnkp the necessary stepa to 
do so, thereby, from that moment, as­
suming all the obligations of citizen­
ship of our country, and that means he 
must defend our flag upon equal terms 
with our native born, and If he Is not 
willing to do this, he should be sent 
back from whence he came."

“That’s the stuff." exclaimed Billie.
“And, finally, enact such legislation 

as will make voting compulsory. Pop* 
alar government Is based upon tbe 
participation of all and the rule of 
the majority, and democracy cannot 
continue and be successful unless fire 
live up to the spirit o f the Institu­
tion.

“The first step, however. Is the pass­
ing of the Chamberlain bill for univer­
sal military training. If you will get 
the leading citizen, and especially the 
editor of your paper, to write personal 
letters to your congressman and both 
senators, urging their support, it will 
help enormously.

“ I see by the morning papers." said 
Uncle Dan. “ that the Rotary clubs of 
the entire country, the llvest. most effi­

Be­
ginning with nothing, he has not on­
ly seen the school enlarged and ex­
panded, hut has added a wonderful 
amount of equipment, has added to 
the curriculum, and now at the close 
of his sixth year, the school stands 
out with $4,000 to its credit. Inci­
dentally it might be remarked that 
the Brady high school ia probably 
one of the first, if not the first, tc 
add biology to its course o f study; 
also it is one of the very few high 
schools in the state to add a course 
in domestic science, thereby not only 
obtaining additional credits, but sc# 
curing state aid in the sum of $750 
for each of the two aforementioned 
studies.

Another innovation has been the 
giving o f vocational credits—as a re­
sult of which several pupils are not 
only receiving the benefits o f a high 
school education, but of a business 
education in addition.

Altogether, Mr. Hughes is a re­
markable man, and has made a re­
markable record as superintendent of 
Brady schools, and in again securing 
his services, the school board not on 
ly acted wisely and well but with ex­
ceeding good fortune.

E ip  riencod Tick Eradication — Sera 
Great Benefit at Small Coat.

Editor Brady Standard;
In The Standard a few issues back 

two citizens came out boldly and 
espoused the pro-tick side o f the 
question that is to be voted upon 
the M lk inst.

The two letters are very similar,

• and the reasons set forth for oppos- 
' ing the eradication of the ticks are, 

poor cattle, time and expense. As 
they are championing “ the poor man’s 
cause,’’ I will take the item o f ex­
pense first. Being one o f them, and 
also having passed through the “ hard- 
ships” of eradication in Concho coun­
ty, will say that every one who will 
enter whole-heartedly into the work 
can eradicate at less than one dollar 
per head. And in case o f the small 
owner it can be successfully finished 
the first season. The small cost for 
dipping will be more than repaid in 
the vigor and added weight o f the 
cattle, and in our “ conservation" 
work let us not forget that feed is 
“ high priced,” and that it is the part 
o f economy to pay the nominal dip­
ping fee instead o f feeding the army 
of ticks. While the men who are 
able to bear the burden will build the 
vats, the only cash outlay will be the 
dipping fees, and while I cannot de­
clare it authoritatively, I am fully 
convinced that even this would not be 
exacted in the case of the ones who 
have not the funds at hand.

As to the time, I should judge that 
vats will be accessible to all, in one- 
fourth o f a day’s drive (very many 
closer) and six or seven trips would 
tnly require a little more than three 
days of the valuable time, and from 
a humane standpoint alone, it is well 
worth the while, and among other 
war measures a alight increase in 
personal efficiency will counteract 
the lost time, and you will have part­
ed company with the cattle tick for 
all time.

That the cattle will be poor is real­
ly the strongest argument submitted, 
and the very fact that they will be 
poor makes it more necessary that 
they should not be taxed with their 
live’s blood to give sustenance to the 
ticks.

One says, after the war we can 
“ clean up." The other tells us to 
wait till next year when it will have 
to be attended to anyway. In each

■ case it is procrastination— the argu­
ment submitted by every one who 
dislikes to do any disagreeable task.

“ The poor we have with us always.” 
both of people and cattle. If it be

right, do it boldly; if it be wrong, 
leave it undone.

Swat Eradication.

A pretty good evidence that eradi­
cation is not the best for milk cows 
is that almost every man who has 
lived where it was in force is against 
it in McCulloch county.

The farmers can defeat this law if 
they will turn out and vote on Tues­
day, the 26th, but if they stay at 
home it will carry and then we must 
put up with it whether we want to 
or not.

If you don’t know anything about 
its workings ask some fanner who 
has expeie-nced the law and if he 
tells you its the best thing going, we 
will eat our old straw hat.

cost, operation, etc., did not say some­
thing in the columns of the paper that 
would enlighten the people. If it 
works no hardship on any one, why 
keep it quiet?

