SPECIAL TAX FOR MAINTEN-
ANCE OF PUBLIC SCHOOLS
AND FURNISHING FREE

TEXT BOOKS.

House Joint Resolution No, 27,
Proposing an amendment to Art. 7 of
the Constitution of the State of
Texas by changing Sec. 3, provid-
ing for a thirty-five cent tax levy
for the maintenance of the public
schqols of Texas, and providing free
text books in public schools of the
State of Texas, and making an ap-
propriation therefor.
Be it Resolved by the Legislature of
the State of Texas:

Section 1. That Section 3, Ar-
ticle 7, of the Constitution, be so
change as to read as follows (creat-

ing a new section 3):

Sec. 3. One-fourth of the revenue
derived from the State occupation
taxes and a poll tax of one ($1.00)
dollar on every male inhabitant of
this State, between the ages of
twenty-one and sixty years, shall be
set apart annually for the benefit of
the public free schools;and in addition
thereto, there shall be levied and col-
lected an annual ad valorem State
tax of such an amount not to exceed
thirty-five cents on the one hundred
($100,00) dollar valuation, as, with
the available school fund arising from
all other sources, will be sufficient
to maintain and support gthe public
schools of this State for a period of
not, less than six months in each year,
and it shall be the duty of the State
Board of Education to set aside a
sufficient amount, out of the said tax
to provide free text books for the use
of children attending the public free
schools of this State; provided, how-
ever, that should thé limit of taxation
herein named be insufficient, the defi-
¢it may be met by appropriation from
the general funds of the State, and the
Legislature may also provide for the
formation of school districts by gen-
eral or special law without the local
notice required in other cases of spec-
ial legislation; and all such school dis-
tricts, whether created by general or
special law, may embrace parts of two
or more counties. And the Legislature
shall be authorized to pass laws for
the assessment and collection of taxes
in all said districts, and for the man-
agement and control of the public
school or schools of such district,
whether such districts are composed
of territory wholly within a county
or in parts of two or more counties.
And the Lezisl‘t.ure may authorize an
additional advalorem tax to be levied
and collected within all school districts
heretofore formed or hereafter form-
ed, for the further maintenance of
public free schools, and the erection
and equipment of schoo. buildings
therein; provided, that a n. fority of
the qualified property ta. vaying
voters of the district, voting 1t an
election to be held for that puijose,
shall vote such tax, not to exceed in
any one year fifty cents on the one

INFORMATION FOR WOMEN
VOTERS AT THE PRIMARY
OF JULY 27TH, 1918,

Dallas, Texas, July 2.—Women of
Texas will cast their first vote in the
primaries July 27, as authorized by
the recently enacted act of the legis-
lature. What they must do and how
they must prepare their ballot in or-
der to vote is explained in the follow-
ing rules:

What are the limitations on women
voting ?

There are four conditions to meet:

Age—She must be at least twenty-
ope years of age.

Residence—She must have lived in
Texas for the last year, and in the
county six months.

Citizenship—She must be an Amer-
ican citizen.

Registration—She must register
with the county tax collector between
June 26 and July 12. Some collect-
ors will send out deputies on this
work and some will have but one of-
fice, at the court house. for the pur-
pose.

Who are American citizens? Those
born in America; those who became
twenty-one years of age after their
parents were naturalized; those who
took out naturalization papcrs, and
those who married men who are
American cit,zens,

How and when do women register?
Not earlier than June 26, ner later
than July 12, by filling out blanks,
giving certain infcrmation as to age
and residenc:, to the county tax col-
lector. If th: tax collectors or de-
puties visit the home, the rez stration
may take piace there; if not the wo-
men have to gc to the office of the col-
lector in th= court Fouse and procure
their registration certificate, There is
no cost for registration or voting. A
poll tax is NOT required for voting
this year.

When and where will the women
vote? July 27, 1918, at the same
places the men of their precincts
vote.

How are ballots prepared? Women
present their registration certificates,
receive their ballots, slips of paper
with names printed thereon, and go
to a booth, where, in secrecy, they
mark out, with a black lead pencil,
the names of all the persons for
whom they do not wish to vote. Elec-
tion judges will not permit aid to be
given in preparing a ballot unless the
voter cannot read or is physically in-
capable of preparing the ballot.

WARNING—If a ballot is mutilat-
ed, torn, marked, or erasures made
on it. do not deposit it with the elec-
tion judge. He will place a number on
the election ballot, which should be
folded so he can not see how the per-
son voted. He will then deposit it in a
ballbt box. Remember, a blue pencil
mark or a hole in the ballot is suf-
ficient to cause the counters to throw
out the ballot.

INFORMATION FOR WOMEN
VOTERS AT THE PRIMARY
OF JULY 27TH, 1918,

Dallas, Texas, July 2.—Women of
Texas will cast their first vote in the
primaries July 27, as authorized by
the recently enacted act of the legis-
lature. What they must do and how
they must prepare their ballot in or-
der to vote is explained in the follow-
ing rules:

What are the limitations on women
voting ?

There are four conditions to meet:

Age—She must be at least twenty-
one years of age.

Residence—She must have lived in
Texas for the last year, and in the
county six months.

Citizenship-——She must be an Amer-
ican citizen.

Registration—She must register
with the county tax collector between
June 26 and July 12. Some collect-
ors will send out deputies on this
work and some will have but one of-
fice, at the court house for the pur-
pose.

Who are American citizens? Those
born in America; those who became
twenty-one years of age after their
parents were naturalized; those who
took out neturalization papcrs;, and
those who married men whoe are
American citizens.

How and when do women register?
Not earlier than June 26, ner later
than July 12, by filling out blanks,
giving certain infcrmation as to age
and residenc®, to the county tax col-
lector. If th: tax collectors or de-
puties visit the home. the rez:stration
may take piace ihere; if not the wo-
men have to gc to the office of the col-
lector in th= court Fouse and procure
their registration certificate. There is
no cost for registration or voting. A
poll tax is NOT required for voting
this year.

When and where will the women
vote? July 27, 1918, at the same
places the men of their precincts
vote.

How are ballots prepared? Women
present their registration certificates,
receive their ballots, slips of paper
with names printed thereon, and go
to a booth, where, in secrecy, they
mark out, with a black lead pencil,
the names of all the persons for
whom they do not wish to vote. Elec-
tion judges will not permit aid to be
given in preparing a ballot unless the
voter cannot read or is physically in-
capable of preparing the ballot.

WARNING—If a ballot is mutilat-
ed, torn, marked, or erasures made
on it. do not deposit it with the elec-
tion judge. He will place a number on
the election ballot, which should be
folded so he can not see how the per-
son voted. He will then deposit it in a
ballbt box. Remember, a blue pencil
mark or a hole in the ballot is suf-
ficient to cause the counters to throw
out the ballot.

Washington, July 8.—Final official
figures on the 1917 cotton crop, an-
nounced today by the census bureau,
plice the production for 1917 at 11,-
302375, equivalent 500 pound bales,
the smallest crop since 1909, except-
ing that of 1915. Sea Island pro-
duction was 92,619 bales.

Notable increase in production in
Arizona and California was shown,
California with 57,000 bales and Ari-
zona with 21,000 bales, both growing
13,000 bales more than the previous
year, *

Louisiana made the most notable
increase in the main cotton belt with
the largest crop since 1907,

Only two counties produced more
than 100,000 bales. They were Boli-

var county Mississippi, 110,207 bales,
end Ellis county, Texas, 105,471 bales.
