INFORMATION FOR VOTERS IN THE 
PRIMARY SATURDAY

County Democratic Chairman J. E. Shropshire has announced 
the following information of interest, to voters and election offici­
als in Saturday’s primary:

Saturday, July 27th, is the day.
Vote early. Vote before noon if  possible, so that the report can 

be sent in early and so the clerks will not have to work late.
The latest information from the at'omey-general is that “ women 

should lie permitted to vote whether registered or not, i f  their homes 
are outside o f cities of 10,000 population or more.”

Women voters, as well as men, may assist in holding the election.
Phone in the returns a t once after the count has been completed. 

Just tell the telephone operator you have election returns for Bra­
dy, and the proper connection will be made.

A  voter must have lived in the state a year and in the county 
six months next preceding the election day.

Election officers may assist a voter who is blind or otherwise 
physically unable to make out said ballot but must not assist a voter 
simply because said voter cannot read or write.

Voters must not carry to the polls any data to refer to in mak­
ing out a ballot.

Let the judges stamp “ Woman" on every ticket voted by a wo­
man, and “ Woman Unregistered”  on every ticset voted by a woman 
who has not registered.

Take every precaution so that we can easily verify our vote in 
case o f a contest.

Women voters should bring their registration receipts to the 
polls; others should be prepared to make affidavit as to their quali­
fications at the voting places.

Paul Haddow in Nets York

Camp Mills, Long Island, N. Y.
July 14th, 1918.

As I have landed in Long Island, 
1 will endeavor to send a few lines. 
Since leaving Camp Bowie, (Fort 
Worth) 1 have been in twelve States. 
Oklahoma. Kansas. Missouri. Illinois, 
Indiana, Ohio, Michigan, Canada, 
Pennsylvania, New Jersey, and now 
in New Y'ork.

We left Camp Bowie July 8th, at 
5:00 p. m.; landed in Parson Kansas 
at 9:45 a. m. next day. We got off 
and took exercises, and hiked through 
town; then we left for the next stop 
which we found at Peru, Indiana, at 
2:50 p. m. of the 10th. We again un­
loaded and hiked through town. Then 
the next place o f importance was 
Detroit, Michigan, and then we came 
to Canada, and about 2:10 p. m., we 
landed in Marble Falls. We hiked 
out to the Falls and took in the 
sights for a couple o f hours, and 
then we left and came through 
the northern part o f Pensylvania. 
We landed in New Jersey at 7:15 p. 
m. on the 12th; unloaded and mount­
ed a boat. Took a 25 mile ride across 
to New Y’ ork, and then we loaded in 
a train and came out to Camp Mills 
landing here at 1:30 a. m., June 13th, 
and since landing here we have been 
drawing our over-sea equipment.

Everybody seems to be in the best 
o f spirits. We boys in H 72nd, arc to 
get a pass this evening and we a e 
going to see the sights on Broadway. 
There is a boy in my squad, who was 
raised in N. Y., so I am going to stay 
close to him so I can get back to 
Headquarters tonight.

There is quite a number o f McCul­
loch county boys about two miles 
from here in the line companies.

I feel lucky to be with "2nd Head­

quarters. 1 am a telegraph operator, 
and I will be on duty four hours and 
off twenty hours, so that is pretty 
soft. We are all anxious to land in 
France and get the Kaiser, "C ” . so wo 
can all be back at hoipf where we all 
long to be.

Well, i f  this don't miss the press I 
shall endeavor to give a few lines on 
trench warfare when we land over 
there.

With best wishes to all, I will ring 
off and go to town.

That night I  went around the village 
to see all there was to be seen, and un- 
tatentlonally I  stayed out after 8 
•'cloqk- I  was making my way back to 
■ y  billet along the middle of the road. 
It  was aa dark aa pitch, and I couldn't 
oee a yard In front of m * Suddenly I  
humped Into something, and quicker 
than a flash two hands dosed around 
my throat. My mouth Just naturally 
opened wide, and I yelled “ Friend 1“ 
the loudest I ever yelled In my life.

Tben a light shone In my face, and I 
saw It waa a great big 8lkh on sentry 
go. As soon as be saw my uniform It 
waa all right, but I waa shivering for 
half an hour, and I vowed I'd never go 
prowling around at night again as long 
as I remained within the Indian lines.

