REGISTER AUG. 24

Washington, Aug. 14.—Registration
on Saturday, August 24th, of youths
who have reached 21 since the second
registration June 5th, was ordered to-
day by Provost Marshal General Crow-
der, under a proclamation by the Pres-

ident.
The purpose is to add quickly to the
almost exhausted Class 1 to meet army
draft calls in September. .
About 150,000 young men will regis-
ter. Most of them will qualify for

Class 1, and, therefore, will join the
army probably within a month after
their names are recorded. Texas is

expected to register 7,600 men on Aug- |

ust 24th.
The provost marshal has no inten-
tion, it was said, of creating registra-
on dates for men reaching 21 through
ut the year, but the present registra-
tion was made necessary by the ap-
yroaching deficiency of man power.

) As we swung into this straight

stretch I noticed several German aero-

planes over the city, and it was plain

to be seen that they were dropping

bombs, This time they were dropping

petrol bombs, and the instant they ex-
ploded they would spray petrol all
| over the place and a flame would shoot
up into the alr. In this way they were
setting fire to the city.

It was a sight that I shall never for-
get. The shells were falling just the
same, and, what with the ground falrly
trembling from the terrific explosions,
the smoke from the bursting shells and
burning houses, the flames and dust
that filled the air, it made a scene that
would need a Dante to describe and do
it justice,

The thought that we were to attempt
the passage through all this was terri-
fying. An awful fear, almost panie,
seemed to grip me, and [ louged to
jump from that car and hide my face
from the flaming hell which seemed to
be stretching out its tentacles of fire to
draw us icto its gaplng maw,

[ felt weak all over and was wet
with cold perspiration. 1 looked at the
officer, almost praying that he would
give the order to stop, but even as 1
lookea I knew there was no chance of
that. He was as white as death, but
there was a look of determination on
his face, and the clenched teeth and
set Jjaws gave no promise of his back-
ing down.

I think the bulldog grit that he was
showing helped. me, for [ resolved that,
wiille I might get so weak as to be un-
able to drive that car, I would stick by
him as long as 1 could hold out. And
he certainly showed that he was
“white” clear through, for be told me
to stop a wmomept.

We left the car under some trees
about half a mile from the village and
set out on foot. We hadn’t been golng
ten minutes when a sentry stopped us
again and informed us that the road
was closed and we would bhave to go
back. The officer explained things to
him and told him that it was abso-
lutely imperative that we get through
and that this was the ounly way It
could be done. The sentry said that
he was very sorry, but he had strict
orders from the assistant provost mar-
shal and bhe dared pot let us pass.
There was nothing left for us to do
but to turn back.

We went straight to headquarters,
and the officer explained that it was
Impossible for us to get through, He
ordered me to report to him the next
morning and we would try agaln. The
pext day they were bombarding just
as heavily, and the city was still burn-
ing, so all I had to do was to stand by
and bold myself in readiness all day
ong.

I was naturally all excited it | did
as he sald, and it wasz't many minutes
before we were on our way back at the
double.

Fellows were joining in the chase all
the time, and it was getting interest.
ing. The end came very suddenly when
two of our chaps with ritfles appeared
in the road ahead of the fugitive and

ordered him to halt. He fired on them
for an answer, so they raised their n-
fles and brought him down,

Examination showed that he was a
German. He had on German service
dress under the British uniform he was
wearing. The little book our
man referred to certainly was a gold
wine of information. He had the name,
location and strength of every unit in
our vicinity and also the location of a
good many of our batteries. He was a
brave fellow, all right, and he played
the game clear to the end.

The next day | reported myself as
usual for the trip to Potijze, and weo
decided to make the try again. Even
as we got near Ypres the fire seemed
to slacken, and we rushed stralght
through without mishap

If Ypres had been in bad condition
before this I don't know how it wouid
be described now! In the center of the
town there was scarcely a building left
standing. All the towers but one had
beea knocked off the famous Cloth
hall, and the whole place had been
gutted by fire. The cathedral was all
down except half of the tower, and the
luside of that was still burning.

