WONDER WORDS. WORTH REMEMBERING

Wonder, Or., November 3d. 
Editor Brady Standard:

I want to tell you something—
Maybe some of you McCulloch 

county folks think you are the only 
ones who get rained on: but you are 
not. At last the drouth is Southern 
Oregon is broken.

For more than 24 hours it has been 
pouring down—and maybe you don't 
think a rain at this time of the year 
isn’t cold. But it is— almost like ice.

What do you think ? I haven’t 
heard of a single instance this fall of 
a man being shot for a deer.

‘ •What's the matter with American 
business men?” asks a bulletin which 
has recently been issued by the Asso­
ciate! Advertising Clubs of the Wotld, 
on the subject of advertising in war 
times. •

“The bulletin then quotes two ex­
tracts from German publications to 
show what German manufacturers
think of the fact some American 
manufacturers have reduced their ad­
vertising since the war begun, and 
it is the hope of the German manu­
facturers, the articles indicate, that 
the American advertiser will continue 
to neglect his opportunities, especial­
ly in foreign fields.

"Nothing is more acceptable to the 
German Nation,”  declared the Lokal 
Anzeigrr recently, “ than to note the 
fact that the North Americans have 
abandoned advertising their goods in 
practically all of the foreign markets

"In the Latin-American publications 
the market which they have always 
tried hardest to acquire, there ha< 
been a heavy loss of advertising. A 
prominent Buenos Aires agency an 
nouncea the fact that 83 per cent of 
the Ufiited States advertisers have 
cancelled their contracts.

"This i^ also true in the Orient, 
and a careful compilation of the de­
crease in advertising there shows 1 
greater depreciation than in South 
and Central America. In the United 
States itself there is not a pape- 
which has not suffered a lo s in its 
advertising lines. and that despite the 
loot *hat the last . ‘ear showed an in­
crease in the millionaire class o f l*7't 
individuals.

“ In other words, the wur has ter­
rorized the American Nation, but not 
the Germans, for a perusal of the ir 
periodicals will show that manufar 
turers still advertise, even if they have 
not the goods to deliver, but with the 
idea of keeping the:r name before the 
public.”

Christmas Parcel post Letter No. 8.
TO ALL THE CHAPTERS;

Attention Christmas Parcels Committee.
1. General Letter No. 259 sent you under date ol' November 5th, is hereby designated as 

Christmas Parcels Letter No 7, and will be so referred to hereafter.
2. The final date for mailing Christmas parcels for soldiers and war workers overseas has been 

extended from November 20th, to November 30th.
3. In order to relieve the distress that has been occasioned by the slow arrival of Christmas 

Parcel labels from abroad, and the fear that they would not come at all, the War Department has 
arranged to supply the American Red Cross with labels which the Red Cross in turn will issue to 
the public under the following conditions and restrictions:

(a) Persons who have received no Christm s parcel label from abroad, should apply to the
nearest Red Cross headquarters, and in the eser.ee of an authorized representative of the 
Red Cross should make the following state “ The undersigned hereby
makes application to forward to................................... .... ............... (insert name of recipient),

whose address is .............................................................................. ...................... (insert military
units to which recipient belongs) of the American txpeditit;\aVy Forces, one Christmas 
Parcel. The undersigned hereby declares that he, or she, i$ the nearest living relative in the 
United States of the person for whom the Christmas Parcel is intended. The undersigned 
furthermore declares that he, or she, has r.ot received a label from abroad, and that should 
such label be subsequently received, it will be used The undersigned furthermore de­
clares that to the best of his, or her, know edge and behalf only one Christmas Parcel will be 
sent from America to the proposed recipient and that this parcel will h> sent by the under­
signed.”  ,
(b) This application when duly executed ami signed by the applicant and approved by a 
representative of the Lei Cross, will entitle the applicant to one Christmas parcel label and 
one pasteboard carli i;. both of which a representative of the Red Cross will give to the ap­
plicant in person; provided, however, that the applicant in the presence of the representa­
tive of the Red Cro^s so acting, shall address the Christmas parcel label in comformity with 
the address of the recipient of the box shown in the application.
(c) The application luly executed and signed by the applicant shall be filed in a safe place
by the Red Cross. A strict accounting of these applications must be at ell times m int i md 
•o that when the Red Cross is called upon for a report of the rctur' purrVr of ? ’ plication^ 
handled, and labels issued, it will be readily forthcoming.
(d) The Division office will supply each Chapter hea Iquart^rs with Christmas parcel la­
bels for this purpose. Upon receipt, labels should be placed under lock and key and handled 
by none but persons whom Executive Committee of the Chapter may authorize to handle 
tnom. They are not to be distributed ¿.mo lg Branches nor Community Auxiliaries. Appli­
cations may be received and passed upon by Branches or Community Auxiliaries, and sent 
by »he Branch or Community Auxiliary, acting through its proper officer or committeman, 
to the Chapter headquarters. Upon the receipt of these applications the Chapter head­
quarters will supply the Christmas parcel l ibels to the Branch, which in turn will issue them 
to the fende s of the packages. Br: nches and Community Auxiliaries must, of course, have 
the applications thu: re presented to them, made out in duplicate—one copy to be retain­
ed by the Branch or C nununity Auxiliary, and the other copy to be sent to Chapter head­
quarters where it will remain.
(e) Chapter headquarters m order to expedite this work throughout its entire jurisdiction, 
will have typewritten, multigraphed or mimeographed on serviceable paper, a sufficient 
quantity of t.pplk tion forms described in sub-paragraph (a) above. These are to be gen­
erously distributed by the Chapter headquarters among all Branches and Community Aux­
iliaries. .

4. The foregoing regulations become effec ive on the morning of November 21st, They are
not app le able now to any case or condition, and the Chapters are urged lo make this clear and un­
mistakable to the public. .

Prepare to protect your chickens 
as well as the animals of the farm 
from the cold weather that is soon 
coming. Hens with frozen feet and 
combs will not lay, and it will cost 
too much to board a single hen that 
does not lay. It does not cor. much to 
make a covering for the chickena. 
Make them roost near the ground, 
too, it injures them to jump off a 
high roost, especially in cold weather.

Encourage your boys to get ready 
for (he club work for 1919 by break­
ing their patch deep this fall and then 
spreading barnyard manure on same. 
This should be done as early as possi­
ble now.

The writer realizes that feed is high 
priced, but, where possible, break your 
land this fall for the next crop, and 
break it deep. It is better to break 
a part o f the land deep and bed the 
ocher part than to shallow break it all- 
If the land is rolling, terracing will 
hc!p hold the water on he land 
where it falls instead o f washing 
away the vegetable matter off the 
ground as it was'es away. If we 
could have held all the water that fell 
on the land this year some crops 
w ould have be in harvested that were 
Hot.
