CO. SPUDS IN ON 
SURV. I059 WED.

The Lucky Stone Oil & Gas Co. of 
McKinney, Texas. Wednesday spudded 
in on Survey 1059 1 Beckham tract) 1 
mile east o f Lohn for a 500-ft. shal­
low well.

The Lohn Oil & Gas Co. of Alvarado 
which has been waiting on a 10-inch 
bit, also resumed drilling yesterday 
cn Survey 595.

Drilling is progressing steadily at 
the Douglas Oil Co. well on Survey 
1134, and is now at a depth of about
1600 feet.

An unexpected delay has caused re­
sumption at King well No. 1 on Sur­
vey No. 401 to be postponed until 
Monday.

Smith & Jergins are still rigging 
up, and expect to be ready to spud 
m cn Survey No. 42 within a few
days.

With the exception of one string, 
all the tools have been recovered from 
the hole at the Texas Oil & Refining 
Co. well on J. H. Gibson Survey No. 
1, r.nd the drillers are hopeful of hav­
ing this las: obstruction out at once.

Moore Bros, have completed rigging 
up on Survey 495 and expect to spud 
in within the next few days.

The setting of 6 1-4 inch casing at 
the J. E. Morgan well. State School 
Survey No. 2. has been successfully 
completed to the depth o f the hole, 
the rasing being set in cement. Drill­
ing operations will proceed as soon as 
the cement sets.

The C. E. Thomas well at Salt Gan
Survey No. 1351, has experienced 

some little delay, but expects to be 
drilling aga n within a day or two. 
At Whitelar.d, Survey 1237. the Thom­
as c-ew has succeeded in getting hold 
of the lost bottom joint with a spear 
and is -tripping it out.

The Texas Eastern well on Survey 
302 is making slow but steady prog- 
r »ss at around 1200 feet, with the hole 
standing a’ out 1100 ft. in water.

Among the visitors here this week 
have been J. B. Felr. o f Gainesville, 
who has hern looking after acreage 
and interests of Gainesville parties, 
and W. O. Buev of Greenville, whose 
c  mpany, the Park-Winner, expects 
shortly to begin oneiations in the 
shallow field.

Trips, May 27.— Shoot­
ing by heads Out RusStdl oil well f i f ­
teen miles ens| in h ere  went over the 
derrick several tiroes Saturday and 
Sunday, whenltLi drillers shifted the 
casing in workS^eparatory to shoot­
ing the well, £

This well haAgushed several times 
every time the tesmg has been remov­
ed or shifted since the bit reached 
a depth o f 2.3^# feet. After drilling 
to 3,500 feet tne casing was pulled 
to the 2.390-foet depth and arrange­
ments have been under way to shoot 
the well for several weeks. The in­
termittent gushing has again attract­
ed the scouts and several arrived here 
today to watch developments. No 
date has been fixed for shooting the 
well.

G. E. Coburn, one of the leading 
citizens o f the Pear Valley commu­
nity, offers the following simple rem­
edy for eliminating the cut worms 
and other pests that are now destroy­
ing the young cotton. Mr. Coburn 
says he has given the remedy a fair 
trial and finds it most effective.

The plan is to use a half tea cup 
of coal oil with each planter box of 
cotton seed. The worms, and all pests 
in general refuse to touch coal oil.

or even come near it, and the seed thus 
south side o f the square for lo these 
pests.

In addition to keeping the worms 
from eating the cotton, the coal oil 
also prevents the larvae from hatch­
ing, thereby also destroying what 
might later become an additional 
menace to the crop.

The remedy is simple and is worth 
a trial by those who have not yet 
planted cotton, or who are having to 
replant.

His in­
crease has been better than 100';, for 
with 23 ?wes he has raised 27 lambs.

C. S. Thomas, is the possessor of an 
interesting clipping from the Steuben­
ville Ohio. Herald-Star, recounting 
the fact that Jack’s father, now de­
ceased, was the engineer on whose 
train the first practical test of West- 
inghouse’s new invention, the air- 

, brake, was first made, and o f the 
thrilling incident that proved its 
worth beyond a question o f doubt. The 

I paper mention'd the fact in comment­
ing upon a romance story published 
:r. the New York Tribune upon the 
occasion of the fiftieth anniversary 
of the Westinghouse air-brake.

The artic’e in the New York Tri- 
bur. was a follows:

The New York Sunday Tribune has 
fiftieth anniversary romance story 
about the Westinghouse air brake 
and the local interest is about the 
oart of the late Dan 1*. Tait, o f Steu­
benville took in it. It says: 

"Commodore Vanderbilt and many 
other railroad magnates were ap­
proached in vain. All regarded the air­
brake idea as too visionary to b? 
worth a trial. Finally young \Ve«t- 
ingl ouse managed to persuade the 
I’anhandle Railroad authorities a* 
Pittsburgh to place a trial train at 
his disposal, he to equip it at his own 
expense and to guarantee to make 
good any damage. And the last 
money he owned, a S50 bill, he hand­
ed to the engineer, Daniel Tait. just 
as the train, with a number of rail­
road officials, aboard, pulled out of 
the station. Three minutes later a 
most fortunate accident occurred. 
About half a mile from the stat;on 
was a grade crossing unprotected by 
gates. As luck would have it, a team­
ster with heavily loaded wagon was 
crossing the track at this point Just 
as the first train ever equipned with 
an air-brake came rushing down up- 

| on him at thirty miles an hour. There 
was no time to pull back, and the 
teamster in fright belabored the

horses with his wl.ip. Tile horse-1 
plunged and reared and the wagon, 
its wheels catch ng the rails, fell ov­
er with the driver underneath. Tait 
grabbed the airbrake valve and gave 
it a twist. With a grind and a snnek 
the brake shoes gripped the car 
wheels and'the train stopped a few 
feet from the terrified driver, who 
had given himself up for lost. Some 
of the passengers had been thrown 
from their seats by the sudden stop, 
hut they forgot their bruises in the:r 
delight st the saving o f a human life 
and the dramatic demonstration of the 
effectiveness o f the airbrake. It wss 
suggested that the train return to the 
station, since further proof was un­
necessary, but the majority voted to 
continue on to Steubenville, and dur-1 
ing the round trip the wonderful pos-1 
sih’lities of the air-brake were fully 
shown.”
