The sap. when ferm ented, 
yields a beverage resem bling cider,
called by the M exicans pulque. Com­
m issioner K irk expects to  utilize the 
cider product in his p lan t if he can 
keep his prohibition friends o ff of it 
until th e  flow er- a re  fu lly  m atured 
and have served th e ir  purpose.

In Mexico the p lan t is not only u s­
ed fo r pulque, but the leaves a re  also 
used fo r fodder.
