FRANZ JOHNSON 

INJURES FRIDAY 
MAY BE FATAL

Fran* Johnson, one of the old and 
most highly esteemed of our citizens, 
was perht ps fatally injured last Fri­
day morning, and is. at present, hover­
ing between life and «Lath at his home 
six miles east of Brady.

Mr. Johnson, who is well over TO 
years of aire, was out in his field 
planting maize seed. A young horse 
dashed by his team frightening them 
and causing th?m to run away, Mr. 
Johnson being thrown o ff the planter 
and sustaining a broken arm at the 
right shoulder, a deep gash across the 
forehead and a fractured skull. On 
account of the seriousness o f his in­
juries coupled with his advanced age, 
th» attending physician holds out lit­
tle or no hope for his recovery. Mr. 
Johnson is conscious at intervals, but 
at latest reports was not doing wall.

Death of Austin Strickland.
The death of Aust.n Strickland oc­

curred at 7:30 o ’clock Monday eve­
ning at the home of his parents. Mr. 
and Mrs. W. M. Strickland, aged 29 
years and 11 months. Funeral ser­
vices will he held this (Tuesday! af­
ternoon at 5:00 o ’olock at- the Metho­
dist church, the Rev. J. W. Cowan 
cor ducting, and interment will be 
made in Brady cemetery.

Austin (Snowi Strickland, was bom 
and raised in Brady, and is known by 
practically all our citizens, to whom 
news of h:a death brought a pall of 
sadness. For a number o f years be 
was employed with the firm of Sat- 
terwhite &■ Martin. About «even years 
ago he went to Dallas, where 
he was employed with the Katy 
railway, and for the past three years 
with the T. & P. railway o ff  ers at 
that place, lie ht-d been in bad health 
for some three or four years, and 
about a year ago, came home and 
spent some time here recuperating, 
following which he was enabled to re­
turn to his duties. He again cam*' 
to Brady about three months ago, and 
for the past 30 nays had been con­
fined to h < bed most o f the time. 
Death brought a welcome relief to 
his sufferings.

Besides his parents there survive 
three brothers: Ber.. Oscar, and Mort 
(DocI Strickland, all of this city; and 
two siaters: Mrs. Gene Townsend of 
Brady and Mrs. G. C. Simmons of 
Dallas. Mrs. Simmons has been here 
the past week or two attending the 
bedside of her brother.

Attending the funeral from out of 
town are Mrs. Grace Hall and Mrs. 
J. D. Benham, cousin and aunt of de­
ceased, who came from San Saba this 
afternoon.

GULF R l’SSELL WELL IS
GUSHING OIL HIGH OVER 

DERRICK AT INTERVALS

“ Report» coming to Ballinger from 
the Russell well shortly after noon 
Friday stated that the well was re­
sorting to it» old tricks and about 
noon sent oil gu. hing high over the 
derrick again.

“ This well was shot last Monday 
morning and bridged over. The pro- j 
cess o f cleaning out seventeen hun­
dred feet of bridge has been underway 
all the week and from time to time the 
report has cone that both the gas 
pressure and oil aupply showed con- \ 
siderable increase.

“ It i* presumed that nearer the drill 
goes to the bottom o f the hole the 
stronger the flow of gas and oil, and 
it is now predicted that a much bet- | 
ter showing will be made when the 
•ix inch casing is set and the hole 
cleaned out.

“ The gushing today was by heads 
and similar to the flow which this ’ 
well has been making from time to 
time ever since oil was found at a 
depth of 2390 feet.

“ The spasmodic gushing o f this 
well keeps the speculators guessing, 
but is is a safe bet that paying oil 
is somewhere near with plenty gas to 
bring it out o f the ground. The Gulf 
Production C o, the company Which 
is drilling this well, is spending 
enough money on the well to drill sev­
eral wells, indicating that they have 
faith in the proposition. The well was 
spudded in last July.

“ The Gulf Production C o, holds 
leases on ten thousand acres in the 
Russell field and made propositions to 
purchase the remaining ten thousand 
acres o f this ranch.

"The source of supply for both gas 
and oil is fixed at ¿390 feet in this 
well. Th:s was the depth at which 
the well began gushing, and where 
intermittent gushing stopped only 
when the cas rg  was put down the 
supplv being shut o ff and the hole 
drilled to a depth c f 3500 feet. The 
eleven hundred feet 1 “low the oil sanl 
was a waste o f drilling, and expense 
for nothing.

“ When the casing was pulled to the 
2390 foot mark, the well immedii tely 
began cutting up aga n. It was here 
wh.-re the pegs were fixed for shoot­
ing the well, and after two or three 
months preparation, delays, etc , the 
we’l was finally shot last Monday. 
The charge o f explosive left about 
eighteen hundred feet o f clogged up 
hole. The drillers set about imme­
diately cleaning out the hole, with gt.s 
and oil ‘spewing- out constantly.

“ At a depth of about 1800 feet of 
cleaning out the gss pressure again 
began to exert itself and sent gushes 
of ‘corruption’ over the derrick.

“ Just what ia under the remaining 
two or three hundred feet of cave-in 
is a matter o f speculation with odds 
in favor of a good well.”— Ballinger 
Banner-Ledger.

