This
s the reason why Sergeant Lawrence
Fuller, who returned the latter part
of last week from overseas service,
never reached the firing line. Law-
rence was with Battery E of the 343rd
Field Artillery in the 90th Division
However he says that had the war

sted just a little longer, they would
have made room on the front for the
waiting American soldiers.

Lawrence sailed overseas on June

2

2%, 191%8; on his return he landed in
the U. S. A. on June 6th, 1919, mak-
ing just a little less than one year
over seas. Most of his stay in France
he was stationed at Camp Hunt near
Bordeaux, and two months before the
armistice was moved to Bettincourt,
near Remicourt. Following the ar-
mistice they were moved to Stenay,
and then on into Germany, being last
stationed at Berncastel on the Moselle
river

Lawrence says the country there

the most interesting sights is the old
castle, which was built in 900 and
which has survived to this day. At
Tr.er he saw the Romish Bad (Roman
baths), the wonderfu] ampitheatre and
the Portonigro or fortified entrance to
the city, all of which were very inter-
esting.
