J.F.CREW, EARLY 
SETTLER,PASSES 

TO HIS REWARD
Last Friday afternoon jr.hrked the

passing of one of McCulloch county's 
most highly respected and pioneer 
citizens, J. F. Crew, who succumbed 
to heart failure in his office at Ro­
chelle. Mr. Crew had not been in 
good health for a year or more, but 
nevertheless led an active life up to 
the last, looking after his extensivs 
business affairs, driving his own car 
and making occasional visits to Brady 
up to within a week or two ago.

The body was shipped to Brady on 
Sunday morning’s train, arriving here 
about 11:00 o'clock, and the funeral 
procession, forming at the union sta­
tion. proceeded to the Brady cemetery, 
where the lody was laid to rest be­
side that of his wife, who preceded 
him into the Great Beyond in 1007. 
Many Brady citizens, a.« well as old 
time friends from various parts of 
the county, were present to pay their 
last respects to the deceased. Fun­
eral services were conducted by the 
Rev. J. S. Wilson o f Rochelle.

Mr. Crew was born at Chester Hill, 
Ohio, nearly 73 years ago. A ll his 
life he had been engaged as a stock 
dealer, being one of the most exten­
sive shippers o f Ohio, and shipping 
horses and stock to Eastern markets 
every year. In 1885 he purchased 
Senator Smith’s ranch on part of 
which the town o f Rochelle npw stands 
and after closing out his interests in 
Ohio, he took up his residence on the 
ranch. Iaiter he sold a considerable 
part o f his holdings, including the 
ranch purchased by E. E. Willoughby, 
and when the Frisco built their ex­
tension from Brownwood to Brady, he 
gave every alternate section to the 
railway for a townsite, upon which 
the present town of Rochelle was lo­
cated.

Despite warnings o f friends that 
he would be sure to sustain heavy 
losses from Texas fever, Mr. Crew 
shipped a . arload of registered short­
horn cattle from Ohio to his ranch in 
18H4, and iater shipped in a second 
car. The first year he lost over half 
his herd from fever, but he persisted 
in his efforts, and finally succeeded 
in establishing what was probably the 
first herd of registered shorthorns in 
this section. His son, Jack, came to 
McCulloch county about the same 
year, and Mrs. Crew joined them here 
in 1898.

In addition to fine cattle, Mr. Crew 
loved fine horses, and his big iron 
gray horse, “ Don," which he. brought 
to Texas and which has been owned 
by him for the past 28 years, is known 
to almost everyone in the county. De-

The first two were aban­
doned because of crooked holes, 
and last February Mr. Dey ship­
ped in a brand new standard rig 
to replace his first rig. The rig 
was completed and the present 
test was spudded in Monday 
night, March 17, at 10:00 o’­
clock. Ill luck apparently con­
tinued to dodge Mr. Day’s ef­
forts, and various mishaps made 
for slow progress in the opera­
tions. A few weeks ago all dif­
ficulties were apparently over­
come, and in between spells of 
bad weather, Driller Jim Rob­
erts and his crew have been mak­
ing excellent progress.

Offsets to the Day well are 
owned by the Prairie Oil & Gas 
Co., Cosden Oil Co. and the Em­
pire Gas & Fuel Co., and should 
the well prove up the anticipat­
ed production, it is a foregone 
conclusion that these big com­
panies will at once begin offset 
wells. The Prairie Oil & Gas Co. 
holds the lease on a part of the 
Hall tract lying west of the Day 
well, and would probably be first 
on the ground with an offset 
well, inasmuch as the star rig 
used for drilling the shallow 
tests on Survey 89 could be mov­
ed onto their holdings.

Whatever the results may be, 
it is certain that the utmost 
confidence is being manifested 
in the Day well proving up. 
Ler,ses close in to the well have 
been eagerly snapped up, and 
quotations on these tracts have 
doubled and trebled in price. In­
quiries are pouring in from par­
ties all over the state, and many 
interested oil men from other 
points have been coming in for 
first-hand information concern­
ing the strike.

As stated in last Friday’s is­
sue, tnis well, being located in 
the North-Central part of the 
county, gives McCulloch county 
oil territory mighty good play. 
Further, the oil strike at the 
Waring well in Concho county 
makes the territory intermedi­
ate look better than ever.

Local poatoffice employes, as well 
as Postmaster A. B P.. avail himself, 
are highly pleased over the announce­
ment that they are due for a raise in 
salaries, congress having adopted the 
conference report o f the bill for high­
er pay. This is the second raise to 
come to postoffice employes this year, 
the first raise having been made in 
F’ebruary, when postoffice clerks were 
given a raise o f $100 per yeah, and 
the assistant postmaster received $200 
a year raise. Postmaster Reagan, 
however, did not share in this first 
raise. In fact, the forthcoming ad­
vance ir. salary is his first raise in 
five years. As is the rule with post- 
offices o f the second class, the post­
master's salary is based upon the re 
cep its o f his office, and is increased 
or lowered in accordance with the in­
crease or decrease in postoffice re­
ceipts.

According to the state papers. *he 
following is the announcement o f the 
increase in poatoff.ee employe’s sal­
aries:

Ar. increase in pay has been voted 
by the adoption o f conference report 
by congress to third-class postmasters 
and assistants, clerks and postmas­
ters o f the first and second classes, 
and to certain rural route carriers. 
In postofficts where the present pay 
is between $1,000 and $1 200 the in­
crease is $200 per year, and by grada­
tion those receiving between $2,000 
and $2,500 are to receive an increase 
o f $100 per year Carriers in the v il­
lage delivery sirvice and others paid 
from a lump sum appropriation re­
ceiving less than $1,000 are to receive 
an increase c f 20 per cent

Rural carriers are increased from 
$37.50 to $150 per year, according to 
m ileagj q f the route. Fouth-class 
postmasters are giver, an increase o f 
15 per cent. Substitutes and auxi­
liary' clerks nnd letter carriers at first 
and second-class o f ’’ ices are to rece ve 
00c an hour.

While not oppeenc pdoption o f the 
report in the Ho i«e today. Represen­
ts ive Plaek o f T-x-is called attention 
to an apparent deficit ir. the nn-lal re­
ceipts o f about $25,000,000. Until this 
year the department has shown a prof­
it under the administration o f A. S. 
Burleson, but a $40,000.000 increase 
was voted in February, and the bill 
adopted today carries an additional 
increas? o f $35.000.000. Owing to 
the prosperous condition o f the coun­
try. Mr. Black explained, the postal 
receipts for the fiscal year would be 
about $413,000 000. an increase of a- 
bout 12 per cent, which will be $25,- 
000,000 less than the expenses. In 
view of the def.cit Mr. Black told the 
House a repeal o f the second-class 
zone postal iaw ought not to be con­
sidered.

The increases voted today, Mr. 
Black added, was as ' hi as Congress 
could go at this time. He said that 
a commission o f ten members f  the 
House and Senate had been named to 
take up the question of reclassifying 
postal salaries, and would report in 
December.
