The Government estimate of 10,-
696,000 bales of cetton for this erop,
October 1st, is 534 000 bales less than
Sept. 1st. The entire belt is infestea
with insects. Their effect upon the
final yield is not yet determined. The |
damage by these insects may be ex-
pected to continue as a surprising fac-
tor through the seagson. A 10,000,000
bale crop, or less, is nearly certain.

The serious question is, where will |
the supply of raw cotton come from?
English spinners say the South made
a great mistake in reducing the acre-
age; that English spinners want 4,-
000.000 bales of this crop for their
own use, and could use the whole crop.
They are furnishing German spinners
cotton to spin into yarn, on commis-
sion, and need 2,000,000 bales, or more
for that purpose. The mills of the
United States want 7,500,000 bales,
Japan and Canada at least 1,000,000
bales. This makes 15,500,000 bales.
All want a better grade of cotton than
last year’s carry-over. France, Italy,
Belgium, Germany, and other  coun-
tries need four to six million bales.

The carry over of spinable cotton
is estimated to be about 3,000,000
bales. There is an eighteen to twenty
million bale demand, and a possible
13,000,000 supply. The scramble for
cotton will soon be terrific. To rush
it to market faster than it can be
handled. is very foolish, These spin-
ners need 8 to 10 months to buy and

{both Silver egg prunes and Petite
[prunes  (pronounced pa-teet) in
French, meaning “little.”

We hava several varieties of prunes
but the four most popular kinds are
the Bradshaw, a very large purple
prune, the Silver or Egg prune, a
large yellow or white prune, the Hun-
garian, a large sour prune and the
little Petit: or sugar prune.

The reason I sent the prunes is be-
cause it is something not common in
that country. Although it is hard to
send such perishable stuff so far. If
you gather it too green it will not be
good, and if you send ripe prunes or
pears, they may be speiled before they
reach their destination. But if what-
ever I send any of you is not O, K
when it reaches you, please le*
know and 1 will try it again.
