STANDING OF BRADY SCHOOLS IMPERILLED BY INADE­
QUATE FUNDS—PARENT-TEACHERS ASS’N. TAKES 

LEAD IN PROPOSING REMEDIAL MEASURES.

At a mass meeting called by the Parent-Teachers association, 
which met in the court house on Monday night, a strong resolu­
tion was passed requesting the Trustees of the Brady School dis­
trict to increase the valuation on property enough to provide 
funds to keep the Brady schools supplied with teachers for the 
coning year. It is very evident unless this is done that the 
Brady schools will not be able to run another year.

The m eeting , w hich had been a n ­
nounced in  all th e  churches Sunday.
Crew a fa ir  a ttendance  of citizens, all 
of whom w ere unanim ous in the  op in ­
ion th a t som enfing m ust be done a t  
<»ce to  save th e  B rady schools and 
assu re  th e ir  being continued on the
h igh plane which they  have h itherto  
eajoyed. The m eeting  w as presided 
*>ver by the Rev. J . W. Cow an, and 
w as addressed by a num ber o f citizens 
sa d  en thusiastic  school suppo rte rs , 
who em phasized the g re a t ' need of 
pay ing  sa la rie s  adequate  to insure the 
very  best of facu lties fo r both th e

r de and the h igh school. Mrs. L.
W illiams, rep resen ting  th e  Paren t- 

Teachers association, ably presen ted  
the m a tte r , and, am ong o thers, the 
Hev. J  H. T aylor, Sam  McCollum, 
Superin tendent W. L. H ughes, J . T. 
Mann and T. P. G ran t made addresses 
along th is line and m ade em phatic 
th e  declaration  th a t  unless th e  B rady 
wehools received adequate support, the  
r a x t  te rm  would see the school forced 
to  close or, a t  best, in ch a rg e  of such 
inexperienced teachers  as to  re su lt in 
'h e  loss of the presen t excellen t s tan d ­
ing, and affilia tion  w ith all Southern  
universities.

The follow ing a re  the resolutions 
•nar.im ously adopted by th e  citizens 
ia  a ttend  v n o  upon th e  m ass m eeting: 

"W herea*, a t  a  m ass m eeting  o f the 
citizens a t  B rady, Texas, on February  
2, 1920. it  being b rough t to  o u r a t te n ­

tion  th a t the public schools of ou r 
city have confron ting  them  a  g re a t 
crisis  on account o f th e  sh o rtag e  of 
school funds, and  th a t  o u r schools 
m ust fail unless m ore funds can be 
raised.

“T herefore, be i t  resolved, th a t we 
recognize the  seriousness of the con­
dition on account o f th e  high cost o f 
living and th e  low sa la rie s  paid teach ­
ers, and we pledge ou r best e ffo rts  
to a ss is t the B rady school board in 
overcom ing th is  g re a t  ca lam ity  th a t  
is about to overtake  us, by using  oui 
e ffo rts  to g e t va luations of p roperty  
so raised  th a t  a  su ffic ien t fund can be 
ra ised  fo r th e  y ea r 1920 to  overcom e 
th e  high cost o f living, and to  rais* 
th e  sa la rie s  o f th e  teachers so th a t 
we m ay
to te a rn  our cliildren.

“ Be it  fu r th e r  resolved, th a t  we 
recom m end such a  ra ise  o f valuation* 
of p roperty  so a s  to  secure the  neces­
sa ry  money to  properly  conduct our 
schools fo r th e  y e a r 1920-21.”

W ith the sen tim en t o f  the public 
so s trong ly  expressed, th e  school 
board need feel no fu r th e r  hesitancy 
in tak in g  th e  necessary  step s tow ards 
the ra ising  r f  p ro p erty  vaJuat'on ''. 
The burden thev  have he*n ca rry in g  
has been no e isy  one, and  th e  action 
taken  u, li e m ass m eeting  should 
se rv j to  ligh ten  li-cir load and  ease 
th e ir  labors fo r  th e  com ing school 
year.
