For many years I have occasional­
ly contributed thought o f my own on 
v arious subjects under the above title; 
but, not being fond o f notoriety, eith­
er in the way of praise or criticism, 
with a pen-name “ BABE BERT, and 
-a shall sign this article.

Ordinarilly, it has been my custom 
to take up some moral subject, g iv ­
ing my views on the same; but today 
1 »hall attempt a few thoughts along 
mother line.

I am a new-comer to McCulloch 
ounty, and am therefore very timid 

;ibout expressing my views about 
s. me things; but seeing the great e f­
fort o f your editor in trying to bring 
about better results in all the at­
tempts o f prosperity and better liv­
ing conditions in our county, I will 
offer my reflections for what they 
are worth

In the first place l will say that we 
have a good county. I came here one 
year ago, with debts amounting to 
»700 or more hanging over me, in- 
urred during the dry years. Those 

debts have been paid, clear of my liv­
ing expenses— and they are too high 
to try to keep count of— by money ac­
tually earned during my one year's 
sojourn here.

O f course I have made a great e f­
fort, prompted partly by patriotic mo­
tives and partly with a desire to make 
a living. The high prices o f groceries 
convinced me that one thing greatly 
needed here, as well as everywhere 
else, was greater food production. In 
view of this, one of the first things 
I did last spring, was to plant an early 
garden, with which 1 was very suc­
cessful. From the products of the 
same, my grocery bill was soon cut 
down 50' ■. A short while after this, 
I planted a general truck patch, from 
which we used all summer. Every­
thing was put up for winter use that 
could be thus saved, and since then 
my grocery bill has been but very lit­
tle, and if I was not such a coffee 
toper it would be still less. But let 
Texan’s have their way: as long as 
it is paid for, whoso business is it?

An investment in hogs when 1 came 
here amounting to $40 has yielded me 
an income sufficient to pay all my 
taxes for this year amounting to 
$134.72 besides bacon and lard for a 
year, and hogs to kill another year. 
This leaves my income on my place 
from other stock, practically clear— 
and taxes are high. O so high in this 
county; but as long as we can do this 
well, what is the use to complain? 
There is no tendency to red with me. 
(I don’t like to even wear a red neck­
tie).

O f my neighbors I cannot say too 
much in their praise. In fact I find 
it like a fellow from the North ex­
pressed it while talking to mo at the 
Central hotel at Brady. He said: 
“ For people, you have a Paradise 
here; less crime than I ever saw.”  I 
ask where he was from and he re­
plied, “ from Chicago”  He then ad­
ded: “ That is the most corrupt town

in the United States.”
Now in view o f the fact that Col. 

Oualey says that it will be a long 
time before there will be any material 
reduction in the price of farm pro­
ducts, let me urge every farmer in 
this county to produce as much food 
products another year as he can for 
the purpose of cutting down living 
expenses at home, and to supply the 
shortage elsewhere. Let us work, 
work and keep working, under per­
fect contentment, and never allow the ; 
dragon of bolshevism to fasten his in­
sidious fangs into our constitutional | 
make-up, desttx>ymg our peace of 
mind, and diverting our reason.

Yours for all that is upbuilding and 
progressive in our county— grit, push 
and energy.
