RECIPES.

(Elizabeth M. Dobbs).
Cream Puffs.

To one cup of boiling water add 
1-2 cup of butter, stir until melted, 
remove from fire, add one cup of 
sifted flour, beat well, set aaide to 
cool; then add three whole eggs, one 
at a time, beating each egg vigor­
ously before adding another. When 
the batter is smooth and “satury” 
drop by spoonfuls into greased pans 
slightly warmed; bake in quick oven 
for »0 minutes. When cool, make s 
slit in the top of each and fill with 
whipped and flavored cream or a cus­
tard made by heating one pint of 
<*i»t milk, stirring in one spoon of 
corn starch or flour, dissolved in 
milk and when it thickens add the 
well beaten yolks of three eggs, about 
1-3 cup of sugar, stir until quite thick. 
Remove from fire, add 1-2 teaspoon 
of vanilla and a little nutmeg. Sprin­
kle powdered sugar over the puffs.

Russian Rocks.
Cream 1-2 cup of butter and 1-2 

cup of sugar; add two eggs, slightly 
beaten, 2 cups of flour sifted with 
1 1-2 teaspoons of baking powder, 1 
teaspoon of cloves, 1 teaspoon of cin­

namon, a few grains of salt, 1-2 tea­
spoon of vanilla, 1 cup each of raisins 
and pecans; form into balls the size 
of an English walnut, bake on slight­
ly buttered sheets in moderately hot 
oven about twelve minutes.

Sorority Cakes.
Three cups of Post Toasties, crisp- ' 

ed in the oven, 1 1-2 cups of pecans j 
cut rather fine, 10c box of dedicated i 
cocoanut, 1 cup of sugar; beat th e  
whites of 4 eggs until stiff, fold in 
the sugar, then the nuts and cocoa-1 
nut, lastly the Post Toastie« and a 
little vanilla. Shape with the hands 
into balls about the size of an egg. 
Place on slightly greased papers, bake 
in a very slow oven for about an 
hour.

Yolks of two eggs, well beaten.
Three-fourths cup sugar.
One pint milk.
One cup apricot pulp.
Two tablespoons iemon juice.
Soak the gelatin in one-half cup 

milk ten m nutes. Put sufficient stew­
ed apricots through a sieve to obtain 
one cup of pulp. Heat remaining 
milk and add yolks of eggs and sugar 
well beaten and cook in double boiler 
until mixture coats the spoon. Re­
move from fire and add the softened 
gelatin and apricot pulp. Mix thor­
oughly and lastly add the lemon juice. 
When cool, pour into mold.

Add dissolved gelatine to cream and 
sugar, and stir in beaten white of 
egg. When cold, add the 'pineapple 
and strawberries, which have been 
chopped in small pieces; also, the 
chopped n>»ta Serve ice-oold tot sher­
bet glasses.

March, 1021, will he s good time to 
vtelt the Philippines, for It will then 
he an even 4<\> year« since Ferns ado 
de Magslhses, us be was named In his 
native Portuguese, although better 
known, ns English usage afterward 
changed It. by the name of Ferdinand 
Magellan, first visited the islands, dis­
covering and taking possession of 
them for the crown of Spain. And 
plans are now under consideration to 
celebrate that anniversary In a way 
to outdo any celebration ever held In 
the Orient. One will hear, no doubt, 
a great deal about Magellan In the 
oext 12 months, and the first naviga­
tor of the Pacific will reappear In 
newspaper columns and magnziDe ar­
ticles; nor Is It unlikely that hls 
counterfeit presentment will redis­
cover the Philippines In a proper 
pageant. The celebration. Indeed, 
comes at an appropriate time, for the 
Pacific ocean Is only Just assuming 
reality In the thoughts of the great 
majority of Americans, and It provides 
historic lu<’kground against which the 
modern Island« can display their prod­
ucts. the'r development, und their op­
portunities for the Investment of 
American capital. Like Coluinhus. 
Magellan was not seeking new lands 
for Spain, lie set out to find a pas­
sage from the Atlantic to the ocean 
that Bniboa luid seen seme years 
earlier on the other side of the con­
tinent. nnd having passed through the 
strait» of Magellan, he believed that 
he »«* steering for the Moluccas, or 
Spice Islands. And so. Incidentally, 
he found the Philippines.

