The robbery
occurred at about 9:30 o’clock at a point 11, miles this side of
San Saba. Two men, both masked, participated in the crime.
They first blocked the road with big rocks, and as the car slowed
down for thq obstruction, one of the men stuck a pistol and a
flashlight in Stobaugh’s face and ordered him out of the car,
while the other proceeded to search him. That the robbers were
amateurs was indicated by their attempts to disguise their voices,
and the feverish haste with which the second man made the
search.
