If 40 homes in atyr 
community bought meals, oven the 
saving of dish washing (as Ihe dishes 
In smile [daces arc sent and returned 
to be washeil) would give the house­
mother many hours a day to attend to 
other household duties, saving her 
strength, good looks and temiier.

Instead of using the telephone to 
order the day’s supply of foods or mar 
ketlug from place to place. In towns 
where co-operative or community 
kitchens are established, she simply 
orders Ihe meal prepared for Ihnt day, 
and It Is delivered in piping-hot recep­
tacles. with rti-she« for serving if so 
desired. In a few minutes the meat 
Is on the table, and afterward there 
are no conking dishes to be washed. 
A unitor appears and gathers the fond 
containers; these will he washed in 
steam vats, hundreds of them at on-e. 
The economy of this enterprise w'.i 
ap[ienl to most householder*, as It does 
sway with the cost of the fuel burned 
In the forty or n hundred homes pre­
paring tpat meal. Food bought In 
such quantities can be purchased uiuch 
cliea|H*r. as everyone knows.

These community kitchens have 
proved successful in sc vend cities, and 
are growing In popularity. The cost 
of the plant, to begin with, the salary 
of the manager anti helpers, has all 
been met with a fair profit In most 
cases, and so far this seems to be the 
only ray of light for the servantless 
home.

cake and flour to make a stiff hatter.

Cover closely 
to exclude the air. When the dough Is 
light mold Into loaves.
