Vaccination has been made, in ef-
fect, compulsory in Oregon by an or-
der of the state health officer, acting
under existing laws, and directed to
all school authorities in this state de-
manding that all children who wish
to attend school be vaccinated, unless
they can show evidence of having been
vaccinated recently, or of having had
the smallpox. This same order threat-
ened to close ail schools unless the
vaccination order was complied with,

No better evidence should be requir-
ed to show that health authorities
themselves do not consider vaccination
a real preventive of the disease, than
the fact that the city health office in
Portland demanded that children at-
t.ding several of the city schools be
