The oil is of 
similar quality to the other wells in 
Vhe same tract, v^hch is about 40 grav­
ity.

Several years ago the Arizona Min­
ing company bored two wells six feet 
apart on this tract in search of sul­
phur. No sulphur was discovered, but 
oil in small quantities was found. The 
property was rejected on account of 
the small amount o f oil available from 
wells.

For many years ranchmen dipped 
crude oil from the mouths o f the 
wells and used iC in oiling windmills. 
At one time even the streets of Fort 
Stockton were sprinkled with the 
sticky substance, yet the field was 
never taken seriously, because the oil 
w|s obtained at such a shallow depth 
and was in such small quantities.

Luminous D alt Popular.
The radium natch Industry, which 

has grown In n few years to such 
lnrge proportions, began with the pro­
duction of one natch In 1903 by the 
scientist Dr. George F\ Kuuz. Dur­
ing 1908-10 a few hundred such 
watches were Imported and sold un­
der pateuts owned by a large Ameri­
can radium compuuy. From 1910 until 
the present time the Industry has 
grown steadily. In 1913 about 3,500 
radium watches and clocks were sold 
In the Culted States, and by 1915 
there was more than a five fold In­
crease In tills number. From these 
small beginnings the use of radio- 
luminous compound lias grown into an 
Industry with an output which In 1919 
approximated 2.200,000 American high- 
grade and cheap watches and clocks 
and upward of 560,000 Imported time­
pieces.
