Winter wheat and grain was kept grazed
off even with the ground, and under existing conditions corn and
garden truck would not stand the slightest chance of growing,
much less maturing. Traps and drives, and shot-guns have been
declared the most effective means of ridding the country of! the
rabbits, and the citizens of the Mercury-Milburn communities are
in hopes that all parts of McCulloch county may follow their ex-
ample and stamp out the pest now so universal in this county.

Chas. Reynolds was in Brady the
latter part of last week after wire,
with which the citizens of the Milburn
and Holt communities expected to
build a large trap preliminary to or-
ganizing a drive against the rabbits.
leynolds lives in the edge of San
Saba county, near the McCulloch coun-
ty line. He had a fine orchard, which
the rabbits killed by stripping the
bark from the trees. He states that
the citizens of his community, just as
soon as the necessary wire can be ob-
tained, will build a large circular trap,
with a funnel shaped opening leading
into the center of the trap, the outside
of the opening being about 30 yards
across, while the point narrows down
to only a few feet across and empties
into the trap. A line of fence is then
built winging away, on either side
from the opening of the trap for a
considerable distance. A short line
of fence is also buil! at the mouth of
the trap and pointing directly at its
the object of this fence being
to prevent the rabbits coming down
one wing from running
mouth and escaping along the wing
on the other side.

Mr. Reynolds says the success had
in the Brown county communities with
this sort of trap has greatly encour-
aged the citizens of the Milburn and
Holt communities and hat they will
lose no time in making a thorough
try-out of the plan.

Mercury Uses Shot Gun,

E. W. McMurtrey was in Brady last
Saturday from Mercury and reported
that citizens of the Mercury-Milburn
section had discussed various meth-
ods of combatting the rabbit pest, and
had decided upon shot-gun drives as
the best method. For one thing, the’
building of wire traps is not only an
expensive operation, but frequent
moving of the trap from one locality
to another adds to the time and ex-
pense. Another thing, while the jack
rabbits drive readily enough, the cot-
ton tails, when tired, simply hug the
ground and refuse to budge farther.

Mr. McMurtrey says that in their|
first shotgun drive, they organized
and had a thorough understanding as
to the manner in which it was to be|
conducted.

Mr. McMurtrey says one thing is
noticeable and that is wherever there
has been campaign against the rab-
bits, they show up mighty scarce,
while where no action had been taken
against them, they were found in
bunches. After the rabbit drives in
Brown county, rabbits = were seen
swimming the river towards safety
on the McCulloch county side. Mr.
McMurtrey says he had been killing
rabbits on his place right along, and
when the drive was undertaken, the
party found mighty few there. He
is in hopes other communities will‘
take up the matter of rabbit drives, as |
he believes by concerted action, Me-
Culloch county farmers can effectual-
ly rid this section of the pests.

AL ATTENDANCE
RECORDS BROKEN
INBRADY SCHOOLS

At the regular of the Bra
board held last night, Su-
perintendent N, A. Cleveland direct-
ed attention of the board to the fact
that the local schools today have the
greatest enrollment recorded,
with the result that practically every
room is thereby en-
dangering the credits given the loeal
schools by the State Department of
Education.

The present enroliment totals 640
pupils—490 being enrolled at Central
school and 150 in the high school de-
partment and 7th grade. The largest
enrollment of the 1919-20 session of
the Brady schools was 547425 pupils
having be:n enrolled in the Central
school and 122 in the high school de-
partment and the 7th grade.

Since the 1st of the year, the at-
tendance at both schools has been
steadily increasing, many pupils from
rural while new
families locating in Brady have added
others. The 5th and 6th grades now
have a total of 112 pupils on the roll,
the 7th grade 64 pupils and the rooms
have from 33 to 51 pupils at each ses-
The State Department
that not over 35 pupils be permitted
in any one room, and the present con-
ditions must be remedied at once, says
Mr Cleveland.

While the fact that Brady schools
have attained recognition as one of
the best educational institutions in
the state is very gratifying to all, nev-
ertheless the heavy attendance pre-
sents a perplexing problem that will
require the best efforts of a united
cmunshnp to solve.
