Craig, Colorado, February 26.— Is
there another Eldorado in one of the 
numerous but almost inaccessible 
canons o f western Moffat county, 
close to Utah border line?

This is the burning question that is 
cn the lips of scores o f Craig resi­
dents, following vague intimations 
that the discovery o f a rich deposit 
o f placer gold in one o f these deep 
canons has already resulted in the 
death of at least two persons.

The countryside around Ouchesne, 
Utah, is also aroused over the story 
revealed here and may old-time pros­
pectors are expected to trek the 
treacherous territory surrounding 
“ Dead Man's Ledge,’’ below the junc­
tion o f the Yampa and Greene R iv­
ers this summer in search o f the re­
ported gold ledge.

A  little heap o f bones and frag ­
mentary snatches o f an old Indian’s 
tale, are the only known facts of the 
story o f the reputed strike of rich 
gold ore and a death fight with des­
peradoes— a story that reads like a 
chapter of fiction o f the early west.

While exploring a steep c liff in 
Pool Yampa and Green Rivers, Harry 
Chew discovered a human skull ex­
posed to view by the erosion o f rocks 
that covered it. He dug into a large 
pile o f loose rock and debris and 
brought to light sufficient human 
bones to construct two complete skel- 
etona.

Later, Pete Madison, a prospector, 
came to the Chew ranch from Dus- 
chesne, Utah. Madison was looking 
for a rich deposit o f placer gold, the 
approximate location of which had 
been told him by an aged Uintah In­
dian. Madison tramped the canons of 
the Green and Yampa streams, but 
was never able to find the gold. Ho 
declares he will make further efforts 
this summer to locate the "lost El 
Dorado.”

Madison had been able to get only 
a disconnected story from the old 
Unitah Indian, who said that two 
white miners, with an escort o f In 
dians, spent an entire winter in the 
Rat Hole section o f Moffat county. 
The Indian who told the tale said he 

one o f the escort. A ll winter 
the miners worked at crude sluices, 
washing gold from the rich sands 
By spring they had secured a large 
quantity o f the precious yellow metal 
estimated by the Indian to be about 
twenty-five pounds.

Taking their winter’ s cleaning, th» 
party started west for a small Mor­
mon settlement to replenish their 
supplij** They had gone but a short 
distance when they were set upon by 
a band of desperadoes and outlaws. 
The two miners back in a ledge gave 
fight, while the four Indians fled.

Both the miners were killed by the 
outlaws, the Indian told Madison, and 
the bodies partially covered by pry­
ing o ff part of the lodge.

MOORE BROS. GET 
2 YEARS EACH - 

HARKEY, 6 YRS.
In d.strict court this week, George 

and Charlie Moore entered pleas of 
guilty to a charge o f burglary, and 
their punishment was assessed at two 
years each in the penitentiary. The 
brothers were charged with having 
broken into the tailor shop of W. D. 
Price at Rochelle last winter, steal­
ing men's furnishing and ladies 
dresses to the value o f about $80‘). 
They were captured at Lometa after 
a search extending over a large part 
o f West Texas.

The jury in the A. >L Harkey case 
Wednesday afternoon brought in a 
vert.ct o f guilty, and assessed pun­
ishment at six years in the peniten­
tiary. The prosecution finished with 
the presentation of its case Tuesday 
afternoon, among other witnesses be­
ing Dr. F. C. Rose o f Galveston, and 
who made the chemical analysis of 
the coffee grounds. Dr. Rose testi­
fied that the part of the grounds ex- 
-aained by him contained about 16 
grains of strychnine. The sample 
sent Dr. Rose was about half of the 
contents of the coffee pot. Physl- 
c.ans testified that one grain or one 
and one-half grains of strychnine was 
sufficient to kill a man.

When Harkev was placed upon the 
stand, he admitted that he had made 
a confession to his then father-in- 
law, J. N. Coalson, the prosecuting 
witness, but averred that the confes­
sion was untrue and had been made 
by him solely in the hope* of ac­

complishing several good objects,' 
chief among which was the effecting 
a reconciliation with his wife, Coal- | 
son’s daughter, and who had been es­
tranged from him for some time. A l­
so he pleaded that he thought the 
“ confession" would help Mr. Coalson, 
who was then in poor health. Har- , 
key's parents testified that their son 
had never before been convicted of 
a felony. Attorney for the defense 
made a plea for suspended sentence.

Judge Woodward in his charge to \ 
the jury advised that conviction would 
enable the assessment o f punishment 
at two to five years, with sentence 
suspended, or two to ten years in the 
penitentiary.

The case throughout has attracted 
much interest, and was attended by a 
large number of spectators, chiefly 
neighbors and friends of the princi-1 
pals in the case.

Motion for new trial was at once 
made by attorneys for the defense, 
which was over-ruled by Judge 
Woodward. Sixty days was allowed 
in which to make appeal, and Harkey j 
wa- granted bond in the sum of $4000. 
Harkey made the bond yesterday 1 
morning and was released from cus­
tody.

Other cases upon the criminal ! 
docket of district court were disposed 
of as follows:

State vs. Dick Gober and W ill Ford, 
Burglary; dismissed upon motion of 
district attorney.

State vs. Clint Bell, rape; dismiss- \ 
ed upon motion of district attorney.

Three other cases, two charging 
abu.-ive language, and one charging 
theft, a misdemeanor, were transfer­
red to county court. These three were 
misdemeanors, indictments for which 
were returned by the last grand ju rv .'

The parties charged have not yet been 
arrested.

The following case on the civil 
docket was also disposed of:

Walter Pitts vs. H. P. Roddie, suit 
for debt; dismissed at plaintiff's cost.

The Drinkard will case, which has 
been before the court for some time, 
was settled by compromise this week. 
By the terms o f the compromise, Mrs 
Drinkard was awarded $1915.
