“In the early seventies,” Captain
Webb said, “several members of the
Ku Klux Klan were in federal peni-
tentiaries.

The federal agents time
after time came to the South and in-
vestigated the activities of the Klan.

“We had not been Ku Kluxing long
before the name af the organization
was a terror to the negroes. All
dusky mothers had to do to force obe-
dience from wayward pickaninnies
was to threaten them with the Ku |

kousehold or ‘quarters’ had to do to
force his bidding or opinion upon im-
pudent young negroes or ‘fresh’ old-
er men was to say he would report
them to the ‘Goblins.’ i

“We were hunting for a negro who
had ‘sassed’ a white woman one night
and the quest led up to a negro dance. |
We intended to apply the lash to this
negro but we failed to find him., As|
was always the custom a ‘den’ of |
Klansmen suddenly appeared among
the negro merry-makers, As sudden-
ly the thumping of the banjo and the
scraping of the feet stopped. The
negroes scattered like a covey of
quail-—all but one old woman who
must have weighed about 350 pounds.
She couldn't get away, so she fell to
the groun vhere the dancing a mom-
ent before had been at its height, and
began shouting and praying, wailing
and declaring she was ready to go.
We left her squirming on the ground.
We search.d the cabins for the negro
wanted, collected what arms and am-
munition we could find and disappear-
ed.
