Jones was serving as a servant of 
Jefferson Davis, president o f the Con­
federacy, when Davis was captured 
As the story goes, Jones buried the 
seal before the federal authorities 
could obtain possession of the Con­
federate leader’s effects, and to his 
death never revealed the spot.

One of the articles o^Tnating from 
the facile.pen o f Mr. Sparks was the 
story of the Ranger deputy sheriff 
who gave it as hia opinion that for­
tune tellers were responsible for 
many of the present-day divorces, be­
cause many of their clients believed 
implicity all the ridiculous things the 
fortune tellers told them.

FARMERS ENTER 
BIG COTTON POOL

Considering the weather, there was 
a splendid attendance o f farmers and 
citizens at the courthouse last Satur­
day afternoon, at which time the 
proposition o f the Texas Farm Bu­
reau cotton pool was explained to the 
audience Practically every man pres­
ent signed the contract. In fact, 
wherever meetings have been held—  
at Lampasas, Brownwood, Coleman, 
Ballinger, Paint Rock, Eden George­
town— the pooling plan has received 
the endorsement of practically 100% 
o f the farmers present, which goes to 
show that when the plan is thorough­
ly understood, it is certain to be en­
dorsed.

Walton Peteet, director of commod­
ity organization of the Texas Farm 
Bureau Federation, went into details 
and explained the cotton contract. 
The speaker in making various illus­
trations bees me humorous at times, 
which caused frequent ripples of 
laughter to run through the audience. 
Many of the points taken by Mr. Pe­
teet were philosophical truths. For 
instance he declared, in explaining 
one of the main reasons why the cot­
ton problem was now occupying so 
aenous a situation is because “ where 
there are many sellers and few buy­
ers, the buyer sets the price, and 
where there are few sellers and many 
buyers the seller fixes the price.” 
This is one of the ordinary condi­
tions of all lines o f business except 
with the cotton farmer. He sells his 
cotton at whatever price he can get 
and buys his goods at whatever price 
the other fellow places upon them. 
The American farmer is the poorest 
salesman in the world, although he is 
at the same time the greatest pro­
ducer.

The fundamentals of the organiza­
tion were explained by Mr. Petest at, 
some length Employment of experts 
and merchandising commodities in­
stead o f dumping them indiscrimi­
nately, as has been the custom is the 
plan. The cotton association contract 
was explained and discussed and a 
number o f questions were asked and 
answered before and following this 
address. The speaker called atten­
tion to the fact that before the world 

» war the English cotton merchants 
bought up our cotton with the cheap 
money then available to them all ov­
er the world. They stored this cot­
ton against future demand and sold 
it to the mills as the mills needed it. 
These men made more money on our 
cotton than we did. But this year 
they could not get the money and for 
the first time in the history o f the 
industry cotton was a drug on the ' 
market. Wp want to sell it but can't, 
simply because of the fact that the ! 
speculative interests in the great; 
money centers o f the world are not j 
buying. We have no merchandising ;

stem so arrangea as to feed out 
cotton out to the mills as it is needed. 
In a word we are demoralized, and 
have been milling round and round, 
to use a cattleman's phrase, with no ! 
well defined purpose in view. The 
cotton selling plan proposes to re­
lieve this situation by pooling to sell 
it in large lots, to people who need it 
not for speculative purposes but for 
industrial purposes at legitimate 
profit. d

Previous to the speaking every per­
son present was presented with a 
booklet which fully explained the 
terms and intentions of the cotton 

" contract and it is safe to say that al­
ready the idea has been given wide 
publicity in McCulloch county and is 
now receiving the serious considera­
tion of farmers ia every locality in 
this county.

BURLESON TO 
SEEK COTTON 

MARTABROAD
Austin, April 9.— In order to stimu­

late a market for Texas cotton and 
at the same time dispose of approxi­
mately 2.000,000 bales remaining un­
sold o f last season’s crop, former 
Postmaster General Albert S. Burle­
son has been engaged to make a tour 

j o f Continental Europe to find suitable 
market to dispose of this cotton and 
at the same time create a market for 
next season's crop, announced H. A. 
Wroe, president of the American Na- 

; tional bank at Austin, which financial 
institution is hack of the enterprise. 
General Burleson will be accompanied 
by N. C. Schlemmer, former postmas- 

• ter o f Austin, who has had much ex­
perience in exporting cotton to Eu- 

1 rope.
It Is pointed out by Wroe that do- 

■ mestic spinners are not buying, the 
Far East is apparently supplied and 
likewise the British spinner, so the 
question presents itself, how can this 
cotton be disposed o f?

“ The only opening left is the Con­
tinental Europe spinner," stated 
Wroe, "and, apparently, ha cannot 
buy because o f lack o f ability on his 
part to pay cash as he has in the 
past. Can this cotton ba sold to these 
European spinners, German, French, 
Italian, Polish, Belgium or Czecho­
slovakia on liberal terms, aaya three, 
four, six or twelve months’ time and 
these obligations for the purchase 
price with proper bank indorsements 
be made reasonably safe? If so, to 
what advantage to the cotton pro­
ducer over the ruinous prices now 
offered can be secured for him ?" The 
answer, according to Wroe, ia thru 
the formation o f an exporters' cotton 
association.

“ The American National Bank has 
prevailed cm ex-Postmaater General 
Burleson,”  continued Wroe, ‘ ‘to ge to 
Europe and there ascertain just what 
can be done towards selling this cat- 
ton unsold.

To the natives of Ceylon the grace­
ful coco-palms that line the sltere 
where red ftnmlngnex fly. are far 
more preclou* than the rare wo«**!* 
and aplcea, the fragrant tea or the 
bright Jewels for which Ceylon Is fln- 
mou*. according to Mary Tltzel, tn 
Aria Magazine. Over the bed on 
which he Is born and over the grave 
In which he I* hnried la hung a cluster 
o f coconut blossoms to charm away 
evil aplrita. This one tree furnishes 
practically all he needs for life. The 
fruit provide* him with food and oil, 
and the sap with “Jaggery," or cm.v>- 
nnt sugar. The “milk" of the green 

t ta a healthful, refreshing drink. 
The juice of the unopened flower he 
makes Into a delightful wine; disttlled, 
the wine becomes “arrak," a powerful 
spirit. From the fiber or “coir," that 
cases the shell he makes ropes, fish­
net* and matting; hls hahy sleeps tn 

cradle of cnlr-rope. The shell of 
(he aut he fashions Into drinking ves­
sels and spoons, and the fmgroeats 
left over serve aa fuel. He plaits the 
leaves Into dishes and Into thatch for 
hla dwelling. The dried leaves serve 
aa torches; with the stalks he fence* 
hla garden. He hollows out the trunk 
of the tree Into a canoe that, buoyed 
by an ingenious nutrigging of poles, 
goes swiftly through the roughest seas. 
He builds hls house of coconut wood, 
and when he dies he ia laid away tn 
a coffin hollowed from the friendly 
tree.
