The Menard Messenger last week 
reported Mason county cattle being 
routed v:a Menard for shipment to 
market on account o f quarantine be­
ing placed on McCulloch county. Thia 
situation no longer obtains, as the 
quarantine of the Brady-Mason and 
VYca roads and also the local stock 
pens has been I f  ted, all having beert 
declared cleaned up, according to In­
spector O. F. Bates.

The qua rant ne was placed follow­
ing fird ng of a tick on each o f these 
reads. One half-grown tick was 
found on the Brady-Mason road about 
two months ago, and a full-grown 
tick was found in the Fort Worth 
stock pens on a steer coming from 
the Voca road about a month ago.

Not only is this territory free from 
quarantine, but all o f McCulloch 
county is t ck-free with the exception 
o f a small district just across the 
Brown county line from Winchell, 
which territory had been cleaned up, 
hut which was re-infected from 
Brown county.
