Em erson Griswold was 23 y ea rs  of 
age  Ja n u a ry  16 1922. Ho is about 5 
feet, 9 inches in heigh t, w eighs about 
130 pounds. He has brow n eyes, dark  
auburn  h a ir  inclined to be curiy , and 
fa i r  complexion. H e is o f a sunny 
disposition, makefc friends read ily , but 
is ra th e r  reserved and spends much 
of h is spare  tim e  reading. He has a 
h igh school education and also college 
tra in ing .

Washington refused to he a candidate for a third term of the 
presidency; and, in May, 1796, he sent to Hamilton a rough draft 
of his farewell address, asking for his criticism. After much re­
vision by both, the document was published September 19th, and 
was lead to the House of Representatives. The advice contained 
in it has ever since exercised a profound influence on thq policy of 
the nation. Washington says in part:

The great rule of conduct for us in regard to foreign nations 
is in extending our commercial relations, to have with them as 
little political connection as possible. So far as we have already 
formed engagements, let them be fulfilled with perfect good faith. 
Here let us stop.

Europe has a set of primary interests, which to us have none, 
or a very remote relation. Hence she must be engaged in frequent 
controversies, the cause of which are essentially foreign to our 
concerns. Hence, therefore, it must be unwise in us to implicate 
ourselves by artificial ties in the ordinary vicissitudes of her poli­
tics or the ordinary combinations and collisions of her friendships, 
or enmities.

Our detached and distant situation invites and enables us to 
pursue a different course. If we remain one people under an ef­
ficient government, the peri oil is not far off when we may defy 
material injury from external annoyance; when we may take such 
an attitude as will cause the neutrality we may at any time resolve 
upon to be scrupulously respected. When belligerent nations, un­
der the impossibility of making acquisitions upon us, will not; 
lightly hazard the giving us provocation when we may choosd 
peace or war, as our interest, guided by justice, shall counsel.

Why forego the advantages of so peculiar a situation? Why 
quit our own to stand upon foreign ground? Why, by interweav­
ing ou*’ destiny with that of any part of Europe, entangle our 
peace and prosperity in the toils of European ambition,1 rivalship, 
interest, humor, or caprice?

I is our true policy to steer clear of permanent alliances with 
any portion of the foreign world; so far, I mean, as we are now at 
liberty to do i t ; for let me not be understood as capable of patron­
izing inlidelity to existing engagements. But in my opinion it is 
unnecessary and would be unwise to extend them.

Taking care always to keep ourselves, by suitable establish­
ments, on a respectable defensive posture, we may safely trust to 
temporary alliances for extraordinary emergencies.

Harmony, liberal intercourse with all nations, are recom­
mended by policy, humanity, and interest. But even our commer­
cial policy should hold an equal and impartial hand; neither seek­
ing nor granting exclusive favors or preferences; consulting tha 
natural course of things.....................

In offering to you, my countrymen, these counsels of an old 
and affectionate friend, I dare not hope they will make the strong 
and lasting impression I could wish, that they will control the us­
ual current of the passions, or prevent our nation from running 
the course which has hitherto marked the ddstiny of nations. But 
it I may even flatter myself that they may be productive of some 
partial benefit; some occasional good, that they may now and then 
recur to moderate the fury of party spirit, to warn against the 
mischiefs of foreign intrigue, to guard against the impostures of 
pretended patriotism, this hope will be a full recompense for the 
solicitude of your welfare, by which they have been dictated.

It is about 15 miles long, of irregu lar 
width, hud a tidal, variation of from 
16 to 28 inches, was intluenred tiy 
Moods and obstructed hy a submerged 
sand-bar over which the w ater was 
only nine feet deep.

N otw ithstanding these handicaps, 
srnty engineers considered It tlie best 
route and set about to force the river 
to  run as  they thought it should. 
They planned to  dig and build a chan­
nel 1,000 feet wide and 35-feet deep 
througli this pass, so that the hlggi st 
ships could steam  right up the river 
sod unchor off New Orleuns.

They dredged the head of flic pass 
for 3V4 miles to give It the necessary 
width, closed u num ber of outlets to 
conserve the Mow. built “sills" to  pre­
vent the outlets to the river above 
the mouth from en larging; dredged 
aw ay the sand-bar (removing the 
equivalent of 35,000,000 wagon loads 
Of sand and mud), constructed je tties  
more than  20.000 feet long to protect 
this dredged chnnnel and built spur 
dikes as necessary.

Southw est pass now satisfactorily  
perform s tlie work whleh falls to the 
lot of th e  official mouth of America's 
g reatest river.

Some curious data have been g a th ­
ered with respect to  the tongues of 
birds. It is pointed out th a t many 
persons suppose th a t woodpeckers 
use the ir sliarp-pointed tongues as 
darts  w ith which to  transfix their prey. 
It is true  th a t the woodpecker, like 
the humming bird, can dart out its 
tongue with tlie greatest rapidity, and 
th a t Its mouth Is furnished with an 
elaborate mechanism for tills purpose, 
yet investigation shows that the ob­
jec t o f their sw ift motion Is only to 
catch the prey, not to  pierce It. For 
th e  purpose of holding the captured 
victim, tlie woodpecker's tongue 1s 
furnished with a sticky secretion.

Inasmuch as It possesses the power 
of Im itating speech, it Is not su rp ris­
ing to  learn that tlie p a rro t’s tongue 
resembles tha t of man more closely 
than any o ther b ird’s tongue. It is 
not liecniise the parro t Is more intelli­
gent than many o ther birds, hut be­
cause Its tongue l« be tte r suited for 
articulation  than theirs th a t it Is able 
to am use us w ith its mimicry.

