To attempt to give an accurate ac-
count of all that transpired on the
three-days’ program is akin to try-
ing to take in everything that hap-
pens at a three-ring circus—it simply
can't be done, That the big reunion
had been thoroughly advertised was
evident from the fact that if anybody
had ever lived in Brady or MeCulloch
county, had ever visited here, or ever
expected to visit here, they were
here for the reunion.

The opening of the big celebration
was marked Wednesday morning at
10:00 o’clock by the parade. Headed
by Brady's crack band the procession
circled the square and then proceeded
to the reunion grounds in the beauti-;
ful Dutton grove on the north bank |
of Brady creek, where the programs
were held.

In the parade were included sev-
eral especially beautiful floats,
one driven by Mrs. W. N. White bear-
ing Mr. and Mrs. P. B. Melton cos-
tumed as Uncle Sam and Miss Lib-|
erty, the entire float being most ar-
tistically fashioned and deconte«‘l.l
Miss Marjorie McCall as the Goddess
of Liberty, with representatives ofl
both the army and the navy and also |
the Boy Scouts, featured another
strikingly attractive float. Miss
Berquist, as Red Cross nurse, was
the leading figure in the decorated
float representing the Red Cross.
Mrs. N. A. Collier, whose car was
particularly  attractive, carried a
number of young ladies in fancy cos-
tumes. In addition there were num-
bers of decorated cars, one bearing
Confederate veterans, accompanied by
their sponsor, Miss Edith McShan,
and her maid, Miss Arvie Wegner.

The crowning event of the big cele-
bration was the great barbecue din-
ner served at noon. Ten thousand
pounds of choicest beef and chevon
had been prepared, and the immense
crowd was handled with ease and dis-
patch. Of the 7,000 people who pass-
ed throuh the gate to the barbecue
tables, the first thousand was fed in

The big celebration closed at 10:30
Friday night with the big fireworks
display, which had served to hold
the major portion of the immense
crowd up to the last minute. Just
as the display closed, came the rain-
storm, which had threatened all day,
and caused a wild scurrying for cars
and a mad run on the homeward jour-
ney.

To the Voters of McCulloch County:

Due to the fact that there seems to be considerable misunderstanding as
to the cost, method of financing and purpose of the improvements now being
made around the court house, I am sending you the following facts and figures
which can be verified in the County Clerk's office. I do this, since the work
has been made the issue in this campaign, you are entitled to know the facts,
and for the further reason that I have not been able to make a close personal
canvass of the county because of the severe sicknes of one of my children.
First I will take up the Rest Room as it was handled separately from the other
work.

1ST. COST IN DETAIL: Steel erected and roof slab, $1199,.25; founda=-
tion, $463.13; plumbing, $496.00; plastering, $294.00; wood work, $289.85;
paint and painting, $94.15; electric wiring and fixtures, $28.50; mirror,
$12.50; flue tops ventilators, $13.05; cement, $310.65; lumber forms, $56.47;
nails, wire, buckets and tools, $23.60; labor and supervision, $94.15.
Total cost, $3375.30. The superintendent in charge secured his labor on coum=-
petitive bids and purchased all material at the lowest price obtainable and
we think that we got value received for each item.

2ND, HOW FINANCED: The above was paid for out of the Court House

Maintenance fund, with money already on hand as will appear from script on
file in county clerk's office, and the same is paid for, and those who say dif=-
ferently and who have circulated the report that the steel was paid for twice
have evidently become confused over an estimate proceeding, which is on file,
which was merely an estimate and made for the purpose of cashing warrants on the
rest of the work and had nothing to do with the money actually paid out and
either the clerk who issues the warrarts or the treasurer who cashes them will
verify my statement as to this fact. -

3RD. AUTHORITY FOR PROVIDING REST ROOM: Sec. One, Chapter 102, Acts
of 36th Legislature as amended by Chapter 68 of first called session, says
that Commissioners Courts may provide a rest room for benefit of women who
are in attendance upon Court or may otherwise be in town.

4TH. PURPOSE AND NEED OF REST ROOM: The purpose of the rest room
was to provide a place where the women of the country could go and find com=-
fort, rest and privacy, when in town. The need was so apparent that it should
not need discussion. I have seen old grandmothers and mothers with babies
in their arms climb the three flights of steps at the court house because
there was no other place where they could find a toilet, Afterwards sit on the
benches in the hall or in their car or buggy until time came to go home, very
merchant will testify how mothers have been embarrassed by having to nurse
and care for their babies in some public place. Every woman who has spent a
day in Brady, without the home of a friend to go to knows how welcome a rest
room would have been. The place we have provided lacks nothing we could add
for their comfort. It is divided into two compartments; in one the 1
of the Civic league have provided a couch, table and chairs; in here is a
drinking fountain; in the other are three toilets, a mirror, two wash basins
and a slop basin. A Matron is on hand all the time, and everything has been
done, which we could do, to provide for comfort, beauty and privacy. So
far as I know this is the first instance where anything has ever been done by the
county for the special benefit of the women.

THE OTHER WORK AROUND THE COURT HOUSE has not been completed and as part
of it is not under contract the exact cost cannot be given: however as near
as possible it is as follows: Dirt f£fill, 3347.5 cu. yd. at 40 cents per cu.
vd.--81339.00. This is the amount hauled and paid for and is exact.
Curbs, sidewalks and coal bins, contract price--%4271.20. The light posts,
concrete seats, flower beds, cost of supervisor and checker for dirt hauling
and a few other small items were not included in the contract, but a very lib-
eral estimate of all these items would be not over twelve or fifteen hundred
dollars, making a total cost of about $7,000.00.

2ND. HOW FINANCED: This work was financed by issuing three time war-
rants against the Court House Maintenance fund, due one each vear for three
vears until paid. This is no unusual procedure as this county as well as
almost every county in the State has dcne the same thing many times to build
bridges, purchase road machinery and do other work that was needed and neces-
sary. Those who have told that this expenditure would increase your taxes
have evidently failed to read that part of the Court order in Vol. 6, page
501, which says: "And it is further understood and agreed by and between the
members of this court and hereby ordered that the 4-cent tax levy on the $100
valuation made at this term of court for the purpose of taking care of the
warrants this day issued shall be deducted from the S5-cent tax already levied
for court house maintenance and shall not increase the tax rate for McCul=-
loch county which already exists."

Those who say that wa did the work "sub-rocsa®" or under cover evidently
failed to notice the advertisement for bids, which was published in The Brady
Sentinel on March 23, 30 and April 6, and other publicity given by both The
Standard and the Sentinel. On April 10th the bids were publicly opened, six
contractors being present and bidding snd the work was let tc the lowest
bidder.

3RD. WHY WORK WAS DONE: The County property was in a hole, being sur=
rounded by the streets of Brady, that had been built up; when it rained the
lawn was a frog pond; nothing had ever been done in the way of improving or
beautifying the yard and your court thought and still believes that the peo-
ple of McCulloch County have civic pride enough that they want to see their
property kept up, maintained and beautified and for this reason the work was
done. It is true that I cast the deciding vote and I have no apologies to of=-
fer, either for the rest room for the women or the other public improvementis.
If I was exceeding my legal authority, why didn't some of the legal lights
who are opposing me and fighting this work, sue out a writ of injunction and
stopme? PHTER T
