RAISE TO LIMIT— 

ADVALOREM 35c
Austin, July 29.—The state adva» 

lorem tax rate will be increased some 
time Saturday from 22 cents to the 
constitutional limit of 35 cents.

This increase is based on the re­
duction in property valuation of 
$105,000,000. Last year th? valuation 
of property in the state was $3,455,- 
360,089 and the decrease o f $105,000,- 
000 this year makes it necessary to 
increase the tax rate so that no loss 
in revenue to the state will be felt.

WHAT HAPPENED TO A LAW- 
AND-ORDER SHERIFF IN TEXAS

There is scarcely an American 
reader of editorials and frontpage 
news who does not know John W. 
Says o f Young county, Texas, as a 
law-enforcing sheriff o f the highest 
type— utterly fearless, honest, cool- 
headed, patriotic. As such, he is 
known in Maine and Michigan and 
Oregon.

Sheriff Saye, less than a year ago, 
became a Texas figure when he post­
ed a proclamation to the Young Coun­
ty Ku Klux Klan, warning all con­
cerned that in his county there was 
not only law. but a law-enforcement 
system provided by law; and that the 
visible law would be enforced and the 
T i s i b 1 e government administered 
then abouts only by the quite visible 
officers legally constituted and em­
powered for that very purpose. Fur­
thermore, he invited the “ invisible 
government”—that was protesting its 
zeal for law-enforcement— to co-op­
erate with him unto that noble, pa­
triotic end. So far as known, tha. 
invitation never has been accepted.

Le-s than six months ago, this 
same Sheriff became famous nation­
ally when, before the Graham jail, 
he issued another invitation to a mob 
that deemed itself above the visible 
law and immune from the law. He 
invited a gathering of would-be 
lynchers to step forward, storm the 
jail and seize his prisoner—if they 
desired to stop the contents of his 
shotgun. The mob moved away from 
the jail—and the prisoner remained 
in the ja il

Last Saturday, John \V. Saye, at 
the polls, was denied a second term 
of the sheriff's office— by a four- 
to-one majority—“ the first time in 
the county’s history that a Sheriff 
was defeated for second term.”

Young county needs and should 
have no masked-gang rule at any 
time, and certainly did not need it, 
and did not have it, while Saye was 
Sheriff.

Texas still heads the 1922 lynching 
record; but Sherff Saye did more for
Texas' law, order and good name in 
that five minutes outside the Graham 
jail than all the gassing politicians 
ever have done for it, or could do 
for it in a life-time.

It is not at all likely that what 
happened to Texas' most conspicu­
ous anti-lynching officer last Satur­
day will be overlooked in the United 
States Senate, where the Dyer Anti- 
Lynching BUI is pending.— San An­
tonio Express.

Everywhere in Russia Traveler 

Sees Terrible Sights.

“ Kindest Thing You Can Do to a Lot
of Theta People la to Kill Them,” 

Said Railroader.

We had no sooner crossed Into Rus­
sia than we begun to see horrible 
Sights. And this is the truth—I wus 
not expecting it. I thought the hor­
rors were confined to certain ureas 
und that I should hnve to go and look 
for them, writes Eleanor Franklin 
Egan in the Saturday Evening Rost.

Iiut there is no area in Russiu to­
day that Is not horrible; at least 
there is no area in which horrors are 
not to be encountered. And though 
the soviet authorities spare no effort 
In trying to induce the world to be­
lieve that the famine is confined to 
tiie Volga valley and that it is due 
solely to natural causes and causes 
over which they had no control, there 
Is not a man, woman or child in the 
country, aside from a favored few 
within the government circle or who 
have money enough to pay the fan­
tastic prices that are demanded for 
food, who is getting enough to eat. 
Tills also Is tile absolute truth, wldeli 
nobody Who knows the situation will 
seek to deny.

At every railway station there were 
seething mobs of tile most awful |nms 
pie I hail ever seen. They crowded 
up under the windows of our ear and 
wailed a pitiful wall with their hands 
held out.

I asked our Latvian porter, who 
Spoke both English and Russian, what 
they were saying, und laughing n bru- 
tul laugh, he answered: “They are 
saying. “ For Hod's sake give us bread, 
give us brand!'"  lie wus n-ni.‘inher­
ing the Bolshevist Invasion of his own 
country and the ruthlessness of it. 
Me had no sympathy for Russians.

Most of the people were trying to 
get on the truin; they were going 
somewhere, anywhere, I sup|s>se, uway 
from where they were. There were 
Red soldiers stationed at each end of 
all the cars, und only those who had 
permits to travel were allowed to get 
uhonrd; but the others, in uncontrol­
lable musses, struggled for a foothold 
anywhere. We had one contlnuul 
light to keep them out of our car. hut 
we hud to keep them out; our henrts 
might ache for them, tint they had on 
them one tiling we were afraid of— 
carrier* of disease.

We locked our doors, but they 
kicked against them and beat upon 
th« window* with their fist*, making 
piteous appeal*. They clung to the 
steps and the trucks and crowded to­
gether between the cars on the coup­
ling pins. And It was cold, bitter cold. 
The country wa* Just one vast Inter­
minable stretch of blinding white 
silence; the Tillages were burled up 
to their thick thatched eaves in snow; 
the heard* of the men and the muf­
fler* of the women were hung with 
Icicles; It was ull a terrilde picture 
of human suffering.

At one station 1 stood looking out of 
a window as the train began to move: 
It gathered speed; there was a >»"ge 
forward In the crowd u»•' fmntic
shout; then I felt •■b* cur under me 
lift and twbtf ■b'scif with a sickening 
grind

one of the young men I wns travel­
ing witli ciiine up to me quickly, 

.turned me away from the window and 
said. “ I*on't !«•>'•; Wo ran over a 
woman. She slipped on the Icy step 
she was trying to hang on to und fell 
under the wheels!’’

The porter, looking Ju*t a little hit 
shnken himself wild, “ Yes, and she's 
bettor off! Kindest tiling you can do 
to a lot of these people I* to kill them. 
We don’t often make this run without 
killing two or three, but It don’t seem 
right that they should nearly always 
be women."

We killed three before we got to 
Moscow—all women.
