The 17 bales of cotton were grown
on the Henry Miller place in Calf
Creek community, which was farmed
this year by Mr. Davenport, and were
produced from six bushels of regis-
tered Kaseh cotton seed off of a 26-
acre field. Several timely showers
proved of immense benefit to
crop
