Getting in touch with the fox hunt- 
era by wire, the purchase o f the fox 
was soon consummated, and when he 
is again given his freedom Wednes­
day, visitors at the Exhibit will have 
the privilege o f seeing just how fast 
a race he can put up.

A wolf, who will also be put in

As indicated in the program, the 
fox and wolf chaaes will take place 
Wednesday morning on the public 
square. A ll street intersections will 
be wired off, and all store doors will 
be closed so that the fox and the 
wolves will, o f necessity, have to con­
fine their hopes o f escape from the 
dogs to out-footing them, or by tak­
ing refuge in trees. This latter may 
be an easy feat for the fox. but will 
undoubtly o ffer  difficulties for the 
wolves.

Ballinger, Texas, Oct. 21.— J. B. 
Toomey of Fort Worth will lay 10 
blocks o f vitrified brick pavement 
in this city, according to contract 
awarded by the city commission this 
week.
