PAYING THE PIPER.

The hundred or more Brown County
stockholders of the defunet Gorman,
Refinery Company, who are defend-
ants in a suit brought by certain
creditors of the company, are now re-
ceiving letters from their attorneys
stating that a compromise has been
effected between the attormeys on
both s'des of the case,

This compromise, the letters say, is
a settlement wherein the stockhold-
#rs are to pay over 10 per cent of |
tle amount of stock held by each,
which 10 per cent will be accepted by
the creditors of the company as full|
liguidation of their claims.

This character of a settlement is|
a reminder that lawyers must live.
It is also a reminder that people who
buy stock in oil companies, or refin-
er'es, or stock in any wildcat concern,
are taking a greater risk than mere- |
ly losing the amount of their invest-
ment. They stand, as well, to lose
by a lawyer's compromise,

There has been no court judgment
rendered in this case, and it ig not
probable, under the law, that a court
of justice would hold that the bun-
coed stockholders in this concern are
responsible to the extent of their per-
sonal property for the debts con-
trasted by the financial specialists
who promoted the company.—Brown-
