week at Austin. We have passed 
several bills on to the Senate and 
have killed two bills, the Baker Edu­
cational Bill and the Fulger Bill plac- I 
ing Auto Bus lines and other motor 
transport companies under the High-1 
way Commission.

The Constitutional Convention Call 
to be sulmitted to the people at the 
General election in 1924 passed Fri­
day by a vote o f 77 to 43. It is ! 
doubtful that it will pass the Senate. 
Most of the members o f the House 
are against the writing o f a new 
Constitution at this time, but many, 
votcJ for the call o f an election that j 
the people might again pass on the 
proposition. At the election in 1919 
on this proposition it only received 
23,000 votes.

The test news of the week is the 
signing by the Governor o f the $3,- 
000,000 appropriation for schools. O f ' 
course there is no money to pay the 
hill yet but the trustee: may borrow 
against this amount in order to pay 
vouchers. It will amount to about 
$2.50 per scholastic.

The Senate killed the Bad Check 
law this week, they taking the stand 
that it was unconstitutional to place 
a person in prison for debt. This 
automatically kills the House bill on 
the same subject as we can consider j 
a question only once during a session, j 
A total of five different check laws I 
were introduced in the House, the ac- j 
tion of the Senate kills all o f them, j

The Satterwhite Tax Board Bill de- I 
signed to raise $5,000,000 additional i 
under the present tax laws, is now 
before us. As it now stands it ere- ' 
ates a State Tax Board which would 
attempt to equalize valuation between j 
counties. It gives the board too much j 
power and if none o f the tax meas­
ures now before us finally pass, the 
Board would probably raise land val­
uations in order to meet the inereas- ' 
ed expenditures. I hope we can de­
feat it but I am not certain about it.
I think land ir. now paying more than j 
its . proportion of taxes and favor j 
letting it alone.

The Auto Tax law passed to en­
grossment yesterday. The steam | 
roller hit us again and the vote was J 
85 to 39. This bill raised the te.x ’

YOUR HUMBLE PARDON.

Senator Doyle introduced a bill in 
the Legislature Thursday, providing 
f»r abolishing the Department oi j 
Agriculture, and transferring its 
functions to the Warehouse and Mai- | 
kets Department. The purpose in 
view is to reduce the expenses of the 
state without materially depreciat- : 
ing the service rendered by the mu­
ch.nery of the government.

Senator IJeyle's suggestion is a 
worthy one, so far as it goes, but it 
doesn't go far enough. Before the 
Markets and Warehouse Department 
was established the farmers of the 
state apparently prospered about as 
much as they do now, with ita ser­
vices to aid them. The service per­
formed by the Department of Agri­
culture is duplicated by the A. A M. 1 
college, which is also state-supported. 
Why have two state-supported agen­
cies performing duplicated service, | 
and another department which is per- 
forming a service that would scarce­
ly be missed if it were suddenly dis­
continued 7 Why not abolish both 
the Ilepartment of Agriculture and 
the Department o f Markets and ;

It would mean the saving of a good < 
many thousands of dollars to Texas 
tax-payers without impairing the ser­
vice rendered by the state to its pro­
ducers. It would greatly reduce the 
number of political plums available 
for distribution among the faithful 
every two years, but the farmers and i 
other tax-pavers would probably be 
able to sustain that loss with equani­
mity.— Brown wood Bulletin.

THE COST OF CRIME.

BRADY WAN'S IN­
VENTION GIVEN 
TRY-OUT IN N .Y .

A patent hose-coupler, the inven­
tion of a Brady men Gunsmith Wil­
liams, is to be give :i a try-out in New 
York City today. This information 
was contained in a letter received by 
Brady friend* from Leo Campbell, 
who went to New York City two 
weeks ago to present the model at an 
inventor’s convention being held there. 
Leo was expected to return here last 
week, bet his letter explained his de­
lay by stating that the invention was 
to be considered at a rneetino of the 
New York Fire board last night, and 
would be given a try-out by the de­
partment today.

The invention is designed pri­
marily for the rapid coupling o f f re 
hose and also to attach the fire hose 
to the fire plug, by means of springs. 
It can also be used as a coupler for 
pulling lost tools from oil wells, and 
for numerous other purposes. Mr. 
Williams has secured a patent on the 
same, and Mr. Campbell is jointly in­
terested with him in getting the basic 
idea of the patent recognized as be­
ing practical and meritorious. A brass 
working model has been manufactur­
ed, and will be used in the demon­
stration.

Numerous offers for the organiza­
tion o f stock companies to put the 
invention on the market have been 
made Mr. Williams, but all have been 
declined and it is the intention of 
both he and Mr. Campbell to sell the 
right of manufacture and marketing 
upon a royalty basis.
