Austin, Texas, March 17.— Forty- 
four west Texas towns have filed ap­
plications with the locating board fo r  
the Texas Technological college, W . 
R. Nabodrs, secretary of the board, 
announced today. The last two towns 
to file were Lampasas and Buffalo 
Gap. It became known today that 
because o f the special seaaion o f the 
legislature scheduled for next month 
the inspection tour planned by the lo­
cation board about May 1, probably 
will be delayed until a later time.

A ruling o f the location board made 
public today regarding the cost o f  
land offered for the school holds that 
as long as the land is within the coat 
specified in the state law creating 
the school and meets other require­
ments. the board will consider it. This 
is said to mean that although a town 
pays a larger sum than 1150,000, the 
maximum the board can pay under 
the act. as long as the land Is o ffer­
ed to the board for not more than 
$150,000, it will be considered accept­
able.

Our Orsgon weather has about got 
back to normalcy— cool nights and 
warm days, and lots o f sunshine.

Our coldest day was only 14 while 
at the same time you had it down to 
3.

I want to tell you some more about 
our trip and w’hat we saw enroute. 
I f  I only had the descriptive facili­
ties o f Zane Gray, I could give your 
imagination an idea o f the sublimity 
o f the scenery. The first sunsise we 
witnessed after we got out o f the 
mountains was grand, indeed. Th» 
sun looked like a red ball o f fire, 
about the size of a barn and seemed 
to be only about a mile away. But 
no telling how many hundreds o f 
miles the level blue expanse of coun­
try extended. There appeared to be 
no end o f it. On our Southern trip 
we ferried the bay about Oakland 
at Vallejo Junction. The first we 
knew that we were on the boat was 
when our train stopped between two 
ether trains and we looked out and 
saw that we were on the water. 
When we got across the bay our train 
kept on down the waters edge as far 
as Oakland pier. Here we saw our 
first seagulls riding the waves like 
so many big corks. And beautiful 
birds they are, indeed. Some are 
snow-white, some are blue, some gray 
and some spotted. They are shaped 
like a pigeon and the size o f a hen 
and are quite tame, allowing you to 
get within a few feet o f them. They 
eat the scraps that are dumped into 
the water from the ships, boats, etc. 
and people do not molest them as 
scavengers which accounts for them 
being so gentle.

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BRADY BAND EN­
TERS PRIZE CON­
TEST SAN ANGELO

The Brady Municipal band w ill en­
ter the Band Contest to be staged 
at &«n Angelo on May 21-22-23— the 
dates o f the West Texas Chamber of 
Commerce annual convention which 
is to be held in that city. The local 
band will e'nter the contest in Class 
B, which will include bands which 
were organized between January 1, 
1921, and January 1, 1922. The Bra­
dy boys feel confident that they will 
be able to take down first prize in 
the contest, as Brady citizens, and 
the band boys themselves, admit no 
superior in the art o f getting 40 
members with their varied instru­
ments perfectly attuned. First prize 
award to Class B bands will be $350; 
2nd prize will be $150; 3rd prize 
will be $75.

In addition, there will be several 
special prizes, including $25.00 for 
the best uniformed band, and $25 for 
the best instrumentation. Inasmuch 
as the Brady Municipal band expects 
to have their new uniforms by the 
time of the holding of the convention, 
Brady should stand a splendid show 
o f capturing the special prize for 
uniforms, and when it comes to in­
strumentation, the band that excells 
the locals under the capable direction 
o f Instructor Lester Calloway, will 
have to be up on its toes every min­
ute of playing.

Members o f bands entering the 
competition, must have been residents

three numbers, one march, one over 
ture or selection, and one number of 
whatever nature the band may se 
lect.

All the competing bands will be 
consolidated for the official parade 
of the convention, and for the finale 
o f the Pageant.

On the second night of the conven 

tion, May 22nd, there will be present 
ed by some three hundred people an 
historic pageant depicting the prog­
ress of West Texas from its earliest 
pioneer days to its present splendid 
achievement. A  special scenario is 
being prepared, a professional cast 
composed o f members o f Harley 
Sadler’s company, will play the lead 
ing roles. The San Angelo Pageant 
committee is sparing no effort or 
expense to make it the most unique, 
the most interesting and the greatest 
spectacle ever produced in West 
Texas.

