New Rules On Use,
Sale of Pesticides

A meeting will be held at the
Winters Community Center, Thurs-
day, Feb. 24, at 1:30 p.m. to hear
discussions on new Federal regula-
tions concerning pesticides, C. T.
Parker, Runnels County Extension
agent has announced.

A second meeting will be held in the
Ballinger High School cafeteria at 7
p.m.

This is a very important meeting for
anyone who uses pesticides, Parker
said.

The County Agent said a new
Federal regulation concerning pesti-
cides, which will affect any individual
who uses pesticides. The Federal
Insecticide, Fungicide and Rodenticide
Act includes among other require-
ments (1) the classification of all uses
of pesticides as either restricted use
or general use, and (2) certification of
applicators (private and commercial)
as a requisite to the use or supervision
of use of restricted use pesticides.
Barring further amendment of the
law, Parker said, these two require-
ments become effective in October,
1977.

Ben moved to
Ovalo and Bill to Bradshaw.

Louie Webb now lives in
the Senior Citizens Nursing
home because of poor health,
but she smiled and said she
remembered well those days.
She was with another in the
picture perhaps because her
sweetheart, H. H. Webb,
who also went with the
group, had gone to Foard
County in the early part of
1908 to make a crop.

Expecting a good yield,
probably two bales an acre,
from a 50-acre crop, Mr.
Webb purchased a two horse
buggy on the credit and
returned for his bride. They
were married at her parent’s
home on Aug. 8, 1908.

When the couple started
on their return trip the
Brazos River was on a rise
and they had to spend the
night on this side of the
river. They went on to
Margaret the next day
where they lived until the
crop was harvested. This
was no problem as the boll
weevils had eaten most of it.

Returning to Moro, the
Webbs bought land where
they farmed and ranched
until retiring and moving to
Uvalde in 1959. In 1965 they
moved to Winters and cele-
brated their 60th wedding

anniversary in 1968. Mr.
Webb died May 30, 1975.

In addition to enjoying
buggy travel Mrs. Webb was
quite an accomplished horse-
back rider as well. The first
time Mr. Webb ever saw her
she was riding a black mare
to the Moro store, where the
only telephone in the com-
munity was located, to call
the doctor at Audra for her
sick brother.

Mrs. Webb continued to
ride horseback as she helped
with work on the ranch and
herded sheep when the
children were in school.

Wolves were plentiful in
Taylor County when the
Webbs bought the ranch and
he often went wolf hunting
with hounds. The county
paid a bounty of $2 each for
wolf scalps and $8 each for
hides.

Rattlesnakes were also
numerous when Mr. Webb
was commissioner in 1935
and 1936, and he paid fifty
cents each for rattlers.

Mr. Webb farmed with
mules as long as he did the
work—until 1935. A son,
Bruce, took over the ranch at
that time. The two sons,
Henry and Bruce and fami-
lies now live in Winters, also
the daughter and husband,
Mr. and Mrs. Ralph Arnold.

The buggy continued to be

a popular way of travel for
many years. Lately, a friend
told me that she and her
husband drove to Winters
from the country to be
married at the preacher’s
house back in 1923.

In earlier days many
couples were so shy that the
ceremony was often per-
formed while they sat in the
buggy.

Before H. D. Pearce of
Runnels City was acquainted
with all his duties as a
justice of peace, a couple
drove up wanting to get
married. They remained in
the buggy while he looked up
the marriage ceremony, and
before he performed it he
changed from his working
clothes to his one Sunday
suit. He remarked that the
occasion ‘“called for the
best.”

By the time Pearce was
ready to read the rites, all
the men and boys in town
were on hand to witness the
event. So he passed the word
around that it was a
dignified occasion, and any-
one displaying any hilarity
would be arrested. With the
principals sitting in the
buggy, the marriage rites

were performed with all the

dignity and solemnity that
the occasion merited.
