Return of the | 
completed forms is essential in or­
der that published statistics on ag­
riculture for each county ami for 
the state will be accurate.

Results of the census will affect 
farmers and ranchers in many ways 
Major agricultural suppliers and 
marketing organizations base their i 
decisions on census statistics. T h is , 

they can affect the availability of 
goods and services in many farm­
ing communities.

Any future allocation programs 
for such critical production inputs 
as fuel and fertilizer will bear a di­
rect relationship to the crop acre­
ages and animal units reported in 
the census.

G. C. “Cleve" Casey

Clevc Casey Among 
Honorees Over 90

By Mrs. Bryan Yarbrough

Grover Cleveland "C lew ”  Casey 
was bom in Arkansas Nov. 8. 1884. 
His parents were Jesse James Mor­
row Casey and Elizabeth Irvin Ca­
sey. His father never used the full 
name "Morrow.”  He signed his 
name as J. J. Casey. Both the fa­
ther and mother were bom in Ar­
kansas.

The Caseys left Arkansas when 
Cleve w’as two years old and came 
to a place 18 miles from Waco Tex . 
where Mr. Casey's brother, Marion 
Casey, lived.

They moved to a little place 15 
miles west of Merkel in Taylor 
County. While there, Cleve and the 
other Casey children attended But­
man School in District 28. His 
teacher was O- E. Templin- A priz­
ed possession of Cleve is a souve­
nir of the school (given to him by 
the teacher) which contans a pic­
ture of the teacher ami a list of the 
students. There were 73 enrolled 
with 66 of those who had remained 
in school all year listed in the neat 
folder. Cleve says the average dai­
ly attendance was 63.

The Caseys moved to Coke County 
when Cleve was 13, arriving “ the 
19 or 20 of December—a few days 
before Christmas”  Cleve attended 
the Valley View School, a one teach­
er school with a large number of 
students. His teachers at Valley in­
cluded N. C. Brown, Miss Lou Wil­
kins and Henry T. Carter.

Cleve remembers that Henry Car­
ter had the children practice writing 
for 30 minutes each morning, ami 
Cleve won the award for making the 
most progress in penmanship. Car­
ter had speaking every Friday after­
noon and sometimes had students to 
diagram sentences on the blackboard 
during the speaking. Carter often had 
Cleve to diagram a sentence, which 
Carter liked because he said, "C leve 
can draw the neatest diagram.”  But 
Cleve says, " I  couldn’t explain the 
diagram, so Mr. Carter always had 
one of his boys to explain what I 
had drawn ”

Cleve was married to Mary Par­
ker Dec- 20, 1906. She died and he 
subsequently married Rosa Martin, 
Bertha Hamilton and Viola Gram- 
ling. His children, two sons and two 
daughters are Roy Casey, Robert 
Lee: Benny Frank Casey of Wyo­
ming: Mrs. Irene Maples and Mrs. 
Sam Williams, both of Robert Lee.
