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‘MAIL EARLY’
IS ADVICE OF
POST OFFICE

[he Postal Service to-
day advanced its sug-
gested Christmas mail-
ing deadlines for do-
mestic parcels and let-
ter mail to Dec. 3 and
10, respectively, in
anticipation of an ex-
ceptionally high mail
volume.

Citing the impact of
greatly increased mail
volumes generated by
the 15-state United
Parcel Service strike
in the East and South,
and its residual effect
on other parts of the
country, the Postal
Service said it is com-
pelled to ask the pub-
lic to mail even ear-
lier than normal.

The service said that
because of the dedica-
tion of its emplovees,
many of whom have been
working long hours, it
has had little trouble
handling the increased
mail volume since the
parcel strike began in
mid-September. It ex-
pressed confidence it
will continue to be
able to cope with the
increase, with the co-
operation of the public
and major mailers.

Parcel volume has al-
ready more than doubled
in the strike area and
is up significantly
nationwide, and letter
mail is also on the
rise, the Postal Ser-
vice said. It said
most of the increase,
to date, has been from
large volume business
mailers, who presort
their mail and deposit
at scheduled, non-peak
hours in plants pre-
pared to handle {t.

For example, the ser-
vice said it is work-
ing closely with ship-
pers of perishable
goods to handle mil-
lions of gift packages
normally moved by other
shippers.

As Christmas nears,
however, more and more
of the mail will be
from the general pub-
l1ic, deposited at
neighborhood post of-
fices, branches and
stations, on top of
the already unpreceden-
ted business mail vo-
lume, the Postal Ser-
vice said.

As a result, the Ser-
vice said, while pri-
rity will be given to
letter mail, many pos-
tal facilities normal-
ly dedicated to letter
mail may have to be
used to prevent an un-
manageable backlog of
parcels.

Therefore, the Postal
Service said, it

strongly urges the pub-
lic to deposit their
parcels by Dec. 3 and
their letters and
greeting cards by Dec.
10 to assure delivery
by Christmas.

It asked that customers
mail as early as pos-
sible, use proper pack-
aging materials and
techniques, and pro-
perly address and ZIP
Code their mail.

The previous suggested
mailing dates had been
December 10 for domes-
tic parcels and Decem-
ber 17 for letter mail.

Suggested mailing
dates for international
mail are unchanged.
However, customers were
strongly urged by the
Postal Service to de-
posit overseas packages
and greetings immedi-
ately, and to send them
by airmail if they want
to assure delivery by
Christmas.

Carrol Chaloupka, pre-
sident of the Texas
Farm Bureau, said in
a telegram to the Pre-
sident.

"Rescission of the or
der is a necessary
first step in securing
registration of chemi-
cal toxicdnts essen-
tial for predator con-
trol," the Dalhart
grain and livestock
producer said.
