Eight Point Buck Can Be Seen 
Grazing on Farm in New ' 

York.

Many are the Interesting idiosyn­
crasies of wild life met with by the 
Coiiservution ( ’oinnilsslon's field force 
as a result of the iiiiiny hours spent In 
the ojien. Unusual or noteworthy oc­
currences are thus constantly being 
brought to the attlentlon of the com­
mission. Au oddity of this kind which 
was of particular Interest was recent­
ly reported l>y D. W. Rose, a game 
protector of Richfield Si>rings, Otsego 
county, who told of a hiiiidsoiiie eight 
point buck that could he seen iiliiiust 
any day grazing in coinpuny with 
cows and sheep on a certain farm In 
his territory.

Accounts are not unconinion of deer 
which in tiie stress of winter liave 
entered barn yards and liiere satisfied 
the pangs of hunger. But a deer 
which In suniiner wlien fooil Is ahund- 
ant. has so far ileiiarted from its nat­
ural Instincts of seclusion and self- 
nliliteratioii ns to “cliiim ui>" with farm 
animals and graze in an open pasture 
was surely vvortliy of record.

Tlio .services of the camera man 
wer»' therefore requisitioned, and both 
still pictures and movies of the un­
usual deer wi're secured. The star 
actor lu'hnvf'd h«‘autlfully. from a 
IiliotograplK-r’s standpoint—was found 
Just wliere he was Iook»*d for, liad no 
objection to the hriglitest sunlight, and 
went through all his paces In llie most 
ai>prov»‘d manner.

Of cour.s»*. being a wild deer, he had 
to be nppronclied witli the utmost can- 
tbm. Every photograph of him that 
was ol)tain<Ml shows his li<>nd raised 
In Instinctive siis|>icion, while his 
lethargic companions are unconcerned­
ly munching the grass. The best picture 
of him was made by stalking up be­
hind a feeding cow and waiting, with 
canicni all set, until the cow grazed 
out of runge, when a snap shot of 
the diH-r and some -of his associates 
was socuri'd before he ri'alized that 
a stranger was In their midst.

Tlie most natural exidanntlon of the 
unusual behavior of this buck is that 
being unahle to llinl the companion­
ship of his own kind, he took the 
best substitute In the only other “big 
game" that was available.

“BARBARY COAST” TAME

Notorious San Francisco Region Is 
Now Quiet.

Those who may come to .San Fran­
cisco at the time of the Democratic 
convention the latter part of June 
with the Idea of experiencing a thrill 
hy visiting the “ Hiirhary Coast” will 
he disappointed.

Many of the resorts, celehrated In 
story and verse, where cheap hoarding 
house operators, commonly known ns 
“crimps,” freely plied their trade of 
shanghaiing sailors for unscrupulous 
sea captains, are permanently closed.

Others have hut the n.-inic of the 
places that once flamed with color, mu­
sic and revelry.

Long before national prohibition was 
generally considered a possibility, 
“Barbary Const,” a section of Paclflc 
street extending hack from the hay 
front a half dozen blocks to where 
CTilnatown touches the Italian dis­
trict, had been rendered Innocuous by 
the prohibition of the sale of liquor In 
the long row of dance halls there.

The main artery from this district 
to Market street, San F'rnncisco’s prin­
cipal thoroughfare, Is Kearney street, 
where once, It Is declared, within an 
hour enough reckless spirits could be 
picked up to start almost any sort 
of desperate enterprise.

Now Kearney Is one of the quietest 
and most respoctahle business streets.

Work In evangelizing and American­
izing tile 4.‘■'00,000 people of foreign 
birth and parentage residing within 
the territory of the Southern Baptist 
Convention has b'-en carried on by rep 
resentalives of the Home Mission 
Board and the Woman's Missionary 
Union of the Soutliern Baptist Conven 
tion and tlie various state mission 
boards for several years, but this work 
will be enlarged and intensified as a 
result of the larger proceeds made 
available for It through the 75 Million 
Campaign.

Important Centers Named.
Among some of the more important 

centers in the South and Southwest 
where work of this character is carried 
rm are Richmond and .Norfolk, Vir­
ginia; Baltimore, Maryland; Louis 
villa. Kentucky: Tampa. Florida; BIr 
mingham. Silver Hill and Moible, Ala­
bama; Meridian. Miss.; New Orleans 
and Church Point, La.; San Antonio, 
I.aredo, K1 Paso and Fort Worth, 
Texas; Krebs, Okla., and East St. 
Loul.s, Herrin, Christopher. Harrisburg, 
Granite City and other points In Illi­
nois.

