LEONARD WILLIS SHOOTS YD

LEMONS AT LONDON, '"'I.\'.\S.i‘

(Brady Standard)

by Skerift J. C. Wall told of a shoot-
ing affray ia which Leonard Willis and
I'd Lemons, both wely known Voca men,
were rincipals. The tragedy happened
near London, but in Menard county.
I'irst intimation of the affair was had
frem pamies living in the London com-
munity, and shortly after Sheriff ¥, M,
Sloaghter of Menard phoned Mr, Wall.

The only fact in the case so far
known are that it is alleged Willis, in
company with his father, W. J. Willis,
was hot on the trail of Lemons, who
was accused of stealing from the form-
er. The shooting occurred almost im-
mediately after Willis overtook Lemons
and while the latter was seated in his
car. The weapon used was not ascer-
tained, but it was stated that Lemons
was mighty seriously hurt.

Patriotism at Home

Patriotism should begin at home;
extend out from the home to the home
town or community; thence over the
conntry : and thence over the State and
nation. The patriotism that does not
include its own nest, its own family
and its own surroundings, is not much
patriotism, nationally or any other
way. We should all think of these
things econtinually, for they are vital
to our best interests of our family,
friends and neighbors., There is always
argument on both sides of any ques-
tion, but the basic facts remain, just
the same, and we should not lose sight
of those basic facts. As a rule goods
can be purchased in the home town
as cheap as in other towns or cities;
not all things, but the majority of the
commodities which we use.

But even if it did cost a trifle more
to trade at home than to send money
away to the cities, still it would be
cheaper in the long run to buy at
home and let the money circulate
around the town, each dollar doing a
hundred dollars’ worth of business be-
fore it finally slips away.

Any way you want to look
at this trading away from home busi-
ness, it figures out a loss in the long
run for everybody who engages in it
as a regular thing.
