“I'very sane person knows that it
s foleo economy and unbusinesslike to

Funds must be provided and
he 7 per cent system of roads main-
ained by the state and not by the
ounty. The Eastern states, being

“The roads in the majority of the
rounties are not being maintained as
equired by the [lederal aid act, and

“It seems to me that the only sen-
sible and businesslike thing for the
egislature to do is to make the neces-
sary changes at the earliest possible
moment after convening, in order that
Texas might continue to receive fed-

RAILROAD COMMISSION TO
HEAR FREIGHT RATE CASES
Austin, Tex,.—The railroad commis-
sion has set for hearing on October 10
the application of the Texas & New
Orleans Railroad Company and the
Texarkana & Fort Smith Railway
Company, asking for authority to ap-
ply the following regulation to govern
in the transportation of all freight,
rarloads and less, between Chaison and
South Beaumont on the one hand and
points in Texas, except Beaumont, on
the other hand: Rates on all ship-
ments of freight, carloads and less
than ecarloads, transported between
Chaison (station on the T. & S. F.
railway and T. & N. O. railroad) or
South Beaumont (station on the T. &
I 8. railway) and other railroad sta-
tions in Texas (except rates apoiying
on the same commodity between Beau-
mont and such other points in Texas.
On traffic interchanzed at Beaumont
the “division” accruing to the T. &
F. S. Railway Company or the T. &
N. O. Railroad Company out of the
revenue accruing for the transporta-
tion of carlcad shipments betwéen
Chaison or South Beaumont and such
points in Texas shull be $8.10 per car.
