EGG PRODUCTION IN WINTER

Feeding a Well-Balanced Ration Is of
First Importance—Greens and
Exercise Needed.

(Prepared by the Unitaed States Department
of Agriculture.)

The pullets that are expected to be
doing their bit W the laying tlock this
winter should have been put in winter
quarters early in November and fed
the sort of ration that will supply
plenty of material for egg production.
Every attention that will tend to stim- +
ulate laying is demanded by the pul-
lets at this time, for a good early start
may help to establish the habit of lay-
ing through a lop{ season, say _the
poultrymen of the Unitéd States®De-
partment of Agriculture,

Goed.rations, however, cannot be ex- L

pected to keep a flock laying properly
if health' conditions are not what they
should be. Dropping boards and nests
need cleaning and disinfectign occa-
slonally, and' it goes almost without
saylng that there must be frequent
changes of litter and always an abun-
dant supply of clean water. A sick
hen is about as poor a plece of prop-
erty as & man can own, and many ex-
perienced poultry ralsers go so far as |
to suy that a sick one 18 less desirable
than a dead one.

luying a week earlier than otherwise
would be the case,

Another help is to feed a little of
the mash wet at noon, as evea this lit-
tle variation seems to whet their ap-
petites. The use of butiermilk In mix-
ing this moist mash Is one of the best
stimulants to help start egg produc-
tion. if the poultry keeper feels that I
he does not want tn force the blrdsl

|

too hard he ma¥ ¢ut down on this
moistened mash, It Is possible that !
forcing too much on the feed may
cause the fowls to be weakened in fer-
tility,  but few farmers and back-yard
chicken ralsers will be Inclined to over-
do this matter of feeding. A Iittle
stimulus in the beginning may have a
great deal to do with getting the hens
started in their work, and once on thelr
way It is probable that they will keep
on if well fed and cared for,

If the weather is mild it may be pos-
sible to feed the hens outside, and
when this Is done they will generally
get plenty of exercise, When the birds
must he kent in, feeding the graln In

deep litter is the best way to get them
to take the needed exercise. It 1is
possible, however, to overdo such a
good thing as exercise.

The hens should go to roost every
night with a crop full of feed, and
usually a handful of graln for each
hen will be equivalent to a cropful.
