Section 1. If any person shall sell or
offer for sale any bass, white perch,
crappie, channel or other catfish in the
counties of Burnet, Llano, San Saba,
Brown, McCulloch, Edwards, Coleman,
Concho, Menard, Mason, Blanco, Gilles-
pie, Kimble, Sutton, Kinney, Uvalde,

Bandera, Reeves, Ward, Loving, Pecos,
State of Texas, caught, trapped or en-
enared, he shall be deemed guilty of a

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HIGHLIGHTS OF LEGISLATURE
FOR THE PAST WEEK
Both Houses Quickly Settle to Business
Coustitutional Conveution to the
Peopie

Both Housex of the Thirty-eighth
Legislature convened at H'gh Noon,
Tuesday the 9th inst., Lieut. Governor,
Lyneh Davidson, presiding over the
Senate, and Senator R. M. Dudley, of
El Paso, being elected President Pro
Tem, without opposition.

After several candidates had tenta-
tively a: qunced their candidacies for
Speakership of the House of Represeu-
tatives, the fight finally narrowed down
on the day of convening to Hon. R. E.
Seagler, of Palestine, and Hon. Lewis
T. Carpenter, of Dallas. The final count
in this contest showed Seagler, 127:
Carpenter, 19.

Both Houses were quickly organized
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any person to take or catch any fish in
the fresh water rivers, erecks, lakes,
bayous, pools or lagoons in the counties
above named, by any other means than
by ordinary hook and line or trot-line
or artificial bait, and it shall be unlaw-
ful for any person to place in the fresh
water rivers, creeks, lakes, bavous,
pools or lagoons of the counties above
mentioned, any seine, net or other de-
vice or trap for taking or catching fish;
provided, however, that persons may
use a minnow seine which is not more
than twenty feet in length for the pur-
pose of catching minnows for bait. Pro-
vided that in seining for minnows for
bait as herein permitted, all fish and
minnows more than three inches in

fength shall be returned to the water at '
once while alive. No person shall use

the minnow seine herein permitted for
the purpose of taking any fish than
minnows for bait. Any person violating
any of the provisions of this section,
shall be deemed guilty of a misdemean-
or and, upon conviction, shali he fined
in any sum of not less than five dollars
nor more than one hundred dollars,

Section 3. It is made the duty of the !

District Judges of the judicial districts

in whieh the above mentioned counties
]

are situated to give a special charge
upon this law to the grand juries of
said counties.

Section 4, The fact that the present
law is inadequate to protect the fish in
the waters of the above mentioned
counties creates an emergency, and an
imperative public necessity exists that
the Constitutional rule requiring bills

to be read on three several days be sus- l

pended, and that this Act take effect
and be in force from and after its pass-
age, and it is so enacted.

Another bill pertained to the fur-
hearing animals, and if passed will
require a closed season on the fur-bear-
ing animals, allowing the catching of
these animals only during the months
of December, January and February.

The third Bill was a revision of the
State Game Laws, a greater part of
which remain as they are, but there
were brought out a few points that
are of much interest to those interested
in the protection of the wild game. It
is stipulated in the new bill that the
limit of deer to be Kkilled by one per-
son during a season shall be only two
bucks; that no buck with spikes less
than three inches in length shall be
killed : that each person, to hunt, must
secure a hunting license, for which he
shall pay $1.15.

These bills were brought before the
local Commercial Club by Elgin O.
Kothmann, who stated the bills were
formed by Boyd, of the State Game
and Oyster Commission. Whether or
not they will be passed on at this ses-
sion of the Legislature, it is not able
to be determined.
