Following the unusually warm weath
er for this section during this time of
vear, a rainfall amounting to six-
tenths of an inch was received early
Saturday morning.

On
Saturday night, a fine snow started
falling and continued at intervals on
Sunday and Sunday night, and on
Monday morning large flakes fell until
almost noon, making a total snowfall
of approximately five inches.

Snow balls were thrown for diversion
on Monday, as the husiness firms were
not rushed with purchasers,

The snow started melting on Mon-
day afternoon, and at this time there
is still plenty of the white substance
on the north side of buildings and in
the shade of trees,

According to news disnatehes the
snow covered the entire State, being

heavier in some narts than it was here.

Thix is the first snow that this sec-
tion has received in several yvears, and
according to farmers and stockmen it
will he of material henefit., not only
for its value in moisture, but as a de-
strover of insects,

In some sections of this connty the
fruits crop for this year has probably
been destroyed, owing to the faet that
gome trees had pat ont blooms, while
others were budding. However, it is
to be hoped there is still a large per
cent of the orchards that had not ad-
vaneed sufficient to be affected by the
gevere cold weather, and that they will
be set back until snring weather comes.

The snowfall is said to be of as much
benefit as a one inch rain, and in con-
nection with the good rains that have
fallen recently, has put a splendid win-
ter season in the ground, insuring the
farmers of sufficient moisture to plant
their ¢rops on.

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' TREES THAT DRAW LIGHTNIHG

! Facts That Have Been Pretty Weli
Estabilished by Observat:ons
Taken in Various Countries.

There is a popular idea that of all
forest trees the oak is the most liable

; to be struck by lightning. Like
| many other old beliefs, however, it
' is not borne out by the facts. Dur-

ing the period 1885 and 1902 the
stall of the Dutch meteorological of-
fice devoted much attention to this
matter, and the following results
were pul;h hed of the number of
times the trees. mentioned were

Poplar, 232 times; oak, 130; willow,
70; yew, 50; fir, 27 ; pear, 25; lime,
14; walnut, 8; beech, 6; chestnut,
5; apple, 5; cherry, 4; alder, 4;
birch, 2. -

According to a series of observa~
tions made in England the following
list was compiled: Oak, 36; pojsar,
12; ash, 9; elm, 7; beech 4 ; willow,
5; larch, 3; Scobh pine, 3; fir, 1;
