INSECTS TO BE M  MEKiH S NEXT 
SPRING

In general, we believe Texas farm­
ers have come to realize the effective­
ness of the fall clean-up to control vari- 
etn cotton posts. iiiclttili. g the boil 
weevil. Excessive rains have thus far 
prevented carrying into effect the meas­
ures recommended however, both be­
came picking lias been delayed and lie- 
cnusc the soil lias been too wet for 
stalk rutting or plowing in those coin- 
nmiiiiities where picking tins bis-n cum- 
pleted. It Is a case where the intentions 
are good Imt natural conditions are 
against the fanner.

These very conditions however, are 
favoring heavy infestation next spring 
by breeding large tiiunliers of lnsi'ots 
this fail. While weevil infestation was 
low the ].ust summer. <iue to tin* 
drought and hot weather, the tnoist 
conditions of the past few weeks hare 
been favorable to tile inserts' multiple 
ratlin. Wherever the writer lias exam­
ined fields, practically all green sipmivs 
were found to tie harboring weevil lar­
vae. This iOgoing to insure large num­
bers of young anil well-fed larvae, go­
ing into winter quartern, if the cotton 
so continues to grow.

The same conditions of moisture lire 
inducing a heavy growth of weeds lioth 
in the field and along fences. This 
growth is encouraging a multiplication 
of both well worm anil cut worms. Wo 
have personally observed cut worms at

work in the gardens and the well worm 
is also doing a great amount of dam­
age. If conditions continue favorable to 
these two insects, anil next season's 
cotton lielils are weedy anil grassy dur­
ing winter and up to near the time of 
planting, the damage that resulted last 
spring from the web worm and cut 
worm, esnecinlly the latter, in parts 
of the cotton licit, will npiiear insigni­
ficant as compared with what will oc­
cur next spring.

Our work consists as much in fore­
telling insect outbreaks and suggesting 
preventive measures as in giving reme­
dies after the Insects are present. Pre­
ventive measures are by far the 1 letter, 
where such can In* applied. As liefore 
mentioned, wintr conditions may lie 
sucli as to make our fears groundless. 
But don't count on them. Present indi­
cations favor heavy insect infestation 
of cotton next year.

I to wlint you can now to prevent 
damage next year. As soon ns the j

weather Is favorable get the cotton 
picked, then--------

1. Kill the cotton plant at once.
2. Prejwre the soil this fall, prefer­

ably by plowing to a depth of six inches
3. Kee pweed growth entirely eradi­

catisi during winter ami spring by oc­
casional harrowing.

4. Burn trash along fences, ditches 
and other waste places in mid-winter.

SEEKING FACTS ABOUT MOON
Photographic Attempts to Determine 

the Composition of Strangs
A m  on It, Jj

Curious results are obtained when 
certain objects are photographed un­
der different lights. For example, 
plate* of a landscape obtained by In­
fra-red light give the sky as jet black 
und trees uud grass as white as snowr. 
Ultra-violet photographs or pictures 
obtained through u quartz lens heav­
ily silvered on one side show white 
garden flowers as quite black.

If the moon's whiteness were due to 
the presence of zinc oxide, then the 
localities in which this substance was 
preseut when photographed by ultra­
violet rays would not appear white, 
hut bluck. Tills plan has been tried 
in tlie case of lunar photographs, and 
in the neighborhood of the crater 
Aristarchus It Is clenrly shown thst 
tliere is a considerable area whereof 
the surface material differs from that 
In Its proximity.

In ordinary light this shows no 
variation front the rest of the surface, 
but repeated photographs taken with 
the quartz leus and silver lens prove 
that some unsuspected substance ex­
ists on that spot. The difficulty Is to 
determine Its nature. The only way 
at present. It seems, consists In photo­
graphing different rocks until one Is 
found that presents the same charac­
teristics ns those of this district of 
the moon. Tliere have been unavall- 
Ingly tried lavas, volcanic debris and 
minerals of many kinds.—Washington 
Star.

