As President o f the United Stales 
lie was moved by nil earnest desire to 
promote the lies! interests of tile eoltll- : 
try as lie conceived then, liis nets] 
were prompted hy litgh motives and Ids 
sincerity of purpose cannot lie question-! 
ed.

l ie  led the nation through the terri-j 
till1 strui'.'le of the World War with a l 
lofty idealism which never failed him. 
He gave utterance to the aspiration of 
humanity with an eloquence which held 
the attention of all the earth and made 
America a new and enlarged influence

In testimony of »lie respect in which 
his memory is held by the government 
and the people of the Unite*!

rows easier for the horse to travel np 
and down, as it goes up hill gradually, 
and this saves horse flesh and feed.

That oue-oeut the gallon on gasoline, 
it develops after six months' trial, is 
netting the State *3.000.000 the year.

Threefourths of the throe million will 
go to the State Highway Department 
and the remainder to the public schools.

A:id If 
there are two hotter purposes than 
roads and schools for devoting any tax 
they are so far unknown. Some States 
have higher gasoline taxes, it may Ik* 
that Texas will Increase her rate to 
two cents tlu* gallon, employing tlu* 
same methods as now—if no !iett«*r 
ones ar«* devised. The oil companies 
kicked, at lirst, lint their contention 
that they would pay tin* tax was not 
even sensible camouflage. Tin* fellow 
who sits at tlu* wh«*el is tlu* "man 1k*- 
liind the gun" in tills case, just as old 
man Ultimate tVmsnmcr pays every 
tax.— San Antonio Express.

If is not only ess«*ntial to build a 
hard road if highway transportation is 
to In* possible; it is ncccsary to keep it 
i pen to traffic. There is no economic 
difference bet ween a three foot fall of 
snow, as far as stopping traffic is con- 
cerued. There is no economic differ­
ence helivcell II road blocked with a 
fallen boulder or tree and one which 1 
is snowed under so that neither team 
nor truck can travel over it.

Few communities would wait an in­
stant to repair the bridge, or remove 
the boulder or tree; the idea that tlu* 
hundreds of thousands of dollars in­
vested in the good road should lie idle, 
and a whole section in* cut o ff from the 
benefits of transport, until the bridge 
mended itself, tlu* bould«*r relied off, 
or th«* tr«*e rotted away, is nhhorent.

In regions where snow blocks the! 
roads, modern engineers ure using 
rotary snow ploughs, attuched t o ; 
trucks, and o[n*uing the road us soon! 
as it eloses, exactly as the railroad 
right o f way men keep the trucks ojien 

I for trains regardless of the state of 
! the weather.

Rotary ploughs to Ik* applied to ' 
trucks are not expensive; push and 
scraper ploughs for lesser snowfalls 
are still less costly. Opening the road 
for trutile after a snowfall is as es­
sential as mending bridges and main­
taining the surface. UoinmuiiitU*s in 
the snow li«*lt which do not have the 
benefits of their good roads all the year 
'round, "save at the spiguot to los«» at 
the liung hole,” since the monetary 

I value of one day's lost traffic is more 
than sufficient to buy the «ipiipinciit 
and keep tlie snow bound mad o|K*n 
all winter.

The continued wet weather this win­
ter lias prevented carrying out the 
work of n winter dean-lip for the con­
trol o f the boll weevil. There is still 
time, however, to accomplish something 
in the ooutrol of this insivt, if several 
weeks of favorable weather prevail, 
by burning the grass and trash along 
fences, ditches, etc., as early as pos­
sible. This will prove effective against 
many other kinds of insects as well.

Special attention should bo {mid 
from this time on until planting time, 
to see that all grass and woods grow­
ing in the field are killed and kept kil­
led. This is Important iu the control of 
the ent-worn. which does dnmnge near­
ly every year In Texas, and which at 
tiiis time is partly grown ami feeding 
upon any plant growing in the Held. At 
the time cotton appears above ground, 
it furnished food for them for two 
weeks or more until they eonte to full 
maturity. Absolutely «lean fields from 
this time until cotton is planted will 
starve them.

The “careless" worms that attack 
cotton nt the time it appears nliove 
ground are bred on laud that is weedy 
Just previous to planting. These meas­
ures o f dean-culture suggested nlsive 
for the control of the cut worm will 
also be effective against the "careless” 
worm if continued up to cotton plant­
ing the period of early growth o f cot­
ton.
