WORK TO START MAY 1 ON NEW 
PIPE LINE; GOES THRU MASON

Actual construction of the McCorkle 
Pi|ie Line Company's line from Aran­
sas Pass to Carter County. Okln.. will 
pe started May 1. it was announced 
Saturday by S. R. McCorkle. chairman 
of the board of directors nnd principal 
stockholder of the concern.

The vrst unit of the line, from 
Aransas Pass to San Antonio and tbo 
Webb County field will Ik* completed 
nnd put in iqicrntion six months after 
construction work is started, McCorkle 
said. .

The new line will have a total ca­
pacity of 58.000 barrets of crude oil 
daily. Loading docks nnd tank farms 
will be erected at Aransas Pass, con­
tract having been nwarded for the 
first unit of the tank farm, which will 
consist of 50 tanks of 55.000 barrel 
capacity each.

In addition to this storage, numerous 
tanks are to lie erected at the 14 pump 
stations along the line.

These stations will be at, or near, 
the Reiser field. Alice, Skidmore. Kar­
nes City. San Antonio, Bastrop, Camer 
on. Korrville. Mason. Brownwood, 
Eastland. Graham. Archer City and 
Lawton.

Five 55s will Ik* placed nt the San1 
Antonio station, three* nt the station 
near Alice, live near Eastland nnd 
two nt all the others.

First shipment of pipe for the line, 
according to McCorkle, will be deliv­
ered at Aransas Pnss April 15th. All 
preliminary surveying has been com­
pleted. he said, nnd the line will be 
fully completed within 16 months after 
construction work is liegun.—Fort 
Worth Star-Telegram.

Weath­
er conditions lane been unfavorable 
to extensive Held observations i 
•during the last month, but it may be 
assumed that the foregoing jiercentage 
4tas been still further reduced.

At the same time, the number of 
■eggs laid last fall is sufficient to cause 
n  severe infestation this season if but 
only a fair percentage hatch. Favor- 
itbie conditions for hatching will con­
sist of occasional warm rains with in­
tervening bright days, and if added to 
Ibis there should o«vur an extended 
drought in early summer, conditions 
will Ik* much the same as last year.

A PREMIUM UN IDLENESS

The Saturday Eevning Post tells a 
story of an eastern textile manufac­
turer of middle age who rebelled 
ngaiust high sur-taxes. He closed his 
mill, liquidated his capital und put the 
proceeds Into tnx-fr«e securities. He 
now spends his time In travel nnd re 
creation. This is wbut he says about 
it :

"Why should I keep factory hours, 
subject my capital to the risks of busi­
ness. wear myself out in the daily 
grind, and then give over tifty-elght 
l»er cent of my profits to the federal 
goveninent, and another large slice to 
the state and local tnx collectors? My 
tax-free bonds yield me more dollars 
that I can call m.v own than m.v busi­
ness did Itefore I gave it up. The gov­
ernment that penalised me when I was 
a useful and productive citizen now 
puts a premium on my idleness.”

The Grcem Amendment to the Con­
stitution which has been before Con­
gress, to do away with future issues of 
tax-exempt bonds, wns defeated on 
February 8th. 1924, by the narrow mar­
gin of 7 votes less than the two-thirds 
required.

Many speakers who opposed (ho 
amendment spent more time abusing 
those who favored it than in 
presenting economic arguments against 
it.

These are self-evident truths. We 
act by them when we build a Panama 
Canal, set aside and care for an area 
of natural lienuty as a public park, give 
land to a transcontinental railroad, es­
tablish nnd run an Army and a Navy 
and conduct a Postal System.

The entire Nation pays to build and 
maintain a Navy to protect New York 
and other seacoast cities. The people 
of a great many States never see a 
battleship during their entire lives. 
There is no valid objection to this, be­
cause everyone realizes that the cap­
ture or ruin o f the seacoast cities would 
effect the entire Nation.

The same principle holds in the con­
struction of a national system of good 
roads. The whole Nation will lieneflt 
vastly from good roads— in increased 
prosperity,' better education, und de- 
velopement of natural resources.

The money spent on rivers is all paid 
by the Federal Government from gener­
al tuxation, yet this traffic is only a 
small fraction of the traffic along our 
improved highways, and its benefits 
are proiiortionately small.

To the farmer, a hard road means 
more than any other Federal activity 
even the Postal Service. It Is a con­
venience to get his mail promptly, but 
a good road makes it possible for him 
to run his farm or dairy at a much 
higher rate of production nnd greater 
profit, gives him and his family more 
of the comforts and luxuries of life, 
helps his children to got a better edu­
cation, nud raises his entire standard 
of living.

I f  you want your local paper well 
edited, you and you and you which is 
the community, must ger solidly back 
of your local editor. You must sub­
soil l»o for the paper.

Y>> must rs- 
n ! yot’ i lisa1 .. tor to g t all the coin 
ii; lpnity n o l i  And you must over 
look the Util > eriow  y ier  local editor 
occnsioally makes.

Remember: Your local editor is lieith 
er infallable, onnipotent, omnipresent 
or omniscient. I>on’t expect him to 
never make a mistake. Don't expect
him to have the (tower to put across 
every big, worthwhile thing for your 
town and community all by himself. 
Don't expect him to know all things 
and don’t get sore because he fails to 
tell about your Aunt Susan Snoops 
getting her corn extracted by Dr. 
Skinum. Don't expect him to be every 
where at one and the same time.

Just remember your local editor Is 
liumnu, like yourself, and is subject 
to the same humiliations. Therefore, 
help him ! Help him with your friend­
ly criticism, your hearty hand shakes, 
and encouraging words. Help him! 
Give him the school news, the church 
news, the culb news; give him the do­
ings of your town and community. 
Help him! Subscribe liberally for his 
paper and patronize his advertisers.

Henry Ford, the world's greatest 
manufacturer nnd largest individual 
employer of workmen, has been alter 
nntely erltised or praised for his ex­
pression of opinion on many public 
questions but he has never subjected , 
himself to the imputation of being a 1 
poor business man. He is the living 
example of a workman who, by his 
own effort, has risen from the ranks 
to great riches. His wealth is so great 
that it can be assumed he would not 
stoop to support a tax measure merely 
to add a trifle to his personal Income. 
Therefore, an interview with Mr. Ford 
on the tax question, obtained by Samuel 
Crowther for publication in Collier's

“ Every cent the Government spends, 
just ns every cent wo ns citizens spend 
has to come from somewhere.
