Representing Whisky Men.

Wasninaroy, Feb. 12, — Senators
Blackburn and Lindsay of Kertucky
wero before the senate finance com-
mittes Saturday in the interest of the
whisky distillers of Kontucky. Their
timo was devoted almost exclusively
to the extonsion of the bonded period,
‘which the distillors say, in the pres-
ent dopressed condition of business,
is absolutely necessary to them.
They represent that there are now
85,000,000 gallons of whisky in
bonded warchouses which must be
taken out under the Wilson bill within
the noxt three years, much of it with-
in the next year or two. This, even
‘without the increase of the tax, would
be a havdship, and with the increase
the burden would that much heavier.

He intends first to
move for a duty on wool, and if.this is
not carried he will offer an amendment
placing wool and woolen manufactures
on the froe list. He thinks
the latter proposition will carry be-
cause it will probably receive the
support of ull the northwestean men
in the Republican party, as well as
all the Populists and many Democrats,
enough at loast to carry the amend-
ment through.
