A couplo of llttlo rod popper* boiled 
with the cabbage will keep the odor 
from going all over the house.

Carrots abonld be cut In slice* in­
stead of cubes, because the outside 
darker part Is richer and better, and 
If cut In slices Is more equally dis­
tributed.

Rusty steel ornaments may be 
cleaned by being rubbed well with 
sweet oil. enosgh of the oil being al­
lowed te remain on the article to 
eoak In and looaen the rust.

Te open windows easily after stick- 
lag with paint, wet weather, etc., 
brush over the tastd* of the frames 
with ordinary black lead, when they 
will slide without the least difficulty.

A teaspoonful of salt and deeert 
spoonful of lemon juice answer the 
same purpoee as "salts of lemon" for 
removing Iron mould from linen, nnd 
Is not n poison, nor will It prove In­
jurious to tbe linen.

To keep cake from sticking to bak­
ing pans— after greasing psna well 
sift In some flour, shake the pen so 
that the flour will get nil over grease, 
and then torn out wbnt does not stick 
to the pan and put In your batter

New flannel ahould be put Into 
clean cold water and kept there for a 
day or so. changing the water fre­
quently. Wash well In warm water, 
using a little eoap to remove the oil. 
Flannel thus washed does not harden 
or shrink.

As soon as the tin containing any 
kind of food haa been opened, and so 
not rendered air tight, the food 
ahould be Immediately emptied out. 
Foods such as salmon, etc., ahould not 
even be carried from a abop in a tin 
after It baa been opened

A S E A  OF ELECTRICITY.
MEANS BEING SOUGHT TO CURB 

STRAY WIRELESS VOLTS.

Feared That Telegraph Station at 
Brooklyn Navy Yard Will Make 

Trouble In a Variety of Ways 
for Neighbor*.

Brooklyn. N. Y.—A vast electrical 
*ea» will be formed In the environ* of 
the new wireless telegraph station at 
the Brooklyn nary yard, when the ap­
paratus I* put Into operation, receiv­
ing and transmitting massage*

Anywhere from half a million to a 
million volts of electrical fluid will he 
let loose In the atmosphere and every­
thing In the vicinity of the new aug 
men ted station that has any electrical 
affinity whatever foe electricity will 
be surcharged

When the old station was In opera 
tlon, M L  Newman. In charge of the

electrical department of the local 
bureau of yards and docks, had a 
hard time keeping the electric light­
ing system In the neighborhood of ttje 
station In working order. The ca­
prices of the electrical fluid often baf­
fled his plana and many of the are 
lights near th* Sands street gate* 
were burned out by the energy from 
the telegraph station.

Now that this energy 1* being 
doubled. Mr. Newman, and. In fact, 
the electrician* of the department at 
Washington, are racking their brains 
In search of sums means of curbing 
aod confining the great refractory sea 
of electrical waves that will be formed 
when the new station Is put Into 
operation.

The Flushing nvenne trolley line 
of the Rrooklyn Rapid Transit com­
pany aklrts that corner of the navy 
yard In which Is located the wireless 
station and Mr. Newman fears that 
unless some method of proper Insula

tkm la devised, the eaergy from the 
station will seriously affect the opera- 
don of trolley ear*. When the thou­
sands of volts are released upon tha 
slags of the air, many of them are 
expected to rash straightway to the 
trolley wires sad trolley poles, to tha 
old cannon decorations of the gate, 
sad even to the bayonets and metallic 
Insignia on the hats of the marine 
guard stationed at the gate. These 
volte will hover about these attrac­
tive cents like bees In a swarm. Each 
and every mlnntr electron will be 
striving to ranch the earth and to re­
turn to tha generators la the power 
house by the path of least resistance, 
such as a metallic gas pipe, or a con­
duit or a trolley wire.

Last summer at times when atmos­
phere was surcharged with natural 
electricity, aa well as with manufac­
tured energy from the wireless sta­
tion. tbs maria* guard at th* Sands 
street gate were perceptibly affected 
by the fluid. They absorbed It Into 
their systems so that their hair stood 
out on end. The metallic Insignia on 
their caps was tarnished and when­
ever they came In contact with or 
even near aa old cannon or a trolley 
pole there was s snapping sound as 
of electricity rushing from their 
sheathed bayonets to the trolley pole 
or cannon.

The trolley wire on Nary street 
will be freighted with the electrical 
fluid this summer And when a trol­
ley car comes along there may be 
brilliant displays of electrical flame. 
The switch la the top of the forward 
platform of the car may slam back; 
there may be disturbances In the car 
motors. It la to ward off contingen­
cies of this kind that Newman and tha 
other electricians of the department 
are addling their pates for Ideaa

MAKES COPPER IN LABORATORY.

Englleh Chainlet Olmovsr* Nsw Meth­
od of Producing th* Metal.

Baltimore—Dr Ira Remsen. presi­
dent of Johns Hopkins university. Is 
authority for the statement that 8lr 
William Ramsay, a famous chemist of 
Cambridge university, has discovered 
the method of making artificial cop 
per. and the great discovery will be 
made known to science when Sir W il­
liam will read a paper on the subject 
before the Royal Chemical society of 
Oreat Britain.

Prof. Remsen. who Is prominent as 
a chemist, has a private letter from 
the famous Englishman statl-g that 
Sir William has succeeded In ac­
complishing th* production of copper 
by the synthetic or combining process 
from the elements, sodium, lithium 
and potassium.

A combination of these elements 
treated with radium vaper. gives as a 
product copper sulphate, which Is 
readily broken down Into copper.

Andrew Carnegie.

Plttaburg. P a —The School of Brick­
laying. Intended to be one of the most 
Important departments of the great 
fl0.000.040 technical schools which 
Andrew Carnegie founded here, has 
one scholar. The dally routine which 
the future knight of the trowel goes 
through and the staff of Instructors 
maintained solely for him la causing 
much comment.

When Mr. Carnegie founded the 
technical schools he Insisted that the 
departments first opened must be 
those for the purpose of teaching 
young men to become expert artisans. 
Bricklaying looked as If It might he 
popular here, and the school of brick­
laying was tha first In commission.

['While other department* were quick­
ly filled up with scholars th* brick­

laying game didn’t seem to appeal to 
Plttabnrg’s young man. but finally one 
student applied
