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WASHINGTON.—The Navy has
been making some carefu]l studies
of how to carry out Roosevelt's

promise of a bridge of ships across
the North Atlantic to carry sup-
plies to England. One result is a
unique plan for anchoring flat-bot-

tomed scows or barges in mid-At-
lantic to serve as refueling depots
for airplanes.

The plan is not yet perfected,
and still awaits higher-up approval.
But here are details of the revo-
lutionary idea.

British experience in the North
Atlantic has sheown that scouting-
bombing planes are the most effec-
tive protection for merchant ves-
sels. Planes can sight an undersea
boat at a far greater distance than
can a surface vessel, then drop
depth bombs on it.

Chief problem is the refueling of

these planes. Expensive aircraft
carriers, requiring three years to
build, cannot be used as airplane

bases in mid-Atlantic. They are too
easy targets for submarines.

However, the flat-bottomed scow
does not have sufficient depth in
the water to be a target for a sub-
marine torpedo. The scow has a
draft of only three feet, compared
with a 30-foot draft by a cruiser,
and 35 feet by an aircraft carrier.

Furthermore, in the relatively
storm-free summer months, flat.
bottomed barges would experience
little trouble from weather. They
would be subject to attack from
the air, but on the other hand each
would be defended by its own scout-
ing planes, and if it were sunk the
cost of replacement would be insig-
nificant.

“During the summer months T
go to work in the mill at 6 am.—
am let out at 3 p.m., and start
work on my new house at 3:30 p.m.,
working until dark or perhaps un-
til 9 p.m. every night for five
days. When I have a day or two
off I average fourteen hours per
day at work on my new house.
Time passes very fast for me. I
wonder what could be accomplisheq
if the people in this free country
would quit worrying and put their
hearts in their regular jobs and
their spare time into something
constructive ?”

Rebuilding Old Houses

I think this is a wonderful idea,
but it neeq not be limiteq to build-
ing NEW houses. Spare time could
also be wused in providing the
family with food from a garden or
clothes from a workbench., There
also is a great opportunity in buy-
ing up anq fixing over old houses
for those who will study and take
up, as a hobby, carpentry and paint-
ing.

Recently, I was at an auction in
Boston and saw a four-story brick
house with a furnace and a bath-
room sell-—free and clear of debt—
for $1500. It wes within three min-
utes walk of t-he Statler hotel and
the Public Gardens. It was bought
by someone who will fix it up in
his spare time ang get a good rent
for it. The property is assessed
for $8500, I understand that there
are thousands of such bargains in
Boston and other older cities.

tiations till the CIO [ives up to its
temporary truce agreement. The
comprny says the CIO is not keep-
ing a full maintenance crew in the
plant, gs it promised; and that
pickets are unrightfully stopping
men who have legitimate business
in the plant.

Extreme violence appears to be
around the co'ner at the Allis-
Chalmers strikebound plant in Mil-
waukee. George Sprague, 25, and
200 other non-strikers have signed
a petition demanding reopening of
the plant not later than tomorrow
morning at 8 ang claiming they
represent some 4000 men. They have
asked for federal troops to pro-
tect them; their request having
gone to the governor, and prob-
ably to President Roosevelt, They
said they would batter down the
plant gates if necessary.

The CIO today ssked 65,000 work-
ers in various Milwaukee plants
to strike in support of the Allis-
Chalmers lockout. The new super-
mediation boarq got the Allis-Chal-
merg strike last night and started
work on it today.

The house today heard demands
that President Roosevelt publicly
condemn defense-delaying strikes.
Republicans :nd Democrats alike
cheered long and loud.

Four men have now been killed
in pitched gun battles in the Har-
lan, Ky., coal fields where the CIO
Uniteq{ Mine Workers have called
a strike. John M. Lewis, former
CIO generalissimo and now head
ofthe UMW said he would not per-
mit the strike to go to the super-
mediation board.
