Delegations For 
Science Lecture

Delegations from Amarillo, Bor- 
ger, Clayton, Boise City and other 
points in this tri-state area are 
expected in Dalhart ne.xt Monday 
night to hear a lecture by Dr, Hen­
drick J. deLange, C.S.B., it was 
learned today from members of tCie 
Dalhart Christian Science Society 
who arranged for the noted speak­
er.

Dr. deLange is a member of the 
board of lectureship of The Mother 
Church, The F^rst Church of Christ, 
Scientist, of Boston, but lives in 
New York. He wiJl speak in tne 
Christian Science edifice, corner of 
11th and Denrock Ave. at 8 p. m. 
and his subject will be "Christian 
Science: The Science of Existence.”

Pr«*sident Ri>o*»evelt facen •  
showdown with the House this 
afternoon; the U. S faces na­
tion-wide strike puralysis; and 
Britain must determine immedi­
ately whether It will help pro­
tect the vital Caucasus oU fields 
or h*ave their defense to the 
Soviets.
The House, tensed for action, 

met late this afternoon to com­
plete three and a half hours debate 
on Neutrality Act revision and 
then vote, probably between 3 and 
4 p.m.

"The issue is whether the House 
will agree to remove all shipping 
restrictions from the Neutrality 
Act. Several weeks ago the House 
passed a bill permitting arming o f 
merchant ships. The Senate also 
stripped away bans on U. S. ves- 
.sels sailing into combat zones and 
belligerent f>orts, and sent the 
measure back for House concur­
rence.

Speaker Sam Rayburn conferred 
with President Roosevelt l a s t  
night, and at noon repeated hi* 
predictions that the bill would pass. 
Observers said the vote would be 
close, and isolationists contended 
they had a good chance of wii>- 
ning.

The worsening U. S strike sit­
uation has become a factor iii 
whether the House wil] support the 
President’s foreign policy, A mem­
ber, who has always voted with 
the Administration, said yesterday 
he would no longer support steps 
toward war till Roosevelt con­
quers the strike front which con­
tinues to strangle defense prepara­
tions.

The five railway operating broth­
erhoods—engineers, firemen, con- 
dui tors, trainmen and switchnnen^ 
last night ordered their 350,(XX) 
members out on strike December T, 
8 and 9.

They said the strike would apply 
to a third of the nation’s railroads 
each of the three days, but they 
did not announce which thirds 
would be affected first.

The 14 non-operating railroad 
brotherhoods are to reply today to 
the Big Five’s strike call, accord­
ing to reliable reports this morn­
ing.

Railroad officials have made no 
comment. There are persistent re­
ports that the operating unions 
have asked Roosevelt to intervene 
but brotherhood officials refuse to 
confirm this. There is general be»- 
lief that the FTesident will intet“ 
vene.....

The year of 1942 will be a critical one for farmers. Prepare for 
it by re])airing your farm machinery now. The Food for Free­
dom ])rogram calls for a record farm ])roduction. At the same 
time defense needs will limit available farm labor. Farmeis 
who are unable to get enough labor will have to rely more and 
more upon machinery, but the defense i)rogmm will mean much 
less new farm machineiy in 1942. New farm machinery requires 
steel and other metals, and metals are a prime need in the de­
fense program. Y"ou can help your country and youi'self by 
repairing your old machinery now rather than attempting to get 
new machinery next year.

REPAIR YOUR FARM MACHINERY AND EQUIPMENT 
NOW. The Government is taking steps to provide as much steel 
and other metal as may be needed for all necessaiy repair parts, 
manufacturei's need to know how much will be required. The 
only way to be sure of repair parts is to order them immediately. 
Failure to make repairs now may mean a crop loss later. I sug­
gest you do these things at once:

Check over youi* old machinery, order necessary 
parts from your dealer. If parts cannot be ob­
tained, notify your County U.S.D.A. Defense 
Board.

As replacement needs arise throughout the year use substitutes 
for steel and iron wherever possible.

In many areas, coiuity agents and vocational agriculture teachei*s 
are arranging for instmction in farm machineiy reiiiair. You 
may wish to take advantage of such’ instructions or to have others 
in your family do so. Make your old farm machinery and equip­
ment do another year by repairing it now.
