gathered under the stars and 
stripes, came slowly up the 
bay today, world famed and 
hailed as a conquering hero 
should be.

Sad of fare, stern, impassive, 
a splendid figure of a soldier, 
he might have been thinking, 
at the landmarks of New York 
came into view, oi the time 
twenty-seven me nth* ago when 
he slipped secretly out nf the 
harbor on the way to France, 
to prepare for the hosts which 
were to follow.

What a contrast!

in the Bituminous Districts.

Pr o m p t  «mi effective
ation from (he United Stale* 
Railroad Administration, and i 

the prevention of • nation wide 
•trike in the bituminous coal fields. i 
•re all that stand between the 
American people and a bituminous' 
coal famine neat winter, according 
to teatimooJ presented by officers 
•f the National Coal Association to 
tbs United States Senate tubcousj 
mittee which la conducting an In­
quiry into the coal situation.

Declaring that the American peo­
ple were entitled to all the facts in 
the case Mr. H arry N. Taylor, of 
Kansas City, President o f the 
National Coal Association, told. 
Senator FreJingbuysen, Chairman 
o f the Committee, that there are 
three distinct factors cooteollino • 
the successful operation o f coal
mines and the successful serving o f tempting to stir up trouble among
l ie  public interests.

* These factors,** said Mr. T a y ­
lor, "are the consumer, the producer 
and the transporter. I f  any one o f 
those three fail the other two arc 
helpless. I f  the consumer wants 
the coal and the producer can pro­
duce it and there are no cars to 
move it, the other two are helpless. 
I f  there arc plenty o f cars and 
plenty o f  coal and the consumer 
will not place his orders, the trans­
porter and the producer are help­
less— and so on. Any one o f them 
failing in his share o f  the work ren­
der* the other two helpless.

" In  the early summer months of 
this year the one that failed was 
the consumer. I attribute t!\at 
largely to the fact that for tw 'j 
y ea n  the government and the coal 
•per. dors, in their effort to assist 
the government, had intensified 
their demand upon the public to 
•tore coal. The press was full of 
the necessity for winning the war, 
and amplified the Importance o f the 
m ovm cnt o f  coal during the entire 
twelve months o f the vear. If we 
wen allowed to produce enough 
eoal to win the war. They laid 
stress on that In pre-war times, 
srhen there was no particular Incen 
tire, It was often the practice of 
the consumer to wait nntil he realtv 
needed coal, and If the riftlroads 
had plenty o f cars and if the oper­
ators had plent? o f  labor at their 
mines everything was all right. 
There would be a rush at the last 
minute and there would he a toish to 
b*iv eoal In the fall that would keep 
the operators and the transporters 
srorktng at top speed.

"flo , through the Fuel Adminis­
tration. that conditon o f a ffa ls  
was made known to the public am’ 
the production during the war f ’u 
was made almost continuous. "**'• 
ultimate consumer rlther stored his 
eoal In the tactorr vard or In base­
ments o f the home nsers gnd tlR* 
railroads stored a large amount df 
coal, so that the production o f thele 
rears was praetlrallv onlv limited 
bv the transportation and the 
rhilitv to get It through the eon- 
grated center*. After twn rears o f 
practically hounding the people to

produce at the rate of a little over 
fle«rt» mil!ion tons a » r -k  dunng

ent mntroct for an eight hour day 
should be cut down to a sis hour 
day and instead of working sis d i t s  
a week thcr Intend only to work five 
days a week A substantial in- 

y crease in the present wagr will also 
.be included In the demands

In 1 compliance with a request 
from qie Committee concerning the 
present wages paid to the coal 
miners o f this country, Mr. Tavlor 
said that the day wagr scale paid to 
the man who drives a mule is prac­
tically uniform all over the country 
and that the men who work hv the 
dav. who are known around the coal 
mines as "day men.** get a fitrd 
rate per dsv o f eight hours

"T h e miner, however.* ssld Mr 
T sv lcr. "gets a fixed number of 
cents per ton for prc»|ncin« the 
coal at his working place, and tl at 

r  naturally varies In accordance wi*h 
Ids ability and accordin* to the 
thickness o f the seam That is. In 
the thickest seams where hr can get 
down m**r eoal with less endeavor

Operators* Trouble*.
Asked bv the committee at to

The 
miners' organisation is entirely 
exempt from the Sheru.an law, and 
can get together and make an? de­
mand on the operators they want 
after consulting with each other in 
different parts o f the country. They 
can formulate a demand based on 
their own ideas, absolutely backed 
up by tbe.r organisation, which is 
nation wide and international in 
«rof*e. and they can have those con 
frrences and make their drmands 
without any Infringement of tlm 
law. Therefore, the eoal o|*erator 
of tlds country is confronted with a 
combination of labor which is not in 
anr wav controlled and without in­
fringement of the law can get to- 
pHher and formulate a collective 
demand upon the operator which 
forces up his cost both In price and 
In the conditions under which the 
men are employed

"On the other hand, we are con­
fronted bv a combination In the 
form of a Railroad Adminlstration, 
a buying combination, which does 
alt the buying for the railroad 
which was formerly In the hands of 
local port basing agents scattered 
all over the country This purchas­
