
Absentee applications are due 
Applications for absentee ballots by mail for the May 3 

primaries are now being accepted by County Clerk Joy Jones, 
who indicated there were several changes on applying for the mail 
ballots with the election law changes that went into effect Jan. 1. 

"We need the applications submitted immediately," Jones 
said. "If parents have kids in school and want their kids to vote 
absentee, the parents will be given an application to send to the 
kids; otherwise, anyone wanting a ballot by mail must write a 
formal letter of application. 

"The rules are a little more strict this year. We must know a 

person's party preference—they might not like that, but we have 
to know. We also must know their precinct number, their perma-
nent address in the county, and their voter registration number. 
This information MUST be in the formal letter, or the application 
will be invalid." 

Jones said that anyone may vote absentee if they are 65 or 
over, working in the election, or expects to be absent from the 
county on election day. Republican and Democrat absentee 
ballots may be cast in the clerk's office between April 14 and 
April 29. 

Bobcat Relays 
set Saturday 

29 teams in three divisions, including the 
three defending team champions and at least 
eight meet record holders, will be on hand 
Saturday at Bobcat Stadium for the fifth an-
nual Bobcat Relays. 

10 boys teams, 13 girls teams and six JV 
boys teams will be on hand for the meet, which 
begins at 8:30 a.m. Saturday with the JV 
3,200. Running preliminaries and field events 
begin at 9 a.m., with the finals at 2:30 p.m. 

Dimmitt and Littlefield are the two favorites 
in the boys division, with Idalou, Roosevelt 
and Dimmitt expected to fight for top honors 
in the girls division. JV boys favorites are the 
Dimmitt JV, Dimmitt freshmen and the 
Muleshoe JV. 

Hart and Nazareth teams in both divisions 
should also make strong showings, while 
Bovina's two-person girls team of Marie Pesch 
and Mindy Neal, which set four meet records 
last year, will challenge in the girls division. 

Hart should be especially strong in the 
distance events, with Tammy Menchaca, last 
year's state 2A bronze medalist in the 3,200, 
and Lupe Mijares both in position to challenge 
the record, 13:30.41, set by Nazareth's Debbie 

Schmucker last year, and with boys' two-miler 
Lupe Ramirez*  

Dimmitt's strength will come in sheer 
numbers, but the effort will be led in the boys 
by two persons who could easily break meet 
records in two events: James Alexander, who 
cleared 6-6 in the high jump last week (the 
record is only 6-0), and Ben Benton in the 300 
intermediate hurdles (he's run a 41.3 this year, 
and the record is 41.73). 

Muleshoe, last year's boys champion, won't 
be as strong this year, but still has one of the 
area's premier distance runners in Ronnie 
Logsdon, who has run a 2:02 half-mile and a 
4:41 mile this year. 

Littlefield should also be strong, and will be 
led by Ronnie Willard, who has run a 10.6 100 
meters, a 21.3 200 meters, and a sub-50 second 
quarter-mile this year, all faster than the ex-
isting meet record. 

The Dimmitt girls will challenge with three 
strong relay teams, plus Stephanie Kill-
ingsworth in the 200 meters and Cara Odom in 
the 400 meters.

Three injured in accident 

VRS team members are also 
conducting a town assessment 
study this week of businesses 
in the central business district. 
Additional copies of the town 
assessment survey are 
available at the Chamber of-
fice. 

Two persons remain in 
serious condition at Northwest 
Texas Hospital in Amarillo as 
the result of injuries sustained 
in a car-truck collision two 
miles southeast of Dimmitt on 
State Highway 194 early Mon-
day morning. 

Cesar Cordova, 24, and 
Vicky Valadez, 27, both 
workers at the Excel meat 
packing plant in Friona, are 
listed in serious condition at 
NWTH. 

Many rural towns in the 
state are facing economic and 
social stagnation caused by the 
national economic and farm 
crises. Consequently, many 
downtown areas are faced with 
declining sales, decaying 
buildings and the potential loss 
of dynamic quality of the cen-
tral business district. 

Jose Garcia, 25, of Hereford, 
is in stable condition at 
NWTH. 

