College Station — Bi*autiful 
lawna Just don't happen—they 
are the pnaluii of considerable 
time and effort, says E. M. 
Trew, extension agronomist. 
Adapted grasses, good drain­
age, proper watering, fertiliza­
tion and mowing are a few of 
the requirements.

Bermudagrass is most wid­
ely adapted to Texas condi­
tions, points out Trew. St. Aug­
ustin* is recommended for the 
eastern half of the State Mid 
Kentucky bluegrass. perennial 
ryegrass and tall fescue are 
used In the Panhandle areaun  
der irrigation. Buffalo Is re 
commended where watering 
facilities are not available, ex 
cept in East Texas iwid the Gulf 
Coiist. In some areas. Bermuda 
lawns are st>metlmi's overs»H*d 
ed with Italian or annual rye 
grass to give green tnilor during 
the winter. But. Trew warns, 
unless the grass is closely clip 
|H*il during the s{iring. it may 
prove harmful to the Bt'rmuda 
by t'om|w‘ting for light, mois­
ture Ĥ ut plant fiM)d.

The best .soil for lawns is a 
san<ly loam in organic matter 
The addition or c*ay to a sandy 
.soil or siind to a elay soil to get 
the \iro|H'r et>mbination «  n d 
te.xture is rivommemletl.

Suffivient fertilizer should In* 
added to the soil in the form 
of a wmplete fertilizer with a 
2 1 1  or 1 1 1 ratio to get two 
pounds of nitrogen per 1,000 
square ftvt of lawn. A soil test 
is reeummended for establish­
ing the exact rt»quiremcnts. If 
organic m atter Is added, five 
(xiunds of ammonium sulfate 
or three |>ounds of ammonium 
nitrate per 1,000 .square feet of 
lawn area should he usetl to 
help d»*eomi>ose the organic 
material.

Trew advises watering the 
lawn only when the grass 
shows a neetl for water. This is 
indicated when the plants take 
on a  shet'n and wilt. Soaking 
the soil to a depth of six inch­
es or more is rtvommendeil 
Light. frt*quent sprinklings pro- 
duiv shallow, weak ro<it s>s- 
toms and onoourage weed 
growth, says Trew. T i k i , shal­
low rotit systems eannot effin*- 
iently utilize moisture .ind 
plant fiHul. Mow the lawn fre­
quently to prevent cli^iping 
more than a half inch of grow­
th at any one mowkig and .set 
the mower to cot at a height of 
one to two inches. Det.iiled 
material on lawns is niailahle 
from the office of loeal exten­
sion agents.