If it is a good thing for the man 
with three or four milch cows, why 
not show us how? If it is done with­
out any big cost to- the people of the 
county, whether they own a cow or 
not, why not tell it in The Standard?

If it don't create a new set of sal­
aried officers for the people to sup­
port, tell the people about it, and 
let’s vote with our eyes open. If 
eradication is defeated next Tuesday 
it will be because the man who knows 
these things are not true, has refused 
to tell the people about it. If they 
are true and eradication carries,it will 
be because many people were fooled 
about what the law means.

Boys, let us go to the polls next 
Tuesday and vote eradication down 
until we understufid just what it 
means. Let's not vote a law on our­
selves that we don't thoroughly un­
derstand, but take the easiest way 
out and vote it down. Don't forget 
next Tuesday, the 26th.

AN OPEN LETTER.

James < a I Ian Writes County Judge 
Brown—Ticky Cattle Barred.

February 10th, 1918 
| Hon. John E. Brown, County Judge, 

McCulloch county, Brady, Texas 
Dear Sir:—

I am writing you in reference to 
Tick Eradication in your county. 1 
have Just returned from the meeting 
of the Southern Cattle Raisers' asso­
ciation at Little Rock. At this meet­
ing, the states o f Oklahoma, Arkan­
sas, Tennessee, Louisiana Mississip­
pi, Alabama and Georgia were rep­
resented by live stock sanitary o ffi­
cials, veterinarians, and many re­
sponsible men. In addition to this, 
there were representatives of the 
Bureau of Animal Industry’ and the 
Department of Agriculture at Wash­
ington.

As a part o f their actions, they 
passed a resolution favoring the ex­
clusion from grazing or from trans­
portation of tick infested cattle over 
any clean area, to take effect Decem­
ber 31st, 1921. This would mean, it 
put into effect, that we could not 
ship cattle out of this state for im­
mediate slaughter. Nothing could be 
more disastrous to that part o f Tex­
as below the quarantine line.

To meet the situation, those comi­
ties in Texas that can should begin 
eradication work at the earliest pos­
sible moment. I realize the stress 
of the times, but the extreme drouth 
has at least the advantage of mak­
ing fewer ticks, and having fewer 
cattle than we have had for many 
years, which makes the work easier 
and less expensive.

We are going to order an election 
in Menard at once and I believe it 
will be certain to carry. I deem it 
my duty to advise you and through 
you, your commissioners’ court and 
the people o f your county of these 
facts and the impending situation.

1 do not think you would render a 
more patriotic or material service to 
your people than to co-operate with 
them in this work. 1 do not think 
the cost of vats should be considered 
even in these hard times, because 
dimes spent now mean dollars saved 
later.

I trust you will read this letter to 
the court and your people, as I have­
n’t time to write anyone else, and 
assure them it is not my purpose to 
butt into their business, nor have I 
any selfish interest or motive. I do 
so because of my long personal ac­
quaintance with you, and because my 
position and activities have brought 
me into possession o f this informa­
tion, and I feel it a privilege and 
duty to apprize you thereof.

BRADY BOY TELLS 
OF TORPEDOING 
OF THE TUSCANIA

Here is a letter that every one may 
read with interest and pleasure. It 
is fnem Attila Striegler, a member of 
the 100th Aero Squadron, and was 
written to his brother, S. J. Striegler 
of this city. He tells of being face 
to face with death, when the Tus­
cania was torpedoed, and o f his final 
escape— and then, with a note of ex­
ultation, his aims and ambitions for 
the future. Attila is now on ground 
service in the aero squadron, but he 
is ambitious to become a flyer, and 
had his application and recommenda­
tions all in readiness for the effoit 
at promotion—but, alas, the torpedo 
that sunk the Tuscania, also sent 
these papers to a watery grave. Un­
daunted, he will make another effort, 
and he hopes, before the war is much 
older, to be numbered among our 
fighters in the air.

The follownig is his letter in part: 
On Active Service with American 

Expeditionary Force, 
February 11th, 1918.

Dear Brother:—
f,Qrow for me— yes, we are the 

shrimp whom the torpedoes of these 
suckers couldn’t get.

Verily, though, Sid this was some 
experiment that men do not crave 
I didn't Yet there are so many, like 
myself, here without even a scratch 
after the little Tuscania incident that 
we really feel like crowing.

I was in the very bottom of the | 
ship when it happened, being a wait­
er in the No. 3 mess room, which was 
way down in the hole. Of course, all 
lights were gone in an instant and I 
made my way in the dark to the 
sixth deck which was necessarily 
some distance, but that is where my 
boat was to come down. When I ar­
rived there I was without a coat, hat. 
overcoat or anything, but the serge­
ant and our commanding officer, who 
were in charge of our crew, were 
there so after waiting for our boat 
for some time I ventured two decks 
below to my room and got my coat, 
hat, overcoat and leggins— time fair­
ly flew, and our boat failed to come, 
but our officer, God bless him, he 
was cool and reposed, so we couldn't 
even think o f deserting him, so we 
hoped—evidently against hope— but 
alas, for us. One o f the most welcome 
little destroyers came at last, and we 
were the last to leave the old ship.