The Indians are the moat religious 
people I ever saw. They seem to live 
onlv for their religion, and all their ac-

I spent Christmas dny o f 1014 In the 
trenches Just south o f Ypree. Christ­
mas eve was a beautiful night, and tbs 
Germans who beld tbs trenches oppo­
site left us very much alone the entire 
evening. We didn’t bother them either.

There was a beautiful moon, and 
with everything ao quiet and peaceful 
It was hard to realize that there was 
a war on. During the evening the Ger­
mans started singing, and 1 heard 
some of the most beautiful music I 
ever listened to In my life. The song 
might start Just opposite ns, and it 
would be taken up all along the line, 
and soon It would seem as If all tbs 
Germans In Belgium were tinging. 
When they had finished we would ap­
plaud with all our might, and tben w« 
would give them a aoug In return.

A regiment In the trenches started 
“ My Old Kentucky Home." The men 
were getting well along with It when 
some one In the German trenches Join­
ed the singing In Jnat aa good English 
aa any o f oa could speak. It waa beau­
tiful, but It mad# me awfully home­
sick. After they bad finished tbe same 
German voice aang “ Dancing Around,”  
and, believe me, that fallow could alng 
ragtime. He waa applauded .uproari­
ously, and tben we aang aoma more 
popular aongs for them, and so It want 
until tbe wee small hours of the morn­
ing.

During the night a couple of our 
chaps crawled up almost to the Ger­
man parapet, and with them they took 
a phonograph and a record. Tbay 
wound up tbe machine, put on tbe rec­
ord and attached a piece of string to 
tbe starting lever. Then they crawled 
back, unwinding tbe string aa tbay 
came. Tbe next morning they pulled 
tbe string, and it started the machine 
playing tbe song which was so popu­
lar In England at that time, “ When Wa 
Wind Up tbe Watch on tbe Rhine.” 
Ton can bet that that phonograph waa 
filled full o f lead In short order.

During the few weeks directly after 
Christmas I was In the trenches Just 
south o f Ypres most of the time. When 
on duty in tbe daytime It was not so 
bad. bat the nights were awful. Tbe 
Germans bad tbe advantage over us 
in tbat tbelr trenches were on higher 
ground, and they drained all the water 
down Into our own. We bad only 
buckets to ball with, and It was very 
alow work, as well as dangerous. 
Tben, too, tbe cold weather Increased 
eur troubles.

I notice In my diary, which I kept 
from time to time, that I entered an 
Incident which shows our state. I will 
quote you Just what I  wrote:

“ Dec. 27, 1914. — Was talking with 
two boys of the Royal Scots today. 
They have Just come down from the 
Hollebeke trenches, and they are In ter­
rible condition. Their casualties dur­
ing the last engagement were light, as 
they lost only four killed and nineteen 
wounded, but forty-two died fr-im ex­
posure.

“One poor devil tells me that be has 
three brothers and fifteen cousins In 
bis battalion. Two of hia brothers 
died during tbe paat two weeks. On# 
stopped a bullet, but tbe other one 
drowned right by hts aide In tbe 
trenches, and ha was unable to aid
him

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THE CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS
TA K IN G  TESTIM ONY IN 

IN A L  CASES.

House Joint Resolution No. 2.
To amend Section 10, Article 1, o f the 

Constitution o f  the State o f Texas, 
providing for certain rights o f ac-1 
fused persons in criminal prosecu- j 
tions, and the manner in which the 
base may be prosecuted, and provid-' 
ing for the procuring o f testi- ' 
mony o f the witnesses fop both de" 
fense and prosecution.

Be it Resolved by the Legislature of 
the State o f Texas:
.Section 1. That Section (10) of 

Article (1 ) o f  the Constitution o f the 
State o f Texas be so amended that 
the same will read and hereafter be 
as follows:

Sec. (10). In all criminal prosecu* 
tions the accused shall have a speedy 
public trial by an impartial jury. He 
shall have the right to demand the 
nature and cause o f the accusation 
hereafter provided; and no person 
shall be held to answer for a crimin­
al offense unless on an indictment o f 
a grand jury except in eases in which 
the punishment is by fine or im­
prisonment, otherwise than in the 
penitentiary, in cases of impeachment 
and in cases arising in the army or 
navy, or in the militia, when in actual 
service in time o f war or public dan­
ger-

Sec. 2. The Governor o f this State 
is hereby directed to issue the neces­
sary proclamation for the submission 
o f this amendment to the qualified 
voters o f this State at the next gen­
eral election for State and county o f­
ficers.