The streets were littered with bodles
of every description, and broken wag-
ons, ambulances, water carts, etc,, lay
everywhere. The were almost
obliterated, and were riding over
broken bricks and mortar. The shells
were still coming over, but they were
no worse than what we had run
through before, so we did not mind
themm very much. We found the road
the other side of Ypres about as usual,
80 wWo got up to Potijze without any
more excitement,

Potijze is a very tiny place which
has seen some hard fighting from time
to time. There was really very little
left of the place itself, but our trenches
ran just outside the village, and we had
dugouts all around there. On our ar-
rival my oflicer told me to turn the car
around and then to get into one of the
dugouts and wait for him. [ did as he
told me, and for some reason or other
I left the engine ruanning.

FRED W. DAVIS, COM-
MISSIONER OF AGRICULTRE
WRITES COTTON PRODUCERS.

Your attention is called to the fact
that there is a State official organiza-
tion all over the South known as the
Cotton States Official Advisory Mark-
eting Board, composed of the Commis-
sioners of Acriculture, the Directors
of Markets, and the Presidents of the
Farmers Union of each of the Cotton
States. The object of this organiza-
tion is to find the cost of producing
this, to name the price cotton ought
to bring; then, through the press and
travelling representatives, to urge the
farmers, merchants, and bankers, all
of whom compose the producers, to
hold their cotton for thut pive.

It should be remembered thet this
organization iz the oniy infiuence
which prevents cotton from selling at
15 cents today. The price will be iven
out at the State institute meeti. @ at
Waco, Texas, August 21st, and 5ond,

Some people in the southern sec-
tions may think the price <hould have
been given out sooner but, as these
figures will be based upon actual work
done in producing the crop, and as
many in the northern sections of the
cotton belt are not. through cultivating
yet, it has been impossible to prepare
them sooner.

The price being paid for cotton is
not as much as it should be and every
bale sold is a heavy loss; besides, ev-
ery bale bale before the price is
named, and for a less price, is de-
pressing the price that much.

With this explanation, allow me to
urge seriously that the producers co-
operate with the Official Board in its
effort to maintain profitable prices by
offering no more cotton for sale until
the price is named. Then sell none on
a declining market. If this course is
pursued there will be no trouble in
maintaining prices.

GOV. W. P. HOBBY
ASES HELP INNEW
REGISTRATION

Gov. W, P. Hobby has issued the fol.
lowing statement calling upon city,
county and state officers, as well as
patriotic organizations and citizens
for help in expediting the registration
of men in the new draft ages, which
registration, it is expected, will take
place some time in September.

“TO ALL CITY, CCUNTY, AND
STATE OFFICERS, AND COUN-
TY, AND CITY COUNCILS OF
NATIONAL DEFENSE:

“Official advices state that legisla-
tion extending the present draft ages
will be enacted by Congress at an
early date. According to plans of the
Administration, immediately upon
enactment of the new law and after
issuance by the President of the re-
quired proclamation the registration
will be effected. It can not be ascer-
tained at the present time with exact
certainty just what ages will be ren-
dered subject to registration nd draft,
but it is safely assumed that a very
large number of men, rrobably equal
to or greater than the number of men
required to register on June 5, 1917,
will be called upon to stand in resdi-
ness to discharge the obligation of
allegiance, and that the day of reg-
istration will be early in September.

“The local boards will have the im-
mediate direction and supervision of
the registration within their respec-
tve jurisdictions. The actual regis-
tration will be made in ‘he customary
voting precincts in the jurisdictions
of each local board.

“The registration of the large num-
ber of men contempiated and their be-
ing properly classified and made avail-
able for military service to carry out
the program mapped o1t by the War
Department for ths successful proses-
cution of the war demands that tho -
oughly detailed and extensive prepa:-
ation be made at once in order that
the work will be pertoriaed nromptly
and completely on day set, The Pres-
ident has requested us through the
Provost Marshal Gensre! to make the
preliminary arrangements nacessary
to put into immediate und effective
ooperation the machinery of registra-
Ftion when the President's proclama-
tion can be published. Instructions out-
lining the procedure will be distrib-
uted to the local boards as soon as pos-
sible. There is much work to be done,
but with the experience which we have
gained our labors will be greatly light-
ened,

“The patriotic fervor with which
you as well as the other representative
citizens of this State answered the call
when Prussianism first challenged our
National rights convinces me that it
will be unnecessary to do more than
place the matter before you in order
to enlist your best efforts in the work.

“Therefore, 1 am caliing upon ev-
ery city, county and State officer, ev-
ery county, and city council of Na-
tional Defense, every Committee on
Public Safety, every public spirited
organization, and every similar agen-
cy to communicate to the local board
in its locality their readiness to assist
them in performing the work.”