Opera­
tions. however, will be held up pend­
ing the hauling out of the caging and 
cable. This material is on the track 
here, but will, o f necessity have to 
wait on better roads and weather.

At the Douglas well the crew began 
setting the M-inch casing at 1900 ft. 
Sunday, ami are ready to resume drill­
ing. The Douglas company received 
their new 3500 ft, cable a week or so 
ago. which would ind cate that they 
are .preparing to go to thia depth if 
a well is not brought in sooner.

H. T Sparks, field manager for the 
Star Oil Co. o f Corsicana, reports his 
wall on Survey No. 49, drilling at 250 
ft. Last Friday at 190 ft. the drill 
went through a strata of coal, but it 
ia now in red bed. The formation la 
looking so good, and with favorable 
report made on this location by two 
prominent geologists, acreage in the 
vicinity of this well ia enjoying a 
steadily increasing demand. In fact. 
Manager Sparks is highly pleased 
with the prospects and now that he 
has been enabled to resume drilling, 
hopes to put the hole down rapidly.

THE BIRTHDAY OF THE FLAG.

Last Friday was Flag Day — to 
commemorate the 142nd birthday an­
niversary of our flag. The followi­
ng editorial, printed in the Temple 

Telegram, on Flag Day, is well worth 
reading:

"Today is the 142nd anniversary o f 
the b rthday of the American flag. 
Old Glcrv. the banner that has never 
known defeat.

“ Its potentiality in peace and in 
war is due to the fact that it has al­
ways stood for the rights of the com­
mon people.

"Whether flown from the mast head 
of the Yankee privateer piloted by 
Paul Pones in defense c f  the infant 
republic, flaunted in defiance of Al­
bion's disregard of sailors’ rights 
flung to the breeze over the halls o f 
the Montezuma.- to assure the free­
dom of Texas, borne in the conflict 
between brother Americans that this 
government might not perish from the 
earth, or carried in triumph on the 
fa.r fields of France to insure the 
world that democracy should have an 
eternal existance. the Star-Spangled 
Banner, unsullied by defeat, :s today 
the emblem of liberty to millions of 
men in every clime under the shining 
sun.

“ When it was created its field o f 
blue bore the impress of thirteen stars 
—emblematic of the thirteen sover­
eign states allied under the name of 
a single nation. Today its field is 
studded with forty-eight stars in a 
single constellation, and the name of 
that political star-group is America. 
The field o f its usefulness ha- magni­
fied. but the principles that called it 
into being have never changed.

“ Today as we reverence the flag 
as we fling it to the breezes o f heav­
en, let every American reconsecrate 
life and all held dear to the perpetua­
tion of Liberty at home and its ex- 
t ?nsion throughout the world.”

A short time ago a farmer asked a 
buggy manufacturer for a price on a 
certa.n type of vehicle.

Upon receipt of the quotation the 
farmer wrote the manufacturer ac­
cusing him of “ profiteering“ and sim­
ilar high commercial crimes and n .-- 
demeanors. In justification of his 
charge* he reminded the manufactur­
er that he (the farmer» had once 
bought a v e r y  similar buggy from the 
same factory at a price far and away 
below the price now quoted.

This particular manufacturer oper­
ates one of the systematic business 
concerns that maintains a record of 
all its transactions.

Upon receipt of the farmer’s letter 
of complaint the manufacturer looked 
up liie previous sale to which the 
farmer referred.

He found that such a sale had been
made as the farmer stated und that 
the farmer had paid for that buggy 
not in money but with a shipment of 
wheat.

The manufacturer thereupon replied 
to the farmer giving the complete 
record o f the transaction and said: 
“ If you will ship to me for your new 
buggy the same amount of wheat you 
shipped for your old one 1 will gladly 
ship the buggy and in addition will 
ship you a kitchen cabinet and a good 
kitchen stove!”

Another actual incident.
During a train conversation a me­

chanic complained bitterly that he had 
just been obliged to pay *5.25 for a 
pair of shoes that he “ used to” buy 
for $2.50. Further conversation de­
veloped the fact that the mechanic’s 
present pay is $9.50 per day and that 
the best wages he ever “ used to” get 
was $4.00 per day.

In his article on “The New Price 
Revolution,”  Irving Fisher, Profe.-sor 
of Political Economy, Yale University, 
says: “ When we investigate almost
one o f the so-called high pr.ces for in­
dustrial products we are likely Co 
find that individually it is not high; 

I that is not high relatively to the 
rest. • • • We are on a high price 
level, which will be found a stubborn 
reality.”

Let us stop thinking of changes as 
they were five years ago. Commer­
cial, financial and social conditions 
have changed more in the last five 
veitrs than in the previous fifty years. 
The old conditions are never coming 
back.

Fake advertisers w.ll get their just 
dues, if a law which has been drafted 
and which will be presented to the 
next legislature is paused.

The bill is one which has the sup­
port of all legitimate advertisers, and 
advertising agencies and advertised 
mediums. No honest newspaper man 
w.ll carry fake advertisements if he 
knows it, but he has no way of pass­
ing on many ads which are submitted 
to him. The law will not protect the 
newspaper men but will protect the 
i honest advertiser and make it hard 
for the fake advertisers.