Cook With Oil on Warship.
The Hood, the monster mystery bat­

tleship. launched from the Clyde the 
other day. Is fitted out with a large 
oil fuel cooking galley. For several 
years past the use of oil fuel has been 
common In the British navy for pro­
pulsion purposes, hut Its employment 
for cooking la quite an Innovation. 
The galley referred to Is capable of 
cooking for 1,200 men. The heat 1* 
ohtalned by means of special burners, 
which consume the oil tinder pressure, 
compressed air being used to atomize 
the fuel. The result Is a white flame 
of extraordinary heat and cleanliness, 
which leaves no residue whatever and 
Is easily controlled. There Is an en­
tire absence of smell—a usual disad­
vantage In cooking by moans of oil— 
and there Is no chance of the food 
being contaminated.

The Earth’s Crust.
The most Important scientific In­

vestigation of the past year In any 
coontry has prohahly been the at­
tempt to measure the earth’s crust. 
We know very little about the shell 
on which we live. Scientists have 
heen studying the problem In Hawaii. 
Tuscany and Salvador, where the op­
portunities for investigation are espe­
cially favorable. Many data new to 
science have been collected concern­
ing the shell. Its composition and prob­
able age. Still other tests have been 
made In New South Wales, where a 
great reservoir concentrate* an Im­
mense weight of water on a limited 
area, and Instruments have heen de­
vised to measure the movement of the 
earth’* cru*t under this weight New 
light ha* thus been thrown on the ac­
tion of volcanoes.

Hardest Tool-Steel Yot Discovered.
When a tool becomes dull, time Is 

required to sharpen It 8nd time In a 
machine shop la expensive. A tool 
thnt will cut hard materials uud still 
keep Its edge saves both time and mon­
ey. Eleven years ago Professor J. O. 
Arnold, of Sheffield. England. Invented 
the alloy of steel In which the uietal 
vanadium was Introduced to provide 
n catting power greater than that of 
other steels. As a result very rapid 
production became possible. He has 
now produced a steel of even greater 
cutting power in which the alloy mo­
lybdenum replaces the tungsten pres- 
ent lu all vanadlum-nlloy steels, form­
ing fix per ceut of the steel Instead 
of the eighteen per cent of tungsten 
It ircllpses the cutting power of all 
It* rivals.—Popular Mechanics Mag»-

Cv*n When Almost Certain Death la 
Faced. Convicts Have Been 

Known to Ge On With 
Their fcfforto.

Walking 
along the street lu the evening, be car­
ried au unlighted pipe between hls 
teeth. When, In some lonesome spot, 
he saw a pedestrian stop to light a 
cigar.

Says the Brownwood Bulletin;
“Alvin Gelbhar, sanitary inspector, 

says he meets with many strange ex­
periences during his rounds of the 
city as inspector. Some folks, when 
reminded that they must have their 
doors screened and take other neces­
sary sanitary precautions, declare 
they do not know it is against city 
ordinance, while others urge firat one 
excuse or another. But Gelbhar says 
a few days ago he struck a case that 
is far ahead of anything in his of­
ficial experience. It was this:

“ ‘Say, my friend,’ said the inspec­
tor on entering the store of a cer­
tain grocery man and finding the 
double screen doors both open, ‘why 
don’t you close these doors—don’t you 
know the house will be filled with 
flies and your goods will become 
stale, unsanitary and vehicles to con­
vey disease?’

“ ‘I am fully aware of that fact,’ 
answered the grocer, seeing he must 
have some excuse, ’but I am keeping 
the doors open so that flies can get 
out of my store. If you will note 
carefully, you will see the flies are all 
flying out and none are coming in. A 
fly must have fresh air, and so while 
mv flies are out getting fresh air, I 
close the door on them. Great idea 
I call it. I have been thinking of 
having the idea patented.’

“ ’But it is against the city ordi­
nances to permit doors to remain op­
en—I mean doors to grocery stores. 
As I said it permits Ges to—’

“ ’But where one fly comes into my 
store ten go out,' persisted the gro­
cer and so—

“ ‘Ah, I see,’ remarked the of­
ficial, ‘and so you are running a fly 
hatchery which is against the law 
and must be stopped, and another 
thing, look at the dust on your show 
case; what about that?’

“ ’Well,' you see,’ answered the 
man, ‘paper is so high, I have to do 
without note books and when a cus­
tomer buys anything I just charge it 
to him by writing his name and the 
amount purchased, with my finger, 
in the dust, and that n:ght I transfer 
it to the journal.

“ ‘So 1 run onto all kinds of folks,' 
said the official as he proceeded on 
his regular rounds, with the remark 
that the fly and screen door proposi­
tion had backed the water and prairie 
dog question entirely out of the lime 
light, for the present at least.”