In some respects flip humming bird 's 
tongue Is tlie most rem arkable of nil. 
It Is double nearly front end to end. 
so tliat tlie little  creature  Is able to 
grasp Its Insect prey very much »« If 
Its mouth were furnished w ith a pa ir 
o f fingers.

Upon analysis w hat D istric t Judge 
W oodward is reported  to have said  a- 
bout Runnels being th e  cleanest coun­
ty  in Texas, doesn’t m ean anything.

For, in contrad iction  o f the judge 's  
claim  fo r Runnels here is the record: 
A few m onths ago a  negro  boy—and 
a  m ere boy— was taken  bodily from  
th e  Runnels county sheriff, on the 
public road ju s t outside of B allinger, 
by an unm asked mob, tied to  a  fence 
post and shot to death . The pa rtie s  
who killed th is negro  boy a re  known 
to the o fficers o f R unnels county, and 
they a re  perhaps known to  th e  d is tric t 
judge, but no indictm ent has ever 
been re tu rned  a g a in s t any  one of 
them , and no one has ever heard th a t 
the d is tr ic t judge who says th a t  R un­
nels is the c leanest county in Texas, 
has insisted th a t  they  be indicted.

If  red-handed mob law  o f th is ch a r­
ac te r is to be ignored by the d is tric t 
co u it, then  it  is no w onder th a t  two- 
hour court te rm s a re  p revalen t, and 
th a t a county  w ith its - s o il  fresh ly  
stained w ith the blood o f a mob’s 
victim , can boast of a  record fo r being 
c leaner th an  its  associate  counties, 
where such crim es have never been 
com m itted.

P ro jects w ill be a p ­
proved w ithout delay fo r the building 
of roads, which th e  s ta te s  and d is tr ic t 
eng ineers of the dep artm en t agree

If the three o r four centers o f  popu­
lation In southern Albania a re  a Ill- 
lie disappointing ns cities, th is  is 
not true  of the eouutry or of the pic­
turesque villages which gather like 
gray splashes upon the g rayer hills, 
where they appear to  have nest list 
since the beginning of time. Bough 
s!v.:e hu ts they a re  fo r the most part, 
with Hat stone roofs. For purpose* 
of defense, they a re  usually situuted 
half way up the  lower hills, anil the 
houses and outbuildings a re  often su r­
rounded by strong stone walls.

The vulleys are  rich and well cu lti­
vated. chiefly hy the women, hut pre­
sent a desolate, deserted  appearance,

, except iu the daylight working hour*. 
Not a farm house nor a stab le  is to  be 
seen amidst all the  fertile  acres The 
crops cannot be s to len ; no bandit 
would think of destroying them, and 
so they are  left unguarded.—N ational 
Geographic Society Bulletin.

Secret Gold Field.
T here is no doubt that there  Is gold 

in the Soudan, and the French gov­
ernm ent is taking steps to get it out. 
Con es-iotis a re  being given to com­
panies which will endeavor to operate 
gold mines in tha t country, mid the 
natives will be rew arded lo r revealing 
the places where nuggets have been 
found. Twenty years ago some na­
tives brought In a tiO-pouud rock, 
which was found lo lie 1H> jier cent 
gold, and recently  tln-re have been 
found a nuiul-ei- ■ f s.nailer nuggets 
with h w ere alm ost a- rich. The Sou­
danese Helds a re  a t present very diffi­
cult to reach. Inn the announced fact 
th a t u colonial ra ilroad project Is to 
lie completed in a few  years makes 
the outlook very hopeful, and the p re­
diction is m ade-by some th a t the .Sou­
dan will some day outrival the Klon­
dike. H eretofore the natives have 
been clever enough to guard as a se­
cret the source of their gold findings.

Origin of L unar Features.
Mr. W alter Goodncre discussing the 

photographs of the moon taken a t 
Mount Wilson w ith the Hooker tele­
scope, says th a t the hypothesis as­
cribing the form utlon of lunar c ra te rs  
to the im pact of m eteors Is now gen­
erally  discredited, hut If additional 
argum ents against it were necessary 
they would lie found In a careful 
study of the superb photographs above 
m entioned. He suites th a t a con- I 
slderatlon o f the fine detail found In I 
these pictures, es|ieclnlly in relation 
lo the many c ra te r  chains and clefts, 
suggests th a t th e ir existence can only 
he accounted for on the supposition 
tha t they are due to volcanic agency 
In the eurly days of the moon's history. 
—Scientific American.

London 
many horseshoes nailed to the thresh 
olds, were to he seen In 171)7; in 1811 
Sir Henry Ellis counted aeventee* 
horseshoes In tha t street, but In 1861 
only eleven rem ained Th» grent NX 
son w as of a superstitious turn, an* 
having grant faith  In the luck of t  
horseshoe had otic milled to the mast 
of the "Victory.”

Meridian of Greenwich.
The meridian of Greenwich is gen­

erally accepted as the s ta rtin g  lln# 
from which to reckon longitude und 
tim e a. over the earth . But objec­
tions nre. from tim e to time, raised 
against the universal adoption of the 
Greenwich meridian for such p u r­
poses. Recently Italian  savan ts have 
emphasized these objections hy point­
ing out th a t on the m eridian of Green 
w-lch clouds and bad w eather nre fre ­
quent. Interfering with astronom ical 
observations. They suggest th a t, the  
civilized world should ngree to  udopt 
the  meridian of Jerusalem  as a com­
mon reference line, because there  the 
skies are  clearer, and the possibility 
of making Palestine neutral te rrito ry  
would elim inate political objections.