Lady Brady.
The last episode o f the Pageant 

will be a finale in which all the vis­
iting bands w ill take part and a 
young lady from each town repre­
sented at the convention will appear 
on the stage as the typification o f 
her town and as the town’s sponsor.

TEXAS TOWN CENTURIES OLD

Ysleta, Now El Paso, Has Tradition 
It Waa Founded in 1340 by 

Spanish Explorar.

A tradition which has been handed 
down through many generations o! 
West Texas and New Mexico pioneers 
has It that the little town o f Vsteta, 
Texas, 18 miles southeast o f El Faso, 
Is the oldest settlement In the United 
States.

According to this tradition, Ysleta
was founded hi 1540 by Don Francisco 
Vasques Coronado, famed Spanish ex­
plorer. This would make Ysleta twen­
ty-five years older than St. Augustine, 
Florida, which Is accredited us being 
the oldest city In this country.

Yet there are no official records to 
substantiate the theory of Yslrtn's an­
tiquity. It Is old. the oldest town In 
Texas, no doubt, but Its origin Is trace­
able only as fur back us 1 082, authori­
tatively.

According to church records a I 
Ysleta. the town waa founded by An­
tonio Oterraln, Spanish governor of 
New Mexico, about the year 1(182.— 
Detroit News.

Eclipse Aided Columbus.
An eclipse Is said to linve aided 

Columbus on the Island of Jamaica a 
few years after he discovered Amer­
ica. The snvuges had taken Colum­
bus and his companions prisoners and 
would give them no food. By Ills 
reckonings Columbus knew that an 
eclipse of the moon was coming. He 
culled the Indian chiefs to him and 
told them that If they did not bring 
him and Ills companions food that 
very night lie would take from them 
the light of the moon.

Saeajawea, which In the Indiar 
tongue means “ Bird Woman." wai 
born In a little Indian village on th« 
banka of Snake river, Juat west of tlie 
Bitter Root mountains, In what is nos 
the state of Idaho, in 1790.

When Saeajawea was nine years ot 
age, her people, the Shoshones, oi 
Snake River Indiana, were suddenl) 
attacked hy their foes, the Mlnuata- 
rees of Knife river. While Sara 
Jawea was making her way aloni 
across the river she was caught ant 
taken prisoner. Later ahe was aoR 
as a slave to Tousaalnt Chalmneatl 
a French half-breed wanderer, at 
Brunswick. N D. He married hei 
when she was fourteen years old.

1 Saeajawea and her husband, anc 
their papoose accompanied a party o( 
white explorers, led by Lewis tut 
Clark, on a long Journey.

One day the Indian girl risked hei 
own life to sava some valuable papers 
maps. Instruments, bogles, magsziuet 
and medicine, when their boat nearlj 
caps'zed. Saeajawea swam out and 
brought the articles back to the boat 
In safety.

When the travelers reached the land 
of Sacajawca's birth her presened 
saved the white men from hem, 
killed by the hostile Indians. Saca­
ls  wea also foiled a plot to steal all 
o f the horses o f the expedition bj 
warning the leaders o f tho plans ol 
the Snake River tribe.

A few years ago the geographical 
survey named for Saeajawea th« 
great peak in the Brldger range 
where ahe was captured during hei 
childhood, and where she later point 
ed out the pass over the mountain 
now used by one o f the great rail­
ways.

With 116,080 Ford cars soid at re­
tail in February, a new record for 
the shortest month in the year has 
been established. February sales ex­
ceeded those o f January by more than 
1.1,000 and marked the eleventh month 
in which Ford sales have topped the 

\ 100,000 line.
Even the high production schedule 

set at the Ford Motor Company's 
factory, which will reach 6.000 cara 
and truck* a day about April 1, wil( 
be unable to meet the apparent de­
mand for Ford products during the 
Spring months.

February sales o f 116 080 cars were 
made in the face o f unfavorable 
vveath r conditions in many sections 
o f the country which tied up freight 
traffic and prevented many deliveries. 
This was particularly true throughout 
the Northwest, the northern tier o f 
states and in New England. In Cal­
ifornia, too, cold wv ther during a 
part of the month had its effect upon 
car sales.

Yet with even these unfavorable 
conditions, the February sales topped 
those o f January by 15*/r and set a 
new high record for mid-winter sell­
ing.

With February the eleventh mpnth 
in which Ford car sales have gone 
over the 100,000, the total for this 
period is close to 1.250,000 cars.