Aims That Are Sought.
Indicating the alms that are sought 

In this work, they may ba briefly sum­
marized as follows:

1. To reach the little children that 
their feet may be started In the up 
ward path.

2. To inspire the older boys and 
girls with Ideals that will help them 
to Improve their environments and give 
them strength to cope with tempta 
tlons.

3. To Interest the young people In 
sane and wholesome pleasures that 
their energies may be rightly directed,

4. To help the women to be bettei 
home-makers, more careful wives and 
mothers and better Christians.

•3. To give Christ and an exalted 
citizenship to the neighborhood.

In addition to the nurseries and 
playgrounds maintained for the chil­
dren, clubs and classes are held dally 
for young and old, the neighborhood 
houses being open during the wlntei 
months from 3 to 6 in the afternoon 
and four nights in the week from 7 to 
9. In addition to the English courses, 
cooking, sewing, first aid and nursing 
are taught girls, manual training and 
other useful courses are given the 
boys, along with practice In debating; 
while for the mothers there Is Instruc­
tion In housekeeping, care of the sick, 
sanitation and food selection. Through 
the mission Sunday schools, vacation 
Bible study classes and otherwise a 
knowledge of the Bible Is afforded and 
the way thus opened for a personal 
surrender of lives to God.

Life of Communities Changed.
And In every community where a 

Good Will Center or other social work 
has been established by the Chris­
tian workers there has come about a 
marked transformation in the lives of 
Individual members of the community 
end In the appearance of the homes 
and general premises. Cleanliness has 
superseded dirt, happiness has taken 
the place of sorrow, and hope has 
come to lighten the faces that were 
formerly overshadowed by depression 
and doubt. Little tots who previously 
wandered through the streets now find 
pleasure and helpful en'ertalnment in 
the games, stories and Bible lessons 
provided at the setteraent houses; 
aimless boys and girls have been fired 
with zeal and ambition to become use­
ful Christian citizens; mothers bur­
dened with handicaps of heavy work 
and poverty have taken a new lease 
on life when they have found that 
there are those In the world who want 
to help them to a higher life; and the 
fathers noting the Improvement of the 
members of their families, have yield­
ed to the refining and uplifting Influ­
ences that have been thrown about 
them In the home and the community. 
The viewpoint of the whole community 
has been changed and better citizens, 
from both the patriotic and the relig­
ious viewpoint, are the result.

79 Million Campaign, With Assistance 
of Sunday School Board, Makes 

Extension Program 
Possible.

In what is believed to be the most 

extensive campaiftn for the develop­
ment of rural Sunday Schools that has 
vet been undertaken by any single de­
nomination. the forces of Southern 
Baptists especially interested in Sun­
day School work will undertake to 
res£h 15,000 or more rural Sunday 
Sc|iool3 of the South and Southwest 
tU |  •ummer, announces Or. I. J. Vtm

Ness, corresponding secretary of the 
Bapti.st Sunday School Board at Nash­
ville.

The work made possible by the 
larger funds available from the 75 Mil­
lion Campaign ami will he carried on 
by the forces of the eighteen states of 
the Southern Baptist Convention In * 
co-operation with the Sunday School 
Board. Additional workers will be put , 
on in every state and a large number 
of Sunday School Institutes will be ' 
held ill the hope of reaching a great * 
majority of the rural Sunday Schools 
in every state. N'onnal Sunday School 
Institute.s will be held In fifty coun­
ties of Tennessee, for instance, and 
over 500 rural centers will be reached 
with the better system of Sunday 
School teaching and methods of admin­
istration. Similar methods will be fol­
lowed in all the states.

Every State Eniarges Work.
Over $300.000 a year will be ex­

pended on Sunday School field work in 
the territory of the Southern Baptist 
Convention, it is announced, and every 
state organization will greatly enlarge 
its Sunday School force, giving especial 
attention to the development of the 
rural schools.