EVIDENCE TO SUPPORT CLAIM

Why the Dead Sea la Salt.
In a lecture before the Royal Geo­

graphical society, Wilfred Irwin dis­
cussed tlie chemical composition of the 
River Jordan, which is responsible for 
tlie extreme saltiness of tlie Dead sea. 
Analysis of samples taken from dlffer- 

; ent parts of tlie river shows that even 
near Its source the wuter Is highly Im­
pregnated with various suits, chiefly 

i common table salt and chloride of mag­
nesia. As the water passes through the 
Sea of Galilee there Is a slight in­
crease in the salt content, but the cal­
cium sulplinte and the silica, which It 
also contulns, decrease. In the Im­
mense evaporating pan of the Dead 
sea the salt—that is, the sodium 

I chloride—is crystallized, whereas the 
magnesium chloride remains In solu­
tion.—Living Age.

Colchester's Assertion That It Is the 
Oldest Town in Great Britain 

May Be True.

Tine average American tourist in 
England is usually content to limit 
his sightseeing to those historic spota 
which, tlie guide hooks have made 
familiar, writes Adelaide Bragg Gil­
lespie in Travel, without ever realis­
ing that there are many places of 
historic interest and actual beauty not 
far from the beaten track, which more 
than repay the adventurer who 
strikes off bodily from the popular 
Itineraries. Comparatively few trav­
elers, for example, explore the beau­
ties of Essex, yet this is a really 
charming country that la rich In 
quaint Hnd ancient towns and vil­
lages.

And the touchstone of Essex Is 
Colchester, only 52 miles from Lon­
don, and easily accessible by motor or 
by train. From the standpoint of 
tourist, historian, archeologist, and 
antiquary alike, Colchester Is the 
most Important town of its county, 
and a day, or many days, may pleae- 
urably and profitably be spent In vie- 
Bing its treasures. For Colchester 
makes the unique claim of being the 
oldest town In Great Britain, and M  
the relics and remains of Its varioug 
inhabitants date back to Paleolithic 
and Neolithic times we shall no$ dtp

| Jewish Control Only a Bugbear
Every now and then some panic-stricken pertson shrieks to

high lleuvcn mat the Jews are rapidly getting control or tl<o 
United States.

When Henry Ford opened his attack on the Jens every 
wiseacre wh sc proeiuce is to settle the affairs of rit 'ons on 
the street corner, said that settled Henry. I f  he ever had 
political ambitious lie might as well ubandon them.

Then came* the cry of the Ku Klux Klan— a large, Influential 
and secret organization was needed to keep the Jews iu check.

An examination of the facts, however, show the absurdity of 
all this ringing of the alarm. Of more than fifteen and a half 
million Jews in the world only 3,602,150 live in the United 
States. Of these, 1,643,012, representing 29 per cent of the 
total population, live in the City of New York. The heart of 
the fcig town, Manhattan, houses 657,101. Brooklyn has 604,380. 
The strongest percentage, 38 per cent of the residents, is shown 
in the Bronx, where 278,169 Jews live and have their being.

The majority of the Jews in America are quartered in the 
large cities, including Chicago, Philadelphia, Boston, Cleveland, 
St. Louis, Pittsburg and, let us not forget, Detroit.

More than 67 per cent of the world’s Jews live in Europe, 
according to the year book for 1923-24, compiled by Harry  
Schneiderman. Poland contains 3,500,000, Russia 3,113,066, the 
British Empire 795,466, Germany has 615,000, Hungary 498,000, 
France and its possessions 411,500, the Irish Free State 5,161, 
the rest being found in Czecho-Slovatda and Austria.

It is interesting to note that in Palestine there are only 
83,794 Jews, so that so far as America is concerned, New York 
may truly be said to be the new Jerusalem.

Cxtn i.anee Is a prolific source 

of ti.slio, y. Extravagunce may
Le if .'Ui.l .; a foolish expense, or 
exp. n.-v til-; . portions'.« to one's 
means.

Such e - .-avog.’.nce may be found 
In all grade ■> of society, but it is 
chiefly apparent among the rich, 
those aspiring to wealth, and those 
wishing to be thought affluent.

In fact, extrava­
gance, which Is the expenditure of 
money unnecessarily, and the ex­
penditure of money beyond the 
realms and boundaries of legitimate 
Incomes, is but another word for 
larceny; trying to steal public opin­
ion and therefore stealing the money 
of others In order to perpetuate the 
show.

The victim la 
straitened for money; without It ha 
mast abandon his rank; for fash­
ionable society remorselessly rejects 
all bntterflies which have lost their 
brilliant color.