Two other persons, Antonio 
Garcia, 45, of Hereford, and his 
son, Alfredo Garcia, 21, of 
Hereford, were both treated for 
slight bruises and released 
from Plains Memorial Hospital 
in Dimmitt. 

According to Dept. of Public 
Safety Trooper Terry Jones, 
Jose Garcia was driving a 1967 

model International bobtail 
truck on SH 194 and had stop-
ped on the road's shoulder to 
fix a flat tire. He was 
underneath the truck attemp-
ting to jack it up, while his 
father-in-law and brother-in-
law were standing in front of 
the truck. 

Cordova's 	late-model 
Chevrolet Camaro ran off the 
road and rammed into the rear 
of the truck. According to 
Jones, there was no braking 
before the car struck the truck 
as no skid marks were evident 
at the wreck scene. 

In order to ensure considera-
tion of the needs and aspira-
tions for every segment of 
Dimmitt, the VRS needs broad 
community participation, and 
its efforts cannot be successful 
without the consent, commit-
ment and participation of the 
entire community. 

Both Cordova and Valadez 
suffered internal injuries, and 
Valadez suffered head and 
spinal injuries. Jose Garcia, 
who was struck by an object 
which fell from the truck when 
it was hit by the car, complain-
ed of back injuries, while the 
other two Garcias both receiv-
ed bruises when they were 
struck by the truck, which 
jumped about eight feet when 
it was hit by the Camaro. 

Trooper Jones reported that 
neither Cordova nor Valadez 
were wearing their seat belts 
when the accident occurred.

On March 18 Susie Reeves, 
Nell Kitchens, Gladys Benson, 
Jackie McLeroy, Loranell 
Hamilton, Edith Graef, Era 
Heckerson, Jean Christian, Jo 
Gregory, Bernice Hill, Edna 
Riley and Emily Clingingsmith 
drove to Amarillo and spent the 
night at the Holiday Inn. 

Wednesday, the 19th, they 
left at 7 a.m. for Acapulco to 
board the Cunard Princess for 
a 10-day cruise through the 
Panama Canal. Seven or eight 
had never been on a cruise 
before and really did not know 
what to expect. When they 
checked in at the airport all 
luggage tickets were given to 
one of them for safekeeping 
then they left on the trip. They 
met 12 from Pampa making 
the same trip and all enjoyed 
getting acquainted on the 
plane. 

In Dallas they got through 
the line first and when the 
Dimmittites went through 
they found out they had too 
many baggage tickets for 12 as 
they were only allowed 24. 
They had 37 and half of them 
had checked only one. They 
found they had Pampa's too. 
They sure took care to see they 
stayed close to them until they 
boarded the ship at Acapulco. 

They left there around 7 p.m. 
and started on the cruise down 
the coastline of Mexico and 
Central America for the 
Panama Canal. 

The second day out they ran 
into a storm and the captain of 
the ship moved from 100 miles 
out to 12 miles from the coast. 
The wind was 60 miles an hour. 
All of them survived this in 
good shape. 

The three days it took to get 
to the canal was spent in swim-
ming, arts and crafts, bridge, 
horse racing in the top part, 
piano lounge nightly shows, in 
the showboat lounge in the 
casino indoor-outdoor center. 

Many took their breakfast 
out of doors while others en-
joyed four wonderful meals in 
the main dining rooms. 

They had outstanding enter-
tainment each night. The Peter 
Gardenis Dancers, Frank Pat-
terson orchestra, Francisco 
Yglecia and his harp, songs by 
Glenn Weston, magic shows by 
John Sowers, music of the Los 
Principales. 

They had many contests. 
Jackie and Era received a 
medallion for their costumes at 
the masquerade. Era won for 
one of the most original hats. 

Sunday they started through 
the canal. All of them were out 
on deck to watch this. They 
entered at Balboa, the first 
lock where the pilot and lec-
turer joined them and took 
them into the Meraflores 
Locks. They then entered the 
Pedro Miguel locks and even-
tually on into the Meraflores 
Lake. This raised them 85 feet 
above sea level. They traveled 
231/2  miles across the Gatun 
Lake. The Gatun locks lowered 
them back to sea level and into 
the Atlantic Ocean. It took 8 
hours to travel 50 miles. The 
trip on the Atlantic became 
very rough. One-third of them 
became sea sick. 