She sank very slowly and sensibly 
—-and we can trace the losses all to 
those who were excited to an extend 
where the officer’s commands w ee 
not heeded Of course, we lost some

men, and all our belongings. The 
devils tried to get our relief boats 
but they wasted their time and mon­
ey, and their own lives in being too 
hoggish. Thanks be— and mind you, 
that is not all we are wishing them 
to lose.

We have been treated royally ev­
erywhere we were since, in all parts 
of Ireland and England. They are 
certainly real comrades, and if one 
was not so imbued with the Ameri­
canism he certainly would find this 
a haven. We won all kinds of un­
sought honors, but what we are really 
thankful for is our surroundings 
now.
» Will know quite a bit to tell you 
when I do get back.

Give everybody there abouts my 
regards and wishes. Hope you all 
have prospects for the coming year.

As Mr Simpkins' Income was 815.000 
hs hud to figure out t. e amounts pay 
able <>n each o f the successive smaller 
Classes of Incomes tn order to arrive j 
at the total due from himself.

passed over the first class who must J 
pay taxes, that Is. single men making 
..'•r l.Otlrt. His calculation for mar­
ried men then showed up as follows:

First, they pay 2 per cent (under | 
the lfilfl law) on all Income over j 
84.000, deducting $200 for each of their 
children under eighteen years. In Mr ; 
Simpkins case this was $212, which he 
put down In the “payable" column.

He saw next that under the 1917 
law, married men pay an ari'Uttonul 2 
per cent on all over $2,000—with the 
same allowance for children. This 
added $252 to hla “payable” column.

He then observed that for every 
*2.500 Jump In his Income over $5.0i)0 
he had to pay a Surtax, the percentage 
growing larger with each Jump. This 
was $250 more added to his burden. 
And on top of all this came an “ Ex­
cess Profits” lax of 8 per cent on all 
"occupation” Income over Ifl.OUO. mak­
ing $720 more

The total, then, he must pay was four­
teen hundred and thirty-four dollars.

“ Whew!” exclaimed Mr Simpkins 
angrily. “There's young Henry Wil­
kins, who married .lake Johnson's girl, 
he makes $2,000 and he doesn't pay a 
cent of taxes I guess this Is his war 
us well as mine

Thinking of young Henry Wilkins, 
he remembered that Mrs. Wilkins went 
every afternoon to make bandages for 
the Red Cross and that Henry, wb© 
was a lawyer, was aiding the Ixtcml 
Draft Board with Its questionnaires.

FIRST TEXAS OF­
FICER KILLED IN 
ACTION IN FRANCE
Lieutenant Louis J. Jordan, whose 

name will go down in history as the 
firat Texas officer killed in action in 
France, was a Fredericksburg boy. 
News of his death is of special in­
terest to Brady citizens, since he was 
a cousin of Mrs. A. W. Keller, and 
also o f Mrs. Tom Elliott, as well as 
a second cousin of E. T. Jordan. The 
body o f this hero is to be returned 
to the United States at once, and will 
be buried with full military honors at 
Fredericksburg.

A recent dispatch from Fredericks­
burg, has this to say as to the first 
Texas officer killed over in France, 
while on duty:

“ The first Texas officer killed in 
action in France, as well as the first 
graduate of the first 1917 officers’ 
training camp, Leon Springs, to give 
up his life in the war for Liberty is 
Lieut. Louis J. Jordan, whose father, 
William J. Jordan of Fredericksburg, 
received a message on March 9th, 
from the War department saying his 
son had been kil’ed in s^ri^n March 5.

“ Lieut. Jordan won h.s commission 
in the first training ‘camp at Leon 
Springs last summer, was assigned 
to the field artillery and had been in 
France several weeks. The last let­
ter received from him he expected to 
go into action February 12.

“ He was a graduate of the Univer­
sity o f Texas and while there won 
fame as a football player and athlete 
He also won the state hammer-throw 
record. He started his football ca­
reer at San Antonio academy and 
when he went to the University quick­
ly won a place in the eleven and 
eventually became its captain. In 
1914 he was picked by Walter Camp, 
Yale expert, for one of the all-Amer 
ican eleven.

“ Following his graduation he 
taught during the year 1916-17 in the 
San Antonio Academy. His degree 
at the University was won in the 
engineering department. Besides his 
father, Lieut Jordan is survived by 
four sisters, Mrs. Elgin Kothman and 
Misses Emma, Elsa and Bettie Jor­
dan, and a brother, Harry Jordan, all 
o f Fredericksburg.”