Sec. 3. The qualified electors for 
members o f the Legislature shall vote 
upon said amendment at the said gen­
eral election and at which election all 
persons favoring said amendment 
shall have written or printed on the 
ballot the following: “ For amend­
ment to Sec. 10, Article 1, o f the Con­
stitution, providing tfor prosecution 
o f criminal cases by information, or 
indictment, and taking o f testimony 
o f witnesses by deposition, under cer­
tain circumstances." and those oppos­
ed to such amendment shall have 
written or printed on the ballots as 
follows: “ Against the amendment, to
Section 10, Article 1 o f the Constitu­
tion.”

Sec. 4. The sum o f five  thousand 
(15,000) dollars, or so much thereof 
as may be necessary, is hereby ap­
propriated out o f any funds o f the 
State Treasury o f the State not other­
wise appropriated to pay the expense 
o f publishing proclamation, and elec­
tion.

(Note.— H. J. R. No. 2 passed the 
House o f  Representatives by a two- 
thirds vote, yeas 123, nays 4; and 
lassed the Senate with amendments 

oy a two-thirds vote, yeas 21, nays 4; 
and the House concurred in Senate 
amendments by a two-thirds vote, 
yeas 123, nays 0.)

and to prov.de free text books in the 
public schools o f the State o f Texas."

Sec. 3. The Governor o f the State 
is hereby directed to issue the neces­
sary proclamation for said election 
and to have same published as re­
quired by the Constitution and exist­
ing laws o f the State.

» Sec. 4. That the sum o f two thous­
and (f2.000.00) dollars, or so much 
thereof as may be necessary, is here­
by appropriated out o f any funds in 
the Treasury o f the State- o f Texas 
not otherwise appropriated, to pay 
the expenses o f such publication and 
election.

(Note.— H. J. R. No. 27 passed the 
House o f Representatives by a two- 
thirds vote, yeas 108, nays 22; and 
passed the Senate by a two-thirds 
vote, yeas 23 nays 4.)

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House Joint Resolution No. 27. 
Proposing an amendment to Article 7 

o f the Constitution o f the State of 
Texas by changing Sec. 3, provid­
ing for a thirty-five cent, tax levy 
for the maintenance o f the public 
schools o f Texas and providing 

free text book^ in public schools of 
the State o f Texas, and making an 
appropriation therefor, 

lie it Resolved hy the Legislature of 
the State o f Texas:
Section 1. That Section 3, A r­

ticle 7 o f the Constitution, be so 
changed as to read as follows (creat­
ing a new section 3 ) :

Sec. 3. One-fourth o f the revenue 
derived from the State occupation 
taxes and a poll tax of one ($1.00) 
dollar on every male inhabitant o f 
this State, between the ages of 
twenty-one and sixty years, shall be 
set apart annually for the benefit of 
the nublic free schools; and in addi­
tion thereto, there shall be levied and 
collected an annual ad valorem State 
tax o f such an amount not to exceed 
th irty-five cents on the one hundred 
($100.00) dollar valuation, as with 
tha available school fund arising fro... 
all other sources, will be sufficient 
to maintain and support the public 
schools o f this State for a period of 
not less than six months in each year, 
and it shall be the duty o f the State 
Board of Education to set aside a 
sufficient amount out o f the said tax 
to provide free text books for the use 
o f children attending the public free 
schools o f this State; provided, how­
ever, that should the limit o f taxation 
herein named be insufficient, the defi­
cit may be met by appropriation from 
the general funds of the State and the 
Legislature may also provide for the 
formatiofi o f school districts by gen­
eral or special law without the local 
notice required in other cases o f spec­
ial legislation; and all such school dis­
tricts, whether created by general or 
special law, may embrace parts o f two 
or more counties.