In order that an adequate number of 
Instructors may be available for car­
rying on this larger program, a thirty 
day normal school well be held in Nash­
ville, beginning May 31, In the instruc­
tion in which a large regular faculty 
of Sunday School experts and many 
special lecturers will be employed.

The Sunday School Board at Nash­
ville has just established a department 
of Sunday School administration which 
will deal with all questions of Sunday 
School organization and equipment. 
This department will be in charge of 
Arthur Flake, who has been a member 
of the field force of the Sunday School 
Board for quite a while, and who was 
formerly superintendent of the Sunday 
School of the First Baptist church of 
Fort Worth, Texas, said to be the 
largest Sunday School in the South.

Build Better Church Houses.
Another department of the Sunday 

School Board is giving attention to the 
encouragement of be'ter church 
houses and pastors’ homes in the rural 
districts, furnishing architects’ plans 
for this purpose and detailed instruc­
tions without cost to churches which 
contemplate buildings along these 
llnM.

Much good has been accomplished 
by men of means through the erection ¡ 
o f building.« for library purposes , 
throughout the country. However, as i 
these buildings are restricted In their 1 
size there has been considerable crltl- ] 
clsm of the limited amount of benefit ! 
accomplished In conii)urison with the j 
large financial outlay.

The accepted principles of public [ 
service have become much broadened | 
In recent years and pre.«ent-day philan­
thropists are Increasing the usefulness 
of their gifts by Including In these 
costly plants, not only rooms for 
libraries, but auditoriums and rooms 
for public gatherings and the meeting  ̂
place of various civic organizations, | 
together with facilities for public i 
recreation and amusement. In this , 
way such buildings are not confined 
to the more populous and enlightened 
centers but are made to serve the 
needs of the smaller towns and rural 
sections.

Leaves Money for Building.
The small village of Wilder, Ver­

mont, has a scattered population, many 
of these being employees of the local | 
papei mill.

After a survey of the social needs 
of the community the owner of the | 
mill left money, before his death, for 
the erection of a building which would 
meet the following needs; A  library 
for the use of the people of the village 
and surrounding country, a club house 
with recreation facilities for the young 

, men of the town, and a meeting place 
I for public assemblies and organiza­

tions.
Of the $30,000 donated, $17,775 was 

! used for construction and furnishings 
I which Included 2,500 volumes for the 
1 library, and athletic equipment and ] 
I bowling alleys. The Interest on th e '

peninlndcr of the money Is used to 
help maintain the enterprise.

In order that those using the build­
ing should feel financial responsibility 
therein and In order more effectual­
ly to govern the enterprise a com­
munity association was formed, the 
members of which, upon payment of 
the annual maintenance dues of four 
dollars, enjoy In full the privileges of 
the athletic and recreational depart­
ments.

That the use of the building Is no» 
confined to those who pay dues Is 
shown by the fact that the entertain­
ment committee Is composed of two 
people from the association and four 
from outside.

While the building Is used for social 
and civic purposes without charge the 
auditorium cannot be rented. If an 
organization has an entertainment for 
the good of the community which it 
desires to give, tickets are sold and 
sufficient proceeds taken to pay the 
nominal expenses.

Games for the Young.
As one enters and, aside from the 

much used auditorium and stage, views 
the commodious and well furnished 
library and reading rooms. In use by 
people of both sexes, one might con­
clude that here centered the most Im­
portant function of the building. As 
one descends to the basement and heors 
the rollicking laughter of the young 
people at billiards, bowling, games and 
athletics one might not be so sure.

Continuity of control was provided 
by the donor by the appointment by 
him of seven trustees who form a con­
tinuous corporation, in that when there 
Is a vacancy the other members ap-, 
point, subject to the approval of the 
chief Justice of the supreme court.

RESEARCH WORK GOES ON
V

United States Publlo Health ServloB 
Encouraged by Tests Made in Re­
search Laberatorlea In New York— * 
Shortage of Monkeys Is Seriously In« 
tarforing W ith Progress of ReseareK 
Work— Limitations of Senime Kx* 
plaintd.

The United States public health 
service is experimenting with mon­
keys In the research laboratory in 
New York city for the purpose of ee- 
tabllshing definitely the value o f vac­
cine In t)ie prevention of pnenmonls 
and of serum In Its cure.