They arrived at Montego 
Bay (Jamaica) on Tuesday. 
Some of them visited Rose 
Hall, another group went on 
the Martha Brae Rafting tour. 

Rose Hall was once the home 
of the infamous white witch 
Annie Palmer. She married 
three times and murdered 
each husband. This home was 
acquired by an American 
millionaire and has been 
restored to its original beauty.

April 30 is the deadline to file Form 

941 for employers who must report on 
Social Security and withheld federal 
income taxes for the first quarter of 
1986. If the quarterly tax due (less any 
deposit made during the quarter) is 
$500 or more, the unpaid tax must be 
deposited by April 15, 1986. 

This deadline does not apply to 
employers who make timely deposits 
of the full amount of tax due in Federal 
Reserve or approved commercial 
banks. They are allowed until May 12 
to file Form 941, "Employer Quarterly 
Federal Tax Return." 

If employers have not received Form 
941 by mail, they can order one 
through the Tax Form or Information 
number listed in the phone book under 
US Government. IRS Publication 15, 
"Circular E—Employer's Tax Guide," 
is also available through this number.

spring, my 6-2 classmate Jim 
Jowell (who later played for 
McMurry) was the post for-
ward, with Mitzi guarding him. 
Jim had about a 70-lb. weight 
advantage. 

"I cut across the lane and 
took an inside pass, and before 
I could shoot, she had moved 
me halfway to the bleachers," 
Jim said, admiringly. 

So we quit worrying about 
Mitzi playing post forward 
She was named the best in the 
state at that position the next 
year. 

After she graduated in '54, 
Mitzi went to West Texas 
State, where she got her educa-
tion degree.

Both were all-
staters at Monterey and went 
on to UT. Kriss is now one of 
Jody Conradt's assistant 
coaches at UT. 

So that's the Dimmitt con-
nection with the national 
women's basketball cham-
pions. 

But wait—there's more. 
Want to hear about the Avoca, 
Abernathy, Petersburg, Sager-
ton, Nazareth and Slaton con-
nections? They all involve the 
Wilson family. 

Mitzi's and Edd's brother, 
Pete, became one of the best-
known girls' coaches in the 
area. He won a state champion-
ship at Avoca and two at Aber-
nathy before becoming the 
school superintendent at 
Petersburg. There, his 
daughter Cathy became an all-
stater. She later played for 
Wayland, where she was an all-
American and MVP. After 
graduating from college, she 
became the girls' coach at 
Nazareth High and guided the 
Swiftettes to their first two 
state championships. Then she 
coached Slaton to a state cham-
pionship, and later became the 
coach at her alma mater, 
Wayland. 

Mitzi's and Edd's older 
sister, Mary Jo Reynolds, was 
a good basketball player at 
Sagerton. (Mary Jo, Edd Jr. 
and Pete had all graduated 
from Sagerton High School 
before the family moved here.) 
Mary Jo's son, Randy, became 
the men's basketball MVP at 
Rice.

Loan restructuring, lower interest 
rates top national Farm Credit meeting 

Loan restructuring and lower 
interest rates for farmers were 
the primary concern of Texas 
Farm Credit System directors 
attending a national meeting in 
Denver, Colo., last week. 

Edward Breihan of Lubbock, 
chairman of the Farm Credit 
Banks of Texas Board of Direc-
tors, said the Farm Credit 
System national leaders' 
number one topic for discus-
sion was the plight of good 
farmers in the current depress-
ed agricultural economy and 
how the Farm Credit System 
could help. 

"Now that the Farm Credit 
Act of 1985 is behind us and 
our money markets have calm-
ed down, we believe it is time to 
marshal our efforts toward 
helping those farmers with a 
chance of surviving," the 
board chairman said. 