¡¡SHE WENT HUNTINGS
PLANNED TO SAVE CASEMENT

Under date o f March 7th, Sgt. Ben 
Moffatt has written an interesting 
letter to his brother, John, here re­
garding his experiences since being 
transferred from Camp Travis the 
early part o f last week. At the time 
of writing Ben was in Alabama, head­
ed for Birmingham, and expected to 
pass through Georgia, Tennessee. 
Kentucky, and he knew not where 
else, before getting to his final desti­
nation which he expected would be 
Hoboken, N. Y. He was traveling 
in first class style, having one com­
partment o f a sleeper to himself, a 
porter to attend to his every want; 
all he wanted to eat and many won­
derful sights enroute to attract hi;- 
attention and keep the trip from 
growing monotonous.

Speaking o f his trip, he said he 
first went to Smithville, then to 
Houston and on to Louisiana. T h e y  
crossed the Mississippi on a ferry, 
the train and all being loaded on the 
ferry, then went to Baton Rouge, 
Miss. He writes that the capital 
building o f Mississippi, there much 
resembles some of Texas' three-story 
court houses. At New- Orleans he 
was greatly interested in the ships 
and shipyards, and also the miles up­
on miles of wholesale houses, but had 
no time to visit At Gulfport, Miss., 
he enjoyed a feast of freshly caught 
oysters and crabs. At Biloxi, Miss., 
he said the women fairly fought over 
the soldier boys, but Ben modestly, 
and perhaps discretely, decided he 
was not good looking enough to take 
to or fight over and so stayed on 
board the train.

At Mobile, Ala., he saw the town, 
the ships and the harbor, and watched 
the unloading of the banana boats, 
and ate bananas until he could eat 
no more. At Flomaton, Fla., he watch­
ed the putting o f oysters in barrels 
for shipment.

All in all, Ben said he never before 
experienced such an interesting trip, 
nor one that cost so little and pro­
vided so much enjoyment.* The train 
was a fast one, making from 40 to as 
high as 60 miles an hour. He says 
the states through which he passed 
were full o f negroes and mosquitoes 
-—the latter as big as houseflies and 
he saw so many swamps and rivers 
that he didn’t think there could be 
any water left for the ocean.

Notable among the sights he wit­
nessed were the Upping of pine trees 
for raw turpentine'; cutting pine trees 
for telegraph poles; driving oxen to 
wagons, sometimes six and eight yoke 
to one vehicle. Fruit trees were ev­
erywhere in full bloom, and at one 
place he saw 100,000 acres in fruit 
trees, and 150 acres in strawberries.

Ben sends greetings to all his old 
friends, and says he is highly pleased 
with the service and the treatment 
accorded him. He is anxious to make 
the trip across the water, and is look­
ing forward to joining the boys in 
France.

But Daring Spy Work of German Offi­
cer Who 8llpped Into England 

Proved of No Avail.

The story of Sir Roger Casement’s 
capture and execution Is widely known, 
hut the efforts of the Berlin admiralty 
to help him escape from his English 
prison Just before his death have not 
been told.

An officer In the navy, who could 
speak English and who had visited 
London frequently before the war, 
was furnished with a false passport 
and landed In England, aays Carl W. 
Ackerman In the Saturday Evening 
Post. He was provided with unlimited 
funds, and a ship awaited off the 
coast to bring Casement back to Ger­
many. The foreign office watched 
British reports very carefully and was 
amazed when It learned that Case­
ment had been executed. It was evi­
dent then that the naval officer's plan 
had failed and all hope of his return 
was given up.

Six weeks later, however, he arrived 
In Germany, pale, exhausted and nerv­
ously broken down. He hnd succeeded 
In conferring with Sir Roger, he re­
ported. and had talked to him an hour 
Itefore he was executed, but there was 
ho possibility of an escape. Then, 
fearing that he was under suspicion, 
this officer underwent the most drastic 
privations until, as a member of the 
crew of a neutral ship, he reached the 
continent

If this story Is true—and It was told 
fo me by a relative of the officer—It Is 

j one of the most daring Instances of 
spy work In England during the war. 
It Is a proof, too, of the ease with 
which even German officers go to Eng­
land during the most critical days of 
the war.

THEIR DREAMS COME TRUE
Madam Breahkovskaya Recalls Meet­

ing W ith  Prince When They Dis­
cussed Hopea for Rusala.

Catherine Breshkovskaya tells the 
story of when, as a girl, she was go­
ing up to St. Petersburg with her 
mother and sister, "a handsome young 
prince, returning from his official du­
ties In SlbAda,” entered their com­
partment. For hours, she says, he 
discussed with her the problems of 
the Russian people. "His words thrill- 

I ed like fire. Our excited voices rose 
steadily higher, until my mother 
begged us to speak low.”  The hand­
some young prince was Peter Kro- 
patkln.