The research work, In which 200 
monkeys already have been used, b^  
gan in Washington in March o f latt
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Evpn If streptococcus, influeii/.a and 
other rare forms are elimlniitc<l for 
the reason tliat they are not often 
seen In civil life, Uie pneumococcus 
itself occurs in sucti a variety of 
types that It Is dlincult to prepare a ' 
vaccine capuhle of protecting apiinst 
all of them. If Type 4 pneumococcus 
were a liscil type similar to Type.s 
1, 2 anil 3, this dllllculty couhl he 
obviated. Hut Type 4 pneumococcus 
Is sim]ily a name Klven to a larire 

I croup of pm‘uniococ<4, which appear 
' to be entirely Independent of each 

other and which give no mutual pro­
tection.

“ Pneumonia rarely occurs as an epi­
demic scourge like smallpox, so there 
would he dllllculty in having vaccina­
tion against pneumonia. i’eople do 
not fear the disease and are, there­
fore, unwilling to submit to the In­
convenience of being vaccinated. Un­
less vaccination against pneumonia is 
practically compulsory, It will be very 
ditlicult to get a large number of can­
didates in civilian communities.”

The otljer ex­
treme was a suicide at 100 years.

Neglect or mistreatment at home or 
lack of syinriathetlc handling at school 
were the major itaisons for the child 
suicides. Shooting was the chief 
method with boys and poison with 
girls. It Is claitnetl that since the 
signing of the armistice there has 
been u constantly in<Tea.sing number 
of suicides everywhere.

Care for 1,000,000 Children.
More than 1,000,000 children now are 

being cared for by governtnental aid, 
according to reports submitted to the 
“ Save tlie Cblldrea" congress, at 
Geneva.

year In order to follow up remurkahle 
results obtained In some o f the army 
camps in the use of vaccine against 
pneumonia, which In the last two years 
has caused more deaths than any 
Infectious disease. The experiments 
were started In the Army Medical 
school in Washington by Maj. Rus.sell 
L. Cecil and Dr. Francis C. Blake, 
now of the Rockefeller Institute of 
Medical Research. Both reported en­
couraging results to the New York 
Countjf Medical society, and gave fig­
ures on the use of the vaccine at 
Camps Upton and Wheeler, indicating 
great value in the vaccine. Doctor 
Cecil Is continuing the experiments 
with O. I. Steffen, a bacteriologist, for 
the United States public health serv­
ice. The work will continue for a 
year or more before the research Is 
considered complete.

Monkey Scarcity Retards W ork.
The experiments are progressing 

slowly at presetlt because o f the 
scarcity of Philippine monkeys. There 
are so few in this country at present 
for medical work that they command 
a price of $20 apiece. Louis Ruhe, an 
animal dealer, who recently brought 
In a shipload of 700 monkeys from In­
dia, said it was difficult to Import 
the animals, because freight shipping 
from the Orient was so brisk that 
ship owners would not allow space to 
animal Importers, and because it was 
necessary to send men to India or 
the Philippines to look after the 
health of each cargo of monkeys.

Doctor Cecil, who stated in a report 
to the New York County Medical so­
ciety that the pneumonia rate at Camp 
Wheeler among the unvaccinated sol­
diers was 20 times the rate for the 
vaccinated, has finished the experi­
mentation on monkeys with Type 1 
of pneumonia. These experiments are

neid to indh-ate that the vaccine gives 
protection against this type of pneu­
monia, and that the scrum, given In 
time, cures It. The vaccine Is an ex­
tract made from dead pneumococcus 
germs. The serum is taken from the 
blood of a horse inoculated with the 
germs. The theory Is that the vac­
cine stimulates protective action 
in the blood of the human being to 
prevent the disease, while the serum 
contains an agency developed in the 
blood of the horse for combating the 
disease, which the human system 
makes against the disease after It 
had obtained a start.

A long series of preliminary experi­
ments were made at the Army Medi­
cal school In Washington, which proves 
that pneumonia ran a course In the 
Philippine monkey of almost exactly 
the same nature as in man. After 
that monkeys were used In sets of 
two. The pneumonia germs of Type 
1 were shot Into the throats of one 
vaccinated and one unvaccinated 
monkey, the unvaccinated one being 
used as a “control.” The unvacclnated 
monkeys. It was reported, invariably 
got pneumonia and died from It. The 
vaccinated monkeys contracted the 
disease, but In a mild form, and soon 
recovered.