Discussion at the Denver 
meeting centered on the need 
for Farm Credit banks and 
associations to study ways to 
restructure debt for troubled 
farmers who borrow from the 
Farm Credit System. The 
directors talked about oppor-
tunities for more use of 
Farmers Home Administra-
tion, the government agency

which can guarantee for farm 
credit lenders up to 90% of a 
qualifying farmer's loan. The 
discussion encouraged Farm 
Credit System support for 
federal or state funded interest 
rate buydown programs for 
farmers with a chance for sur-
vival. 

James A. Rogers, president 
of the Farm Credit Banks of 
Texas, who also attended the 
national meeting, pointed out 
that normal procedure for the 
Texas Land Banks and Produc-
tion Credit Associations is to 
work with farmers and ran-
chers who have a chance of 
working out of their financial 
problems. 

Rogers said that pricing the 
product is a key emphasis for 
the banks, right now, par-
ticularly because interest rates 
on Treasury bonds and Farm 
Credit bonds are down on the 

national money markets. 
"The Farm Credit System is 

having difficulty lowering in-
terest rates," Rogers said. 
"Most of this problem is 
because of debt portfolios at 
the bank level that still contain 
many high priced bonds from a 
few years ago and the continu-
ing and growing loan losses." 

The Texas banks' board of 
directors has been working 
since September with the Farm 
Credit Administration, its 
Washington, D.C., based 
regulator, to get interest rates 
lowered for the Texas Federal 
Land Bank. 

The Texas board of directors 
first asked for a Land Bank in-
terest rate reduction last 
September. "All requests so 
far have not been approved," 
Breihan said. 

"We hope that with the con-
tinued stress on farmers and

the increased need to help 
farmers in every way we can, 
that our regulator will rule 
favorably on our request this 
time," Breihan stated.

HI-PLAINS MONEY MAKER 

This week is designated as 
"Texas Industry and Business 
Week." Traditionally, it is the 
week established to call atten-
tion to the important contribu-
tions of business and industry 
in Texas. However, this year in 
the midst of troubled economic 
times, the week has increased 
significance. 

Unemployment figures for 
the month of February in-
dicated that 27 Texas 
metropolitan areas recorded in-
creases in unemployment 
rates. The statewide average 
for unemployment in February 
was 8.8%, compared to 6.9% 
for January.

Know soil temp 
before planting B©bbiring BI(D(Dh2 

By JOHN BROOKS Soil temperature plays a key 
role in getting an early, 
uniform stand of cotton, so 
farmers need to keep a close 
check on this situation. 

Democratic congressional 
candidate Gerald McCathern, 
at a dinner meeting in Dimmitt 
last Thursday, told the gather-
ing of two dozen people at the 
Colonial Inn he was the "best 
prepared person we've had for 
Congress in a long time," and 
said there could be a "big pro-
blem with fence jumping in the 
May 3 primaries — if too many 
people go and support Kent 
Hance, I would lose a lot of 
votes, and lose the primary." 

McCathern said he could 
"talk about Libya, Nicaragua, 
and a multitude of other things 
going on in the world," but 
preferred instead to talk about 
the ever-sagging farm 
economy. 

On the High Plains, early 
research has shown that a 
10-day average minimum soil 
temperature of 60°F at the 
8-inch depth is a recommended 
time to start planting cotton. 
Although this may appear con- 
servative, 	using 	soil 
temperature as a guide has 
resulted in earlier plantings 
and established stands more 
often than when optimum 
dates are used, points out Dr. 
Bob Metzer, cotton specialist 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service. 

In other production areas, 
farmers have used an average 
soil temperature of 60-65°F at 
the 4-inch depth, Metzer points 
out. 

"If we had just had a Con-
gressman from this district —

prolonged period and ger-
minate once a favorable soil 
temperature is reached. 

Unfavorable soil conditions 
plus weak, low quality seed can 
result in decayed seed, slow 
emergence and poor, erratic 
stands. Matters become even 
worse if weak seed have broken 
seed coats or gin cuts that 
allow soil-borne organisms to 
enter. 

The lower the soil 
temperature, the greater the 
number of days necessary for 
seedlings to emerge, says 
Metzer. If soil temperature 
averages 55°F during the plan-
ting period, 15 to 20 days may 
be needed for seedling 
emergence. However, with soil 
temperature at 70°F, seedlings 
will likely emerge in only six 
days. 