Large doses o f vaccine have been 
used In the experiments in New York 
city with more favorable results. Six 
sets of monkeys have been inoculated 
with the germs there. The unvac­
cinated monkey has died each time, 
while the monkey vaccinated with the 
larger dose has not contracted the dis­
ease at all.

Experiments are now beginning In 
ths use of Type 2 of pneumonia, 
which Is In four types. The year or

and combinations of the vaccine 
against all the types. The advocates 
of the vaccine believe Its value has 
been established in the army camps 
against the first three types, but less 
Is known about the so-called fourth 
type, which Is thought to comprehend 
several groups of pneumococcus and 
other Infections.

Inoculated Monkeys Saved.
Other experiments were made In 

the cure of monkeys Inoculated with 
Type 1. They were given hypoder­
mic injections of serum twice n daj 
until their temperature had become 
normal. Uniform success was report­
ed In saving the Inoculated monkeys 
by this method.

The results from the use of vaccine 
at Camp Wheeler were similar to 
those obtained In the Y. M. C. A. in 
New York city during the epidemic a

» r Hgo, which reported that of 27É
persons treated with the vaccine de­
veloped by Dr. Ellis Bonime in that 
city, only three developed iuhuenza | 
or pneumonia, while of 217 Y. M. C. 
A. workers who were not vaccinated, 
45 contracted influenza or pneumonia. 
Doctor Cecil in a report on the 
results at Camp Upton, said:

“The first figures showed only 17 
cases of pneumonia of all types ec- 
enrring among 12,519 men who re­
ceived vaccine; whereas, among un­
vacclnated troops during the same pe­
riod there was a total of 173 cases of 
pneumonia of all types. For the ten 
weeks which the men were under ob­
servation, the pneumonia death rat* 
for vaccinated troops was only .83 per 
thousand; for the unvacclnated It was 
12.8.

“Altogether 13,460 men, or about ! 
80 per cent of the entire strength of 
Camp Wheeler, were vaccinated 
against pneumonia with pneumococcus | 
llpovacclne. Both the local and ; 
general reactions produced by the 
vaccine were mild. Only 7 per cent 
of those who received the vaccine were 
sufllclently affected to receive hos­
pital care. None of these were 
seriously III and a majority of them 
returned to duty in two or three days 
after admission.”

The limitations of the vaccine and 
some of the difficulties in bringing It 
Into general use were stated as fol­
lows:

“One of the chief difficulties whldi 
we encountered in fighting against 
pneumonia Is the variety of types of 
pneumonia which are encountered.

Signor Slinoneill declares Mesones 
hail a woman aecmnpllee who went 
frmn one low hotel to another, posing 
ns the refugee, to wipe out all trace 
of Mesone’s erline.

On the other hand. Mesones had 
nothing to gain by hls wife's death 
lu'cause Slmi'nettl eea.sed supplying 
money when It was announced.

II. S. Bureau Experiments on 
Animals Develop Cure for 

Olive Poisoning.

Tt wna serum prepared hy •veterinary 
sielentlsts of the bureau of animal 
hwhmidry for experimental purposes j 
to treating forage poisoning of horses ’ 
that saved the life of Lena Delbane, 
after the other six memherK of her 
Cnmily had died from eating poisonous j 
Allves in New York recently, accord- 
Ing to the department <if agriculture. , 

The serum was made from the blood 
trf a sheep that had been IraniunlEed 
■Cilnst bacillus poisoning. >

In investigating forage poisoning of 
lioraes the bureau made extensive ex­
periments with serums and discovered 
■there were two strains of bacillus 
tMtulinns.

-does not afford Immunization against 
the other. Tlie two strains are com­
monly known by the government In- 
Teatlgators as "the olive strain" and 
the "cheese stralif." Three Instances 
o f  olive poisoning, one in Michigan, 
one in Ohio and the third in Montana.

Dat-so-la-lee, the famous Indian 
artist, is rt‘ceivlng more than $1,000 
each for the woven baskets he makes. 
He is the possessor of a secret which 
has been handed down for generations 
in the Washo tribe, whose members 
live In an Isolated reservation In 
Nevada. 100 miles from a railroad. 
His baskets are wonderfully woven 
and the symbolic designs with which 
he adorns them are most elaborate.