Planting early in cold soil at 
temperatures below 60°F does 
not necessarily insure earlier 
fruiting, adds the specialist. 
First bloom may be delayed as 
long as 65 to 85 days after 
planting in soils that average 
lower than 60°F. But when the 
soil temperature at planting 
goes above 60°, the first bloom 
may appear as soon as 45 to 55 
days. This indicates that more 
rapid plant development oc-
curs in warmer soil. 

So, as planting season looms 
ahead, cotton farmers should 
keep tabs on soil temperature 
as well as the five-day weather 
forecast. "Jumping the gun" 
on planting could mean a poor 
stand of cotton and the added 
expense of replanting, cautions 
Metzer.

Soil 
temperature becomes less of a 
determining factor for late-
season planting when soil 
becomes warmer. 

Unless highly vigorous seed 
are used, poor seedling sur-
vival can be expected if seed re-
main in soil with an average 
temperature below 60°F over 
prolonged period, notes 
Metzer. Only high quality, 
vigorous seed have the ability 
to remain in cold soil over a

15, 1986

Some wage earners and other in-
dividuals who have income other than 
wages may be required to file 
estimated tax payments, the IRS says. 
The due date for the first quarterly 
estimated tax payment for 1986 is 
April 15. 

Just like withholding by employers, 
the IRS says, estimated taxes are paid 
in advance of the actual tax return, 
Form 1040, due for the year. Estimated 
taxes are normally paid in four in-
stallments, and there is a substantial 
penalty for underpayment of estimated 
taxes. 

For 1986 returns, the three other 
estimated tax installment dates are: 
June .16, 1985; Sept. 15, 1986; and Jan. 
15, 1987.

The robbery was sponsored 
by Castro County Sheriff Lon-
ny Rhynes and John Brad-
shaw, crime prevention coor-
dinator for the Panhandle 
Regional Planning Commis-
sion. 

The robbers, including Deaf 
Smith County Justice of the 
Peace O.K. Neal, Peter Her-
nandez and Randy Hudson of 
the Bovina Police Dept. and 
Rex Williams of the Friona 
Police Dept., charged into the 
bank at 7:47 a.m. Wednesday. 
Bank employees were used as

to every teller, warning them 
not to trip the alarm and not to 
give him "bait money," which 
is given to help trace money 
taken in bank robberies. One 
of the tellers, Therese Robe!, 
was able to set off the alarm, 
activating the bank's camera 
system, and slip some bait 
money into Williams' pouch. 

After the robbers had cleared

during the robbery, and to 
write down descriptions of the 
robbers. 

"The employees did an ex-
cellent job with everything," 
Bradshaw, a former Secret Ser-
vice agent who has worked in 
88 countries throughout the 
world, said. "They covered the 
evidence that was scat-
tered—they covered a cabinet 
where one of the robbers had 
put his hand, so we could get 
fingerprints from that. There 
were shell casings on the floor, 
and one of the employees im-
mediately put a couple of 
chairs across those shell cas-
ings to preserve that evidence, 
and they did an overall ex-
cellent job with the descrip-
tions. 

"Overall, this is one of the 
better banks we've done. The 
employees were heads up, and 
they took this seriously—we've 
done about 44 banks in this 
region, and some of the banks, 
well, the employees were grinn-
ing and whatever, but they 
took this seriously this morn-
ing. They were able to give 
good descriptions despite be-
ing under a lot of stress—they 
knew it wasn't a real robbery, 
but when those guns went off 
(the robbers used a variety of 
weapons and fired blanks) 
there was a lot of stress, and 
when the robbers start giving 
orders and pushing people 
around and yelling at them, 
there's a lot of stress. 

"This bank overall has a 
good security program," Brad-
shaw said. His program also 
includes a security survey of 
the bank. "Gary Ross has 
done a super job with the 
security program. 

"This will help your law en-
forcement agencies, too. We're 
down here because Sheriff 
Rhymes asked us to come, and 
it will help them immensely."
